Wines served;

Peach – Vintage 2006, made by Bob’s Laundry Room Wine, which was done with a dollop of vanilla ice cream.

Blueberry  – Vintage 2006, Vintage 2006, made by Bob’s Laundry Room Wine, which was served with a piece of pound cake.

 Grand Hotel, Mackinaw Island – Vintage 2005, is a Cabernet Sauvignon. Made by Coopers Lane Winery in St Helena, CA, (I can’t locate them on the net). This wine was accented with a dollop of chocolate ice cream and a slice of chocolate pound cake.
Kikkoman Plum – Vintage unknown. Vinted and bottled by JFC International Vineyards. www.jfc.com , it is a subsidiary of Kikkoman. Not sure where it is made. John and Rain drizzled the rim of the glasses with Hershey’s Magic Shell.

The most interesting note on these variations is that the ice cream and cakes seamed to make the alcohol taste stand out.

Peach wine with the vanilla ice cream was the choice of the evening with the plum/chocolate combination coming in a close second.
