120 Sauvignon Blanc – Vintage 2004, made by Santa Rita Winery. It was founded in 1880 in the Alto Jahuel area of Chili. www.santarita.com
Melbac – Vintage 2005, made by Chateau Chantal Lujaude Cuyo. The juice for this wine is shipped in from Argentina and produced and bottled at this winery in Traverse Bay Michigan. www.chateauchantal.com
Melbac – Vintage 2005. Conquista Mendoza De Argentina. This Malbac is produced in Argentina and imported by The Prestige Wine Group. www.prestigewinegroup.com
Cabernet Sauvignon – a Cab (85%) and Merlot (15%) blend produced and bottled by Vina Concha Y Toro SA in Chili and imported by Excelsior Wine and Spirits. www.conchaytoro.com 

Carmen’ere – Vintage 2006, is a blend of 85% Carme’ere, 13% Cab Sauvignon and 2% Cab. Franc. Produced and bottled by Vina Carmen in the Alto Jahuel of Chili. Imported by WJ  Deutcsh. www.carmen.com
Tonight’s favorite is the Cabernet Sauvignon by Concha Y Toro
