

3. DESIGN CONCEPT





The hospital is set back from the entry road to allow :-





Adequate approach and separation of traffic ways and drop-offs.    





A forecourt giving the building visibility and presence.





Space for 850 vehicle on grade car park.





The building is orientated East West to :-





Enable separate entries at grade while respecting the existing site topography.





Minimise facade shading.





Position service functions on the lower eastern part of the site.


The main entrance is announced by a dramatic, atrium which will lead users to the parts of the other parts of the hosp circulation systems. The entry plaza, a grand, landscaped courtyard and other lobbies provide generous assembly, orii and movement area for the large number of hospital users.


Circulation within the building will be simple, direct and clear with vertical travel by lifts positioned to minimise pub upper levels and to facilitate security.





A 7.5m structural grid is generally applied. Construction modularity and commonality will be employed in external cl detailing and internal fittings and finishes to provide a rich palette of building elements, in turn,





Facilitating ease of construction and economy of scale.Providing consistency of detail and variety in appearance. Enabling easier accommodation of future growth and change.
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Planning commonality is applied in principle to room fitouts, unit design and departmental planning. The building draws inspiration from elements of tropical architectural through its use of:


Overhanging roofs shedding water away from the building.


Extensive sun-shading.


Window openings positioned to afford views while shielding glare.


Naturally, through-ventilated spaces wherever practicable.


Landscaping to encourage the passage of breezes.


Pleasant human scale spaces are created around the between the buildings. A large landscape central court with walk and extensive planting to provide shelter and enjoyment.
