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RECRUITING TIMELINE FOR PROSPECTIVE COLLEGE ATHLETES

Freshman Year:

1.  Get settled in and begin good study habits…you will get tired of hearing this, but you are a student-athlete.  Colleges look at your grades before they look at your athletic ability.  If you are not dedicated in class, you send a message that you might not be dedicated on the field either.

2.  Locate and attend a Christmas Camp at a college you are interested in, if possible.  

3.  Play summer baseball and try to attend another summer baseball camp at a college you are interested in.  The face of recruiting at the college level is changing.  Most colleges expect you to come to their camp if you expect them to recruit you.  See me for more camp information.

Sophomore Year:

1.  Continue to manage your time between school, athletics, and friends.  Remember, each year counts the same…they don’t look just at your senior year.  Be sure to be on “track” to graduate!

2.  Get a list of possible colleges you would like to attend to Coach White so he can send some contact letters out to the coaches.  They cannot have any direct contact with you until you are a junior.

2.  If possible, attend another Christmas camp or specialty camp.

3.  Play summer baseball and attend another college camp.  Don’t go to the same one, you don’t want to put all “your eggs in one basket!”  You might consider attending a select or advanced camp…let me know and I’ll try to direct you on which you should attend.

4.  Attend any showcase, like the Top 80 in Georgia, to begin getting your name out there.  College coaches talk to each other, so the more you get in front of different ones, the better your chances.

Junior Year:

1.  Begin to narrow your school choices to 10-12.  Check out what the requirements are to get in and what types of majors they offer.  You want to try to contact coaches at schools that interest you and offer degrees that interest you.

2.  Visit the school’s website.  Some programs have a prospective questionaire if you are interested in playing baseball at the school.  Complete as many of these as possible.

3.  Review the list of potential colleges you would like to attend that Coach White has.  Add or delete schools as necessary.  We need to begin this process as school starts.

4.  Send personal, not form, letters to schools you are interested in.  This lets the coach know you are interested in attending the school.  Pick up an information sheet to enclose with your letter from Coach White.  This will make you look prepared, and first impressions go along way with coaches.

5.  See the guidance couselor and complete the NCAA Eligibility Clearinghouse.  You must do this to accept a scholarship!

6.  Register for the SAT and/or ACT.  Check to see what each school you hope to attend requires.

7.  Attend another Christmas camp and/or specialty camp.  See if any of the schools you are interested in offer either.

8.  See if any of the schools you are interested in offer “Junior Days”, in which you can go and tour the school.  If so, contact the coach about meeting with him face to face.  This is an unofficial visit, so it doesn’t cost him any money!

9.  Play summer baseball and attend a camp at one of the schools you are interested in.  If the school offers a select or advanced camp, you might consider it.  It gives you a better look in front of the coaching staff and allows you to gauge yourself against some of the other players that are interested in the school.  If possible, you might consider attending more than one.

10.  Attend another showcase in the area.

11.  Attend a pro tryout camp if possible.  They are usually listed in the newspaper.  This gets you exposed to a scout…some colleges want to know if any scouts have seen you play.

Senior Year:

1.  Make sure you have satisfied all graduation requirements.  

2.  Continue to add/delete schools on your list with Coach White.

3.  Make sure your SAT and GPA is in line with schools that you are interested in.  

4.  Attend a Christmas/specialty camp at a school(s) that have shown the most interest in you.

5.  Attend any showcases in you area.

6.  Send update letters to coaches at schools you are interested in.

7.  Make sure you stay in shape so that you can attend a workout at a moments notice.

8.  Have fun and enjoy your senior year!  Don’t put any undue pressure on yourself…you have already completed the hard part!
