Scout motto: “Be Prepared” - Always ready to do duty and face danger, if necessary, to help others
Scout slogan: “Do a Good Turn Daily”” - Go out of your way to help others
Square knot

Meaning of the First Class Scout Badge
3-point design — stand for the 3 parts of the Scout Oath
fleur de lei — to point the right way in life same as a compass always points North
2 stars — ideals of truth and knowledge and remind us of the Scout’s outdoor life
eagle with the shield — emblem of USA; stands for freedom and readiness to
defend freedom
scroll — turned up at the ends to suggest a Scout’s smile as he does his duty
knot at bottom of scroll — reminds you of the promise to do a Good Turn daily

Boy Scout uniform
tan shirt with red loops
olive pants or shorts
hat is either ball cap or campaign hat
each troop has own neckerchief
The only Cub Scout award worn on the Boy Scout shirt is the Arrow of Light
Meaning: Wearing your uniform with pride shows you are a good citizen and ready
and willing to help other people.
