Policies & Procedures
1. Pack meetings begin at 7:00 PM the last Wednesday of each month unless changed by the Pack Committee.  Please arrive at 6:50 PM so that the meeting may start on time.  The meeting will last approximately one hour.

2. At least one guardian over 18 must attend each pack meeting with their scout(s) unless other arrangements are made prior to the pack meeting.  Leaders are not responsible of any scouts.

3. Boys must adhere to the Cub Scouts Code of Conduct:

a. Always attempt to be on time

b. Always wear the uniform with pride

c. Always behave and follow instructions

d. Always follow Akela (Pack Leaders)

e. Always DO YOUR BEST

4. Discipline at den meetings will be at the discretion of the den leader in according with the following guidelines:

a. Failure to obey a rule will result in a warning, followed by time in or removal from activity.

b. A guardian is required to attend all den meetings with the scout to assist the scout follow rules.

c. Den leaders have the right to exclude a Scout from their Den for reasons of Conduct.  The situation will be reviewed by the Pack Committee and, in extreme cases, and after consultation from the Central Florida Council; a boy may be dismissed from the Pack for misconduct.

5. Scout must be in Class A or Class B uniform for every event for insurance purposes and identification.

a. Class A uniform consist of:
i. Tigers, Wolf & Bears: Blue Cub Scout Shirt, blue shorts or pants, neckerchief, slide, pack hat and blue scout belt.
ii. Webelos: Khaki Webelos shirt, green short or pants, neckerchief, slide, pack hat and green/tan Webelos belt.  The pack will accept the blue Cub Scout Shirt and shorts or pants in 4th grade.  The scout should have the other uniform for 5th grade.

b. Class B uniform consist of:
i. For ALL ranks: Blue Pack T-shirt and Pack hat.  Regular boy shorts or pants are acceptable.  

6. Den meetings and Pack meetings are not held during school holiday or if classes have been suspended.

7. The maximum den size is 10 scouts.  If more than 10 scouts are registered for any rank, two dens will be created.  Each den MUST have a registered and trained Den Leader and Assistant Den Leader.

8. Parents are requested and encouraged to assist in the planning, coordination, and operation of ALL Cub Scout den and pack events.  This organization is operated by 100% volunteers.

9. There are no refunds of registration or pack fees. 

Den Dues – Den dues are collected by each den leader in an amount established by the den leader and his/her assistant on a monthly basis.  The money is used to purchase necessary materials required to help your scout in achieving his advancements.  Den dues also help pay for belt loops, pins or patches earned during den activities.  Non-payment of DEN DUES could result in your child missing and not receiving the necessary advancement requirements for a particular month; please be responsible in getting your dues to your den leader each month.

Central Florida Council and Pack 999 Campout Rules

1) NO ALCOHOL – while Cub Scout camping is Family Camping there is absolutely any alcohol allowed at Pack 999 campouts or functions.

2) QUIET TIME – unless otherwise stated by the campsite, quiet time for all campout is 10:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m.  All Scouts and siblings should be in tents sleeping during these hours or if outside they must be quiet, talking in whispers, and not running around.  Please be sure to make your children aware of this rule.

3) CAMPFIRES – at certain campouts there will be fire rings for campfires.  All ground fires must be attended to by an adult at all times and must be in a fire ring.  All fires must be extinguished before the responsible party retires for the evening.

4) CLASS 1 MEDICAL FORM – all Scouts MUST have a Class 1 Medical form on file with the Pack to attend any Pack Campouts or Outdoor functions.

5) UNIFORMS – to be covered by the Pack Insurance, all scouts must wear their Class A uniform shirt while traveling to and from pack campouts.  They can remove it as soon as they arrive at the campsite, but they need to have it on during the entire trip there and back.

5)
POCKET KNIVES - All Scouts must have earned their Whittling Chip Card in order to carry a pocketknife during a Campout.  If a Scout is using his pocketknife at a campout he must have his Whittling Chip Card with him.  If asked and he does not have the card the knife will be taken away.  If a Scout does not follow the rules of using a Pocket Knife safely, he will have a corner removed from his card.  After 3 corners are removed from his card, it is taken away and he must take a Whittling Chip class again
6) BUDDY SYSTEM – All Scouts must adhere to the buddy system while on a Campout.  No Scout is to leave camp or sleep in a tent without a Buddy, Parent, or Guardian.

7) PARENT / GUARDIANS - A Scout’s parent or guardian must be present with their children during every Scouting event.  BSA POLICY states all Cub Scouts must ALWAYS have a parent or Guardian present.

8) RESPECT NATURE and THE CONCEPT “Leave No Trace” -- While camping we are to respect all that Nature has given us and not disturb any animals, plants or trees.  We are also expected to adhere to the policy of Leave No Trace.  Your Campsite must have no trace you were ever there upon checkout.
9) RUNNING IN CAMP - NO RUNNING OR GAMES through the Main Camp, around all Tents, and at all Campfires.  
10) RESPECTFUL OF OTHERS -- As a general courtesy always ask permission to enter a family’s campsite.

11) SMOKING – BSA Policy requires any smoking be done out of the immediate view of the Cub Scouts.
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*** CAMPING GEAR GUIDE ***

Please use this as a guide of gear that you will need for Camping.  This is not a complete list and you can have more or less of what is listed.  If you are not sure of what you need, be a Day camper and check out the campsites at Moss Park in September.  You will find that any Camper is more than happy to talk about his Camping Gear.  

· Tent (Size is your preference)

· Tarps for Rain

· Sleeping Bags (Opt. Sleeping pads, cots, inflatable Bed)

· Two to Three Lanterns and/or flashlights

· Pillows

· Towels (Beach, Paper, Etc), Soap, Garbage Bags (Large and small, Good for wet items when it rains)

· First Aid Kit

· Mallet and an Ax (optional camping shovel)

· Fold-up Chairs or Table with Chairs

· Bug Repellant

· Matches or lighter

· Utility Knife or multi-tool kit

· Utensils (can opener, spatula, cutting board, etc.)

· Charcoal (or dry wood or propane stove)

· Potholders, kitchen towels

· Metal Dishes (plates and pans)

· Bottled water, canned Drinks or Canteens

· Two Buckets with sponges

· Canned/ boxed food

· Cooler (bring Bungee Cords to secure against animals)

· Rain gear, cloths and good footwear.

· Two-way radios or whistle to keep track of your Scouts

· Personal Grooming items, Medicines

· Games and willingness to have a lot of fun.

Frequently Asked Questions                               

Cub Scout Pack 999

1. When do we meet?

Meetings will be held on Wednesdays promptly at 7:00p.m. at the school, unless other arrangements are made in each Den.   (i.e. Fieldtrips)   Please check with your Den Leader.   There are two types of meetings. 

1) Den Meetings are composed of your son(s) in an AGE APPROPRIATE Group led by 2 or more Adult DEN LEADERS.  The Dens will meet in the WEST WING (John Young Pkwy Side) of the School in a designated classroom.

2) Pack Meetings will usually be held the LAST Wednesday of every month, in the School Cafeteria, promptly at 7:00p.m. unless otherwise noted.  See Pack Calendar included in handout.  Updated calendar is available online at http://calendar.yahoo.com/pack999jye
                 Please let your Den Leader know if you can’t make it to a Den Meeting.  If you ever become confused about

                 a meeting date or time, please contact your Den Leader or the Cubmaster(s).

2. What does my boy need for Scouting?

Typically, the boys need a Scout Book for their age level.  Boys at this age want to belong and love wearing a uniform to display their accomplishments (rank badges).   The Scout uniform is different for Tigers; Wolves, Bears and Webelos.  Do not buy the uniform hat(s) as our Pack has decided to go with one custom hat the boys can wear all through Cub Scouts.  The first one will be supplied free of charge as soon as the boy’s Pack dues is paid in full.  Additional or replacement hats are available at $10 each.   Feel free to ask a Leader for help before buying that FIRST uniform!

3. How does my boy earn advancements?

Boys advance in rank based upon their successful completion of age-appropriate tasks outlined in the specific Cub Scout Book your boy is assigned to work from.


1st Grade    -Tiger Cub Scout Book


2nd Grade   -Wolf Cub Scout Book


3rd Grade    -Bear Cub Scout Book


4th and 5th Grade -Webelos Cub Scout Book 

Parents MUST review Section 1 “A Parents Guide” with their boy and sign it before continuing on in their respective book.  Den Leaders will accomplish much of what’s in the book, but the FINAL responsibility for achieving rank is between YOU and your Scout.  Please encourage and participate with YOUR Scout on the activities and projects outlined in his book.   Leaders will verify ALL activities completed prior to awarding credit!  Den Leaders have a Tracking Chart they fill out, check it out!

4. If I can’t make it to the Camping Trip, can my Scout still go along?

BSA National Policy Prohibits Scout Leaders from taking Scouts, other than their own child, camping because of SAFETY CONCERNS.   We strictly ADHERE to this policy!
You may permit your Scout to go with another close family if they agree.

5. Who do I talk to if I have a problem that I need addressed!

Please always feel free to call any Leader you feel comfortable with to get answers.  Please don’t assume we know a problem exists.  When In Doubt, Call a Leader!   You can start with your Den Leader, Cubmaster, Asst. Cubmaster, or Committee Member.  We’ll get you the answer!

6. I’d like to help on an EVENT, whom do I contact?

Great, first contact the Cubmaster or one of the Assistant Cubmaster's.

We will be more than happy to get your name on the list, and put you in touch with the TEAM working on the EVENT.  We expect you “ALL” call at least once this year!

7. I’d like to be a leader, but I don’t know how to go about it!

Please contact one of the Leaders IMMEDIATELY!  We will have you fill out an application and get you assigned right away.  We also arrange and pay for Council sponsored training.  

8. We’ve never been camping, we’re not sure what we need, and what do we do?

Spend the day as a DAYCAMPER.  Our first campout of the year is always close to make it easy for day campers.  Pack a picnic lunch and come to the campout location early Saturday morning.  Let the kids and the whole family experience the day’s activities.  Feel free to check out the different campsites and ask questions.  Campers love to show off their “home away from home”.  You will see every style of tent, stove, lantern, cooler, and sleeping bag, even a kitchen sink.   By the way, nobody goes out and buys everything in one day.  Campers accumulate their stuff over time as their needs warrant and as the budget allows.  A basic camping needs list will be handed out before the first campout.

9. Why did the Pack Implement Dues?

After careful study of operating expenses from the past five years, the committee determined it was necessary to avoid spending the entire year FUNDRAISING.   To have a successful program the Pack has been spending an average of $45.00 per Scout.   We have attached a budget to show where this money goes.  We believe the Scouts need and want recognition for achieving milestones throughout the year and somehow we needed a way to provide it, without adding additional burden on the “volunteer” leaders.  It has a lot of support in the Pack because everyone pays their fair share and Fundraisers become “FUN RAISERS” which will go to supporting FUN Activities.   When you consider the costs of other youth programs like: Baseball, Soccer, Football, Basketball, and Gymnastics, Scouting is really very low in cost.  REMEMBER, Scouting is a YEAR LONG Program and not 8-10 weeks in length.   For those who would like an additional option to pay the Pack Dues, please see a Cubmaster for assistance.   We believe EVERY BOY deserves a chance at Scouting. 

10. Can my other kids come to Scout Functions too?

ABSOLUTELY!   Unlike Boy Scouts, Cub Scouts is a FAMILY ORIENTED PROGRAM.  We encourage the family to join the experience and have FUN learning and DOING.  Cub Scouts facilitates a cost-effective way, for a family to experience activities in the area, due to our “group rate” discounts and special deals.   We “welcome and encourage” TOTAL Family participation in ALL events and activities.   If you want to spend time with your Scout in a Den, but can only do that by bringing the rest of the Family along – PLEASE DO.  You actually benefit by spending time with ALL your kids at the same time, especially in an organized activity you probably wouldn’t do at home (i.e. Pinewood Derby).   I think your presence and PARTICIPATION at activities shows you are interested in your Scout, as well as your other kids and believe me when I say; they will always remember it! 
11. What kind of protection does my Scout enjoy during Scout Functions?

All Scout Leaders MUST be registered with the National Scouting Organization.  Our Pack, as directed by National Policy, adheres to the “Two Deep Leader Policy”.  This means there will always be Two Adults present with the Scouts, at a minimum, at all times.  

Our Cub Scout Unit (Pack 999) voluntarily participates in the Boy Scouts of America “Unit Accident Insurance through the Mutual of Omaha Companies.  This is funded entirely by a portion of your annual Pack Dues.  All REGISTERED Scouts and Leaders are covered while:

a) Participating in an approved and supervised scouting activity or 

b) Traveling to or from such activities.

Details concerning the levels and limitations of coverage can be obtained from the Cubmaster. 

We also keep on file (THE RED BOOK), a permission slip, completed at time of registration, which authorizes medical treatment in case of emergency.  

12. I may have a question later or I have a question that is not answered here, what do I do?

PLEASE, ask ANY leader questions any time throughout the year.  They will get you the answer.  By the way, there is no such thing as a DUMB question, just DUMB answers!   Contact Lists with Phone Numbers are included in tonight’s handouts and e-mail address and other information can be found on the Pack Website at http://www.geocities.com/pack999jye/.  By the way, if YOUR phone number changes, PLEASE let us know so we can contact YOU in case of scheduling changes or if something comes up you need to be aware of!

13. I paid my Pack Dues, what are these Den Dues my Den Leader is asking for? 

The same way the Pack needs money to run the major activities and advancements for the year, the dens need money to fund arts, crafts, field trips, and any other materials necessary to make sure the Scouts have fun and achieve their next rank. 

14. What is the difference between a Class “A” and Class “B” Uniform?

All Scouts need to have an Official Boy Scouts of America Uniform (Class “A”).  This uniform is both the Blue Shirt and Shorts or for Webelos the Tan Shirt and Green Shorts.  A Class “B” uniform is also known as the Pack T-shirt.  This is usually worn during Campouts, Adopt-a-Highway and Scouting for Food Events.  The leaders will inform all Scouts when they need to wear a Class “B” Uniform instead of a Class “A” Uniform.
