PALO ALTO, Calif., Feb. 2, 2007 -- The Palo Alto Chamber Orchestra (PACO) will present its twenty-third annual Bach Celebration, a series of three Sunday evening concerts in March focusing on the music of Johann Sebastian Bach and featuring an array of notable guest performers.


The three concerts, timed to coincide with Bach's 322nd birthday (the composer was born in Eisenach, Germany, on March 21, 1685), will take place at 7:30 p.m. on March 11, 18 and 25, at the Valley Presbyterian Church, 945 Portola Road, Portola Valley.


The annual festival is designed to treat local audiences to a core ensemble of PACO's young musicians and alumni performing with an extended community of guest professionals against the backdrop of Portola Valley's majestic redwood trees.   The three concerts will feature the timeless, innovative, and endlessly fascinating music of Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750).  

The first concert of the series, on March 11, will feature selected keyboard works performed by the internationally acclaimed pianist Lucille Chung with guest violist Benjamin Simon.  Ms. Chung has been acclaimed for her stylish and refined performances (Gramophone Maganize).

The second and third concerts will feature the complete Brandenburg Concertos.  The six chamber concertos, written between 1711 and 1720, and dedicated to the Margrave of Brandenburg.  These "Brandenburg Concertos" are among Bach's most popular compositions.  
The March 18 concert will feature the Brandenbrug Concertos No. 1, 2 and 3 and will be conducted by cellist Kris Yenney, director of the PACO's Preparatory and Superstrings sections and a member of Trio Con Brio and the early music ensemble Brocelïande.  Featured guests will include:  Heidi Yenney, violin; Peter Lemberg, oboe; Brian Bensing, flute; Scott Weigum, trumpet; Dina Glendening (PACO ’91), continuo and special guests, members of PACO’s emeritus ensemble.
