The program will feature three soloists: 12th grade violist Michael Lee performing Vivaldi's Guitar Concerto in D; 11th grade cellist Min-Seon Kim performing J.C. Bach's Cello Concerto in C minor and 4th grade violinist Angela The performing Haydn's Violin Concerto in G Major.  The final work on the program, Benjamin Britten's "Simple Symphony", will be performed by the talented young musicians who comprise the Sinfonia Ensemble, the Palo Alto Chamber Orchestra's second-highest level. 
The concert, to be conducted by PACO Music Director Benjamin Simon, will take place at 3:00 p.m. at Dinkelspiel Auditorium on the Stanford University campus.  

About the Soloists

Michael Lee, viola, has been a member of PACO for seven years.  He has just graduated from Bellarmine College Preparatory and plans to study physics at Cornell University.   He has taken lessons from Li Lin for the past four years, and he started at PACO with William Whitson in the year of 2000.  In fact, he has taken lessons and received coaching from the entire Whitson clan!  He also enjoys playing quartet ensembles and jamming with the classical guitar.  Outside of the music world, he has become very active in church activities at New Community Baptist Church and plans to continue with it in New York.
Min-Seon Kim started studying cello since the age of nine. She is now seventeen years old and studying with Jean-Michel Fonteneau at the San Francisco Conservatory of Music’s preparatory division, where her cello study started with Dana Putnam Fonteneau in the year of 2000. She has been studying chamber music at the Conservatory since 2001.  In 2002, she was selected as a winner in the Stanford Young Artists’ Festival. Min-Seon attended the Sewanee Summer Music Festival in 2004 and the Aria Summer Music Festival in 2005.  She was a finalist in the Junior Division of the Oakland East Bay Symphony’s Young Artist Competition in 2005 and a participant in Berkeley’s Junior Bach Festival in 2006. Her most recent chamber group, the Delphi Piano Quartet, was selected as first place winner of the MTAC VOCE 2007 competition. Currently Min-Seon attends San Domenico School, where she is a student of the Virtuoso Program. During her years at San Domenico, she soloed with the Orchestra Da Camera in 2005, and currently serves as the Principal Cellist of the orchestra
 Angela The, age 9, studies violin with Mrs. Jenny Rudin. This is Angela's first year at PACO, where she is a member of Superstrings. Last summer at the Strings Music Festival in Philadelphia Angela placed in the Concerto and the Bach Double competitions, and took part in the master class with David Kim.  Recently she placed in the Santa Clara branch VOCE violin competition.  Angela also studies piano with Ms. Lena Grozman.  She plays the bass drum in the school band at Simonds Elementary, where she is currently a 4th grader. Angela is also active in the Kiwanis Club and was a member of the student council. Occasionally she accompanies the children's choir at church on the violin. She spends her free time enjoying Andrew Lloyd Webber, Abba, Mulan, reading Harry Potter, and most of all, being with her friends.  Angela is very grateful to all her music teachers and friends for their loving support.
