The concert will be held Sunday, February 11, 3:00 pm. at Dinkelspiel Auditorium, Stanford.  The $20 admission ($10 for youth) includes reception following the performance.

Founded in 1966, the Palo Alto Chamber Orchestra is composed of the Bay Area's most talented musicians chosen by competitive auditions.  The young musicians typically enter the PACO organization at the "Superstrings" level, moving up through the Preparatory, Debut, Sinfonia and Senior PACO orchestras.  One of the few youth orchestras in the nation devoted exclusively to chamber music, PACO has participated in many international music festivals and has toured worldwide by special invitation.
