Accreditation allows us as staff, parents and children involved in the program, and community members to review the content and quality of the School-Age Services program and to promote program improvement.  You were recently asked to fill out a survey evaluating our program, which is part of the endorsement process.  During the next six months we will be further assessing our program and will require more support from our program parents.
