Accelerated Reader and Accelerated Math

Now that your child is a 4th grader, some of the “rules” have changed.  In the past, your child has been rewarded if he/she met his/her A.R and/or A.M. goals.  In the 4th grade, rewards are still given; however, grades are also given in these two areas.  

It is an expectation in 4th and 5th grade that ALL students reach these goals.  Individual reading goals will be set at the first of each 9-week grading period.  All students’ Accelerated Math goals are set at 25 objectives/points for each grading period.  Your child is responsible for working on these goals at home as well as school.  I monitor their progress regularly, and there are consequences for children who do not work consistently toward their goals.  

Please know that not making these goals can affect your child’s grades.  In the past, children have been excluded from Principal’s List and Honor Roll solely because they did not put effort toward reaching these goals.
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
