



Helping with homework





I am always pleased when parents take an active role in their children’s learning.  Here are a few tips in helping your child with homework to ensure success.





Encourage completion – Homework is not optional in my classroom.  Children who choose not to complete their homework will do so during their recess time the day it is due.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  Therefore, encourage your children to complete assignments in a timely manner.


Ask questions – Many times it is easier to give children “your” answer, rather than helping them discover “their” answer.  When it becomes frustrating, ask leading questions.  Ask questions that will lead them to the answer.  This will build confidence in children and make them want to work harder.


Use resources – Dictionaries, calculators, and the computer are all acceptable tools to use when doing homework unless instructed otherwise.


Let the children do it – Doing the work for your children is not helping but hurting them.  If they are struggling on a particular assignment, I need to know.  There are consequences for children who turn in work that is not their own.
