If you initiate a conference, please know that most conferences take place during my planning time.  Due to after school activities, it is often difficult for me to stay after school for extended periods of time.  Therefore, conferences after school are seldom, but can be arranged if necessary.

If a conference is scheduled, please do your best to be prompt.  My planning time is limited, and if you are late, our conference will be cut short.  If for some reason you are unable to attend a scheduled conference, please call the school and let me know.  We will reschedule.
