BUSINESS FACILITIES
Space:

· To use capital funds wisely, one needs to be prudent with the use of space. 
· Adequate space should be allowed for efficient operation and customer convenience and approval. 
Special facilities:

· To aid in locating and providing the needed facilities and special features, you need to list the essential considerations, such as traveling crane, larger than normal doors, and those that would be helpful, but not required. 
Utilities:

· Some types of business require special adaptations of the utility, such as three or four-phase current, and they are not always available.
BUY OR RENT THE FACILITIES

· Ownership allows complete freedom if choice in the use or changes of the facility, while it lessens the opportunity to seek a better location should the opportunity arise. 
· Rental of facilities allows capital to be invested in stock and supply instead of facilities that limit cash flow. 
· For business those are limited financially, renting or leasing offers significant advantages. 
· Another advantage of renting is that as technologies improve or condition change, your business is not confined to as inadequate facility.
