Summary:  This wire service article from Reuters did an excellent job reporting on the illegality of the Israeli settlements, and their ongoing expansion east of the separation barrier in violation of claims to the contrary by Israel, as described in the latest report on settlement activity by B'Tselem.

 

It would be constructive to send supportive letters to the author, Ori Lewis, Reuters and the Washington Post for producing and publishing this excellent article, especially in light of the negative pressure they are most likely getting from the Zionists.  It would also be good to remind them that this expansion is also in violation of agreements following Annapolis and made with the Quartet earlier in relation to the "Road Map for Peace" in addition to international law.

 

But unfortunately this article by Lewis was not published by any other major mainstream newspaper besides the Washington Post.  It might be a good thing to send copies around to the Foreign Desk editors of a selection of major US newspapers asking them why they did not publish this report considering how important this issue is to US relations in the Middle East.

Summary:  In contrast to the article listed above, this second article, also from Reuters and published in the Washington Post, describes ongoing conflict between Palestinian residents of the West Bank and Israeli settlers without giving adequate background on the reasons for the conflict.  It would probably be useful to remind the authors, Ari Rabinovitch and Avida Landau, and editors of Reuters and the Washington Post about the:

 

(1) the illegality of the settlements and how they are mostly built on occupied confiscated Palestinian lands;

(2) the illegality and destructiveness of the separation barrier, checkpoints and web of Israel-only highways that link the settlements to each other and Israel while isolating the Palestinian communities from each other and the outside world;

(3) that these Israeli structures now inhabit and control more than 60% of the West Bank thus virtually destroying the Palestinian economy and society.

 

And thus that it is this strategic and intentional creation of the Israeli government that clearly makes the claim of self-defense untenable, and the Palestinian claim of land grab understandable, and would thus lead to Palestinian protest and even rage.  And yet none of this is related in the article which describes ongoing conflict between the Palestinians and the Israeli settlers occupying illegal settlements on their lands.

 

Notice how these points are framed within the laws and principles of international law.  It is important to remind all reporters and editors of the importance of doing this.

 

In the same vein, we have below a selection of four articles describing Republican VP candidate Sarah Palin's plans for the Middle East, which reporters and editors clearly need reminding involve violations of international law and the spirit of democracy that we Americans are supposedly spreading around the world.  Americans need to seriously think about whether they really want a major candidate for the second highest office in the country advocating violations of the law and unthinking support for military action by close allies.

 

Letters on this issue can be sent to the authors and editors involved with these four articles, but articles about Palin have been published in practically every newspaper in the nation.  So feel free to correspond with other authors and editors as well whom we might have missed due to our limited resources.

More Info on International Law:  The 1977 additional protocols mentioned above clarify and reinforce the 1949 Geneva conventions.  The 1998 Rome Statute of the ICC brings together in a single document all the basic international laws covering crimes against humanity and war crimes to facilitate prosecution in the International Criminal Court.  Clearly, Israel is in violation of this statute on a number of points including the settlements.

West Bank settlers take over more land: report

JERUSALEM (Reuters) - Israeli authorities and settlers have seized large tracts of land in the occupied West Bank for security zones around Jewish settlements beyond an Israeli-built barrier, a human rights group said on Thursday. 

 

In a new report, the Israeli B'Tselem group said some 12 settlements east of the barrier had been fenced off under an official "Special Security Area" (SSA) plan, blocking Palestinian farmers from reaching their fields. 

 

B'Tselem, which opposes Israeli settlement on territory occupied in the 1967 Middle East war, estimated that the overall area of some settlements in the plan had more than doubled. 

 

Some 70,000 settlers live beyond the barrier of barbed wire-tipped fences and cement walls Israel is constructing in the West Bank, and security authorities view their settlements as particularly vulnerable to attack. 

 


Asked about the B'Tselem report, the Israeli army said it had established security zones around settlements after they had been attacked repeatedly by Palestinians and dozens of Israeli civilians had been killed. 

 

"The use of these zones has been approved a number of times by the Israeli Supreme Court. Any building in these zones is illegal," the army said. 

 

B'Tselem said it could give only a rough estimate of the total territory closed to Palestinians but that at least 1,126 acres had been "unofficially annexed" outside the 12 settlements. 

 

It said half of the closed-off land was privately owned by Palestinians. 

 

Control of the land, the report said, was achieved by fencing it off or through attacks by settlers and sometimes soldiers against Palestinians who ventured near it. 

 

A spokesman for the Yesha settler's council, an umbrella group for Israelis living in the West Bank, said taking control of the areas was a necessary security measure. 

 

"It must be clear to B'Tselem that if their demands are heeded, it will be easier to murder Jews," Yishai Hollander said. 

 

Israeli Vice Premier Haim Ramon has proposed offering compensation to settlers living beyond the West Bank barrier who agree to move to Israel or to major settlement enclaves it intends to keep in any peace deal with the Palestinians. 

 

Israel says the barrier, deemed illegal by the International Court of Justice because it is being built on occupied territory, keeps Palestinian suicide bombers out of its cities. 

 

The Palestinians call the project a land grab and say settlement expansion could deny them a viable and contiguous state in the West Bank.

Israeli troops kill Palestinian in West Bank

BETHLEHEM, West Bank (Reuters) - Israeli troops shot dead a Palestinian teenager on Saturday, hours after Jewish settlers clashed with Palestinian villagers in the occupied West Bank and an Israeli boy received stab wounds. 

 

Palestinian security officials said the 18-year-old was shot by troops after he and a group of Palestinian youths hurled stones at an army patrol near the West Bank city of Bethlehem. 

 

An Israeli army spokesman said troops arrived at an area near the village of T'koa after two American tourists were hurt by rocks thrown at their bus by Palestinians. 

 

The spokesman said the troops used non-lethal means to disperse the Palestinians who rioted at the scene, but said they fired one live bullet. He said the army was investigating the incident. 

 

Hours earlier, dozens of Israeli settlers clashed with residents of a Palestinian village near Nablus in the northern West Bank, where three Palestinians were shot and wounded by the settlers, medical officials said. 

 


The clashes seemed to have been triggered by the stabbing of an Israeli boy. The nine-year-old was attacked by a Palestinian who infiltrated a Jewish settlement outpost and set fire to an abandoned building. The army spokesman said the boy was stabbed after spotting the man and calling for help. 

 

An Israeli hospital official said the boy had suffered light wounds in his back. 

 

Some 500,000 Jews live among 2.5 million Palestinians on West Bank land captured by Israel in a 1967 war, including Arab East Jerusalem.

In First Big Interview, Palin Says, ‘I’m Ready’

In First Big Interview, Palin Says, ‘I’m Ready’ 
By JIM RUTENBERG
For the last two weeks, Democrats and even some Republicans have asked: Does Gov. Sarah Palin of Alaska have enough experience to hold the second-highest office in the nation, or the presidency if the need arises?

 

“I’m ready,” Ms. Palin answered without any hesitation in an interview with ABC News on Thursday, saying she had felt no doubt about accepting Senator John McCain’s offer to run as his vice-presidential nominee.

 

“I answered him yes, because I have the confidence in that readiness and knowing that you can’t blink,” Ms. Palin told her interviewer, Charles Gibson. “You have to be wired in a way of being so committed to the mission, the mission that we’re on, reform of this country and victory in the war.” 

 

It was perhaps the most confident answer she supplied in a sometimes tense and generally probing interview with Mr. Gibson. It was her first session with a major news organization since she joined Mr. McCain’s Republican ticket two weeks ago and was immediately transformed from an obscure, first-term governor to a national political star. 

 

At times visibly nervous, at others appearing to hew so closely to prepared answers that she used the exact same phrases repeatedly, Ms. Palin most visibly stumbled when she was asked by Mr. Gibson if she agreed with the Bush doctrine. Ms. Palin did not seem to know what he was talking about. Mr. Gibson, sounding like an impatient teacher, informed her that it meant the right of “anticipatory self-defense.” 

 

At a separate event on Thursday, a deployment ceremony for her son Track and thousands of other soldiers heading to Iraq from Fort Wainwright, Alaska, Ms. Palin told them they would be fighting “the enemies who planned and carried out and rejoiced in the death of thousands of Americans.”

 

The comments sounded reminiscent of the disputed connections the Bush administration once made, but no longer does, between Iraq and the Sept. 11 attacks. But a senior McCain campaign aide said Ms. Palin did not believe Saddam Hussein played a role in the attacks.

 

The interview took place on the seventh anniversary of the attacks. There were no obvious gaffes during the grilling by Mr. Gibson, who was facing pressure of his own to move Ms. Palin beyond her stump speech to reveal more about her readiness for high office and knowledge of world and domestic affairs.

 

Ms. Palin used the interview to reinforce the muscular foreign policy of Mr. McCain, saying she would not second-guess any military action Israel deems necessary to protect itself, warning Russia away from aggression against its neighbors and generally supporting President Bush’s approach to combating terrorism. But she also put some distance between the administration and the McCain team. “There have been blunders along the way,” she said. 

 

Ms. Palin came into the interview with heavy preparation from Mr. McCain’s top political and policy advisers, many of whom accompanied her home to Alaska, where Mr. Gibson will be holding a series of question-and-answer sessions with her through Friday afternoon.

 

The McCain campaign has kept Ms. Palin away from reporters and off the interview circuit traditionally traveled by vice-presidential nominees, but was under pressure to place her before a nationally recognized journalist. There were conflicting signals from the campaign about whether it would consider Mr. Gibson’s interview session the first of many or one of the few.

 

In choosing Mr. Gibson as Ms. Palin’s interlocutor, the campaign was going with a journalist known for having a mild manner but the gravitas to be taken seriously. 

 

But the interview was hardly gentle, as Mr. Gibson pressed Ms. Palin for direct answers to some of the complicated foreign policy and national security issues facing the next administration.

 

Ms. Palin said the United States could not allow Iran to have nuclear weapons. As Americans, she said, “we do not have to stand for that.” She advocated a new round of sanctions.

 

But Mr. Gibson noted that threats of new sanctions had failed to stem Iran’s nuclear program so far and asked Ms. Palin whether she would back Israel if it were to seek to eliminate Iran’s facilities militarily. 

 

“We are friends with Israel,” Ms. Palin said, “and I don’t think that we should second-guess the measures that Israel has to take to defend themselves and for their security.” Pressed, she twice more said she would not “second-guess” Israel.

 

Ms. Palin was clearly caught off guard when Mr. Gibson asked, “Do you agree with the Bush doctrine?” Seeking direction, and perhaps time to formulate an answer, Ms. Palin leaned back, smiled stiffly and said, “In what respect, Charlie?”

 

Initially unwilling to define the doctrine, Mr. Gibson said, “What do you interpret it to be?” 

 

Ms. Palin asked, “His world view?” 

 

Mr. Gibson said, “No, the Bush doctrine, enunciated September 2002, before the Iraq war.” 

 

Ms. Palin responded: “I believe that what President Bush has attempted to do is rid this world of Islamic extremism, terrorists who are hell bent on destroying our nation.”

 

Mr. Gibson, finally defining the doctrine as “the right of anticipatory self-defense,” still struggled for a direct answer, asking twice more if she agreed with it before Ms. Palin answered: “Charlie, if there is a legitimate and enough intelligence that tells us that a strike is imminent against American people, we have every right to defend our country.” 

 

Ms. Palin seemed to relax with Mr. Gibson later when she discussed a more familiar topic in a second interview, shown on “Nightline”: her support for oil exploration in the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge in her home state. Mr. McCain has opposed it. 

 

But Ms. Palin seemed to move closer to her running mate’s position that global warming is caused by people, saying, “Man’s activities certainly can be contributing.” (She told Mr. Gibson she had never ruled that possibility out, but the conservative journal Newsmax recently quoted her as saying, “I’m not one, though, who would attribute it to being man-made.)

 

Mr. Gibson expressed exasperation with Ms. Palin toward the end of the first interview segment, shown on “World News” complaining that she had buried him in “a blizzard of words” as he sought a direct response to his question of whether the United States had the right to attack terrorists in remote areas of Pakistan without the Pakistani government’s approval. 

 

This year, Mr. McCain criticized his opponent, Senator Barack Obama, for saying he would consider such strikes, calling it naïve and asking, “Will we risk the confused leadership of an inexperienced candidate who once suggested bombing our ally, Pakistan?”

 

Ms. Palin answered Mr. Gibson by saying, “We’re going to work with these countries.”

 

Becoming impatient during a prolonged exchange, Mr. Gibson finally asked, “Is that a yes?” to which Ms. Palin responded, “I believe that America has to exercise all options in order to stop the terrorists who are hell bent on destroying America and our allies.”

 

Ms. Palin was particularly forceful in discussing Russia, saying its incursion into Georgia earlier this summer was “unprovoked,” a description that some foreign policy analysts have argued with. But, pronouncing the name of the Georgian president, Mikheil Saakashvili, with perfect pitch, she avoided a question that has bedeviled experts on Eastern European affairs: what the United States can or should do to “restore Georgian sovereignty” over its separatist regions.

 

“We’ve got to keep an eye on Russia,” she said, then repeated the phrase. 

 

She expressed full support for the induction of Georgia and Ukraine into the NATO alliance, which has prompted strong Russian protest. The position is shared by Mr. McCain, Mr. Obama and Mr. Obama’s running mate, Senator Joseph R. Biden Jr. 

 

Ms. Palin acknowledged that such membership could require the United States to join militarily in defense of Georgia if Russia was to move against it again.

 

Ms. Palin said that before a trip to the Middle East and Germany in 2007, her only foreign travel had been to Mexico and Canada, And, she acknowledged, she had not met any foreign leaders, though she said — in an apparent veiled reference to Mr. Biden — “We’ve got to remember what the desire is in this nation at this time. It is for no more politics as usual and somebody’s big fat résumé that maybe shows decades and decades in that Washington establishment, where, yes, they’ve had opportunities to meet heads of state.”

Palin sketches out her foreign-policy views

The GOP vice-presidential candidate talked about Israel, Pakistan, and preemptive strikes in an ABC interview.

The Bush doctrine? That’s old news. Let’s talk about the emerging Palin doctrine.

 

Republican vice-presidential nominee Sarah Palin appeared to be caught off guard when ABC News anchor Charles Gibson asked her whether she agreed with the Bush doctrine during a portion of a sit-down interview broadcast Sept. 11.

 

It’s possible that she didn’t know at first what the Bush doctrine is. (Preemptive war is OK if it strikes at an imminent threat.) It’s possible she simply was surprised to hear the word “Bush,” given how seldom it was uttered at the GOP convention in St. Paul, Minn.

 

That said, the answer she eventually gave was one pretty much any administration, Republican or Democratic, would probably agree with. “If there is legitimate and enough intelligence that tells us that a strike is imminent on the American people, we have every right to defend this country,” she told Mr. Gibson.

 

Fair enough. That part about “legitimate and enough intelligence,” though – that’s where the debate begins.

 

But enough about President Bush’s policies. He’s going to be retired in a few months anyway, so the stuff Governor Palin said about her own views arguably is far more important than what she knows about Bush policies.

 

And so far, this can be said about the emerging Palin doctrine: It appears to be mainstream GOP, on the assertive side, and a little vague.

 

Of course, vague can be good when you’re still a candidate. Ask Barack Obama. During a speech in June he opined that Jerusalem should be the undivided capital of Israel. This was a gaffe, of sorts – Palestinians believe they have a claim on Jerusalem as their capital, too. Obama took it back days later.

 

Or “clarified,” rather, by saying that the status of Jerusalem is the subject for future peace talks.

 

Palin seemed fully aware that the Middle East is a subject where specificity can get a US politician into trouble. Three times Gibson asked her, in essence, whether a McCain/Palin administration would support an Israeli strike against Iranian nuclear facilities. But Palin wouldn’t budge from her basic answer: “I don’t think we can second-guess what Israel has to do to secure its nation.”

 

Actually, pretty much every administration since Truman’s has done just that, at some point. They do it in private, though. Certainly not on network TV.

 

On Russia, Palin said the Kremlin’s push into Georgia this summer was “unprovoked” and “unacceptable.” She said she supports NATO membership for Georgia and Ukraine and, pressed by Gibson, admitted that “perhaps” this might mean that the US would be committed to go to war to defend Georgian and Ukrainian independence.

 

Sen. John McCain, as well as Mr. Bush, express similar sentiments. However, Georgian President Mikheil Saakashvili may have prodded the Russian bear a bit too hard prior to the invasion, in the view of some foreign-policy observers.

 

And if Georgia and Ukraine gain NATO membership, it may be during the administration of Track Palin (Palin’s teenage son). European allies of the US remain opposed to such expansion of NATO precisely because they do not want to risk their own capitals for the sake of Tbilisi, Georgia.

 

On Pakistan, Palin appeared to sidestep Gibson’s question as to whether the US should conduct unilateral strikes against terrorist targets in Pakistan’s frontier tribal regions.

 

“We must not blink, Charlie, in making those tough decisions,” she said.

 

Yes, but which way would those tough decisions go? Palin did not really say.

 

Of course, as with Israel and Iran, this was a subject on which it would have been easy for Palin to get into trouble if she talked too much.

 

Senator McCain has called Barack Obama “naïve” for saying he would consider such strikes. Pakistan is our ally, and unilateral military action on the part of the US risks offending Islamabad and destabilizing the Pakistani government, according to McCain.

 

So Palin should have agreed with her running mate and ruled them out, right?

 

Maybe not, as it appears the US now is actually conducting such strikes. In June, Bush secretly approved orders for US forces to conduct ground operations in Pakistan without Islamabad’s prior approval, according to media reports.

 

So, given the choice of contradicting the head or her ticket or the head of the country, what’s the right answer to this question?

 

Of course! “Charlie, I don’t think we can second-guess what Israel has to do to secure its nation….”

GOP running mate: 'I'm ready' to be vice president

WASHINGTON — In her first interview since becoming the Republican nominee for vice president, Alaska Gov. Sarah Palin said the U.S. might have to go to war with Russia under certain circumstances, and she firmly rejected questions about her readiness for office.

 

Palin, who returned to Alaska to see her oldest son off to Iraq on Thursday, sat down with "ABC World News" anchor Charles Gibson for a series of interviews. The first interviews aired on "World News" and "Nightline," and the final clips will air Friday on "Good Morning America," "World News" and a special edition of "20/20."

 

Like Sen. John McCain, the Republican presidential nominee, Palin has taken a hard line on Russian aggression. When asked if, under the NATO agreement, the U.S. would need to go to war with Russia if it invades Georgia again, she said, "Perhaps so.

 

"I mean, that is the agreement when you are a NATO ally, is if another country is attacked, you're going to be expected to be called upon and help," Palin said. "For Russia to have exerted such pressure in terms of invading a smaller democratic country, unprovoked, is unacceptable."

 


Noting that she had recently spoken by telephone with Georgian President Mikhail Saakashvili, she added: "We have got to keep our eyes on Russia."

 

Palin said she favored NATO membership for the former Soviet republics of Georgia and Ukraine and that membership does not necessarily have to lead to war.

 

"It doesn't have to lead to war and it doesn't have to lead, as I said, to a cold war, but economic sanctions, diplomatic pressure, again, counting on our allies to help us do that in this mission of keeping our eye on Russia and Putin and some of his desire to control and to control much more than smaller democratic countries," she said.

 

When McCain tapped Palin to be his running mate, he caught the nation by surprise.

 

Palin has faced scrutiny for her short résumé as a governor of just 20 months. But voters have responded to her on the stump, and McCain has seen his crowds, coffers and poll numbers swell in the last two weeks. A Sarah Palin action figure has even gone on the market.

 

She brushed off questions about her readiness to assume the vice presidency. "Can you look the country in the eye," Gibson asked, "and say I have the experience and I have the ability to be not just vice president but perhaps president of the United States?"

 

"I do, Charlie," she said. "And on Jan. 20, when John McCain and I are sworn in, if we are so privileged to be elected to serve this country, we'll be ready. I'm ready."

 

Gibson pressed her on whether she asked herself if she was experienced enough or knowledgeable enough about international affairs.

 

"I didn't hesitate," she said. "I answered him [McCain] yes because I have the confidence in that readiness and knowing that you can't blink, you have to be wired in a way, of being so committed to the mission, the mission that we're on, reform of this country and victory in the war, you can't blink. So I didn't blink then even when asked to serve as his running mate."

 

Over the course of the interview, Palin expressed strong support for Israel's right to defend itself, expressed no reservations about possibly crossing into Pakistan without its government's approval to pursue terrorists, and seemed unfamiliar with the "Bush Doctrine."

 

Asked whether she had ever traveled out of the country, she said she has been to Canada and Mexico, as well as to visit troops in Kuwait and Germany. She said she has never met a foreign head of state but noted other vice presidential candidates in history had not either.

 

"I don't think we can second-guess what Israel feels it has to do to secure its nation," she said when asked how she would respond if Israel decided to obliterate Iran's nuclear weapons facility.

 

Gibson also read Palin a comment she had made in church—"Our national leaders are sending U.S. soldiers on a task that is from God"—and asked if she viewed the U.S. as fighting a holy war.

 

"I would never presume to know God's will or to speak God's words," Palin said, saying she was recalling Abraham Lincoln's own words.

 

Speaking at a deployment ceremony near Fairbanks, Palin seemed to link the war in Iraq with the 2001 terrorist attacks. Speaking in her role as governor, Palin talked about the war to an Iraq-bound brigade of soldiers that included her son, Track.

 

"You'll be there to defend the innocent from the enemies who planned and carried out and rejoiced in the death of thousands of Americans," she told the soldiers. "America can never go back to that false sense of security that came before Sept. 11, 2001."

 

In the interview, Gibson asked whether her son is on a mission from God. She said she didn't know.

 

"I don't know if the task is from God, Charlie," Palin said. "What I know is that my son has made a decision. I am so proud of his independent and strong decision he has made, what he decided to do and serving for the right reasons and serving something greater than himself and not choosing a real easy path where he could be more comfortable and certainly safer."

ST. PAUL, Minn., Sept. 4 -- Sen. Joseph I. Lieberman is among several national security experts helping brief Republican vice presidential nominee Sarah Palin on foreign policy issues as she prepares to hit the campaign trail while cramming for a debate with her Democratic opponent, Sen. Joseph R. Biden Jr. (Del.), in less than a month, according to officials from Sen. John McCain's campaign.

 

Lieberman, who was the 2000 Democratic vice presidential nominee but is now an independent, has helped introduce Palin to officials of the American Israel Public Affairs Committee, the leading pro-Israel lobby. In a meeting Tuesday, the day before she delivered her prime-time address at the Republican National Convention here, Palin assured the group of her strong support for Israel, of her desire to see the United States move its embassy from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem and of her opposition to Iran's aspirations to become a nuclear power, according to sources familiar with the meeting.

 

The exchange offered a brief glimpse into the views of the one-term governor of Alaska, who has virtually no record on foreign policy and has not traveled extensively outside the United States.
