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DNS Interrogation with LINUX
DNS is used mostly to translate between domain names and IP addresses, and to control email delivery. If a computer cannot access DNS, a web browser will not be able to find web sites, and the computer will not be able to receive or send email.
· Purpose:
The purpose of DNS is to translate between domain names and IP addresses.
· Tools:
Knoppix Workstation, NSLOOKUP, HOST command line.
· Procedure:

At the command line, we used the host command along with the domain name to look up its IP address. We reverse the procedure by using the same command along with the IP address to find the corresponding domain name.

host www.yahoo.com
