Poetry

· No succinct definition for poetry, but we can say that it is a form of literature, written in verse, that captures the emotions of life through the use of concrete details.

Types of poems

- 
Narrative- tells a story
-
Lyric- a short poem that expresses a speaker’s thoughts and emotions

- 
Ode- a lyric poem that is serious in subject and treatment elevated in style and elaborate
Tone and mood 
· Tone- the speaker of authors attitude toward his or her subject

· In poetry we look at diction imagery and rhyme to find tone.

· When the speaker says the opposite of what the author means the tone is ironic

Sonnet

· little songs ate types of lyric poems

· all sonnets consist of 14 lines

· iambic pentameter

· there are two types of sonnets : Italian or pertarche and English or Shakespearian
Sound a metaphor
· Poetry was originally sung and accompanied by the musical instrument called a lyre.

· Kings and queens would hire traveling poets called scoops and have them recite stories of heroism and adventure

· Alliteration, assonance, consonance

· Similes, personification, synecdoche, metonymy
HOW TO READ A POEM

· read the poem once without stopping: try to understand the general topic of the work 

· Read the poem 2nd time and look up words u don’t understand and paraphrase passages that you have problems with. 
· Read it a third time and look for literary devices and sound devices that help unlock the themes
