· mustard colored blisters on the skin

· sore, blistered eyes, or blindness

· vomiting

· internal and external bleeding

· it attacks the bronchial tubes in the lungs, and strips them of the mucous

· death usually took 4-5 weeks

· many were forced to be strapped onto a bed
WWI Training camps

· older, sometimes retired officers training the soldiers
· harsh to promote camaraderie
· many times not sufficiently supplied, such as housing and some soldiers were forced to sleep in tents

· The retired officers had not fought in a war and so trained the men harshly because they did not know what a real war was like.

This was very similar to the novel. The effects of the mustard gas were similar, and the experience in the training camps was also alike. Himmlestoss was an older man who treated the group harshly and had never quite experienced the war. The hard work also promoted camaraderie.
