Goalkeepers receive separate, specialized coaching as well as game analysis from experienced instructors. To ensure quality playing time, a maximum of ten goalkeepers will be permitted to enroll. 

Penn State Lady Lion Soccer Team Camp is designed to provide varsity high school and/or club teams with the opportunity to train and compete together under the direction and guidance of college and Olympic Development Program coaches. Each team will have tactical training sessions, technical pressure training, and match competition daily.

Our Observations:

Above is a list of a few camps with which the EPPU players and coaches have had experiences. Remember, not every athlete or parent has the same positive experience. These camp experiences vary from year to year. I have come to the conclusion that there has not been a soccer camp made that everyone liked.  

The Penn State Camp has been attended by some of our athletes and I have heard few complaints but many compliments. They claim to have ODP coaches doing their team camps, but require a minimum of 16 from the team. A very good individual camp is also available. On the girls side, the EPYSA Camp at Kutztown is for advanced players. You are in fast company. You will be pushed. The coaches, many from suburban Philly, take no prisoners. They can be highly critical. If you are thin skinned, do not go there. We have not had the same response on the boy’s camp. Some of our coaches have not seen it as a good camp for advanced players. There does not appear to be a consensus on this camp. We hear superlatives and very negative comments as well.  Bucknell’s camp has gained a reputation with some coaches as an advanced camp. Because it is just for high school age teams the level of instruction is quite high. Messiah is a good camp for all ages. Because it is close, it is especially recommended for younger players. The Girls Camp at Lebanon Valley has also been recommended to us as a good individual and high school level camp. It could be done as a commute if some players choose to. Gettysburg has been attended by several of our athletes in the past and they have enjoyed it. Coach McKenna submitted a recommendation on this camp for mid level plus athletes. He believes they give plenty of individual attention. It is also quite close, and easy to get to.
Soccer Plus comes highly recommended by a premier player and her parents as an advanced level camp.

We have worked with the Eurocamp Coaches of Yorkshire, England for our clubs over many years. They would be willing to design a team camp to be conducted at AR fields, to our coaches’ specifications for about $90 a player. I believe that this is somewhat less than the going rate. It would be for 5 three-hour sessions during one week in mid summer. More or longer sessions would cost proportionately more. Other private companies give conduct similar camps (UK Elite, Bascomb, etc.)  This is the least expensive option but you do not get the team experience of a residential camp.
