In tests, quizzes, homework or any assignment that you will turn in it is not proper to use abbreviations such as: Cause, b/c, w/o, &, 4ever, 2 much, write out the numbers, . Use these when you are writing notes meant for yourself.  When you are writing do not separate words such as: Wis-dom, bene-fit, out-rageous, it is not incorrect but it is not proper. It was used before because it was hard to calculate the amount of space you had left while using a typewriter. Know that we have computers and while writing it is easy to calculate.  Because of the same reason we no longer leave the first sentence of a paragraph at the end of a page, we simply begin the paragraph on another page. We should not leave the last sentence of a paragraph on the top of a page by itself, either.
