1.Describe how to do an advanced search in AltaVista or Google. Do not write out a comparison of two advanced searches. Use specific examples as you describe how to do an advanced search using just one of the engines. The examples you use should be related to the theme of your web site so that you can use them in some way on your site. 

Next, tell which engine (Google or Alta Vista) you find user-friendlier, and describe its features. This does involve a comparison, but not a detailed one. Focus on the features of the engine that you like best, not on why it is better than the other.
1.In case of Google

I can easily create powerful queries by entering words into a combination of these text boxes. Google ignores common words and characters such as "where" and "how", as well as certain single digits and single letters, because they tend to slow down your search without improving the results. Google will indicate if a common word has been excluded by displaying details on the results page below the search box.

If a common word is essential to getting the results you want, you can include it by putting a "+" sign in front of it. (Be sure to include a space before the "+" sign.)

Another method for doing this is conducting a phrase search, which simply means putting quotation marks around 2 or more words. Common words in a phrase search (e.g., "where are you") are included in the search.
Sometimes what you're searching for has more than one meaning; "bass" can refer to fishing or music. You can exclude a word from your search by putting a minus sign ("-") immediately in front of the term you want to avoid. (Be sure to include a space before the minus sign.)

Search for complete phrases by enclosing them in quotation marks. Words enclosed in double quotes ("like this") will appear together in all results exactly as you have entered them. Phrase searches are especially useful when searching for famous sayings or proper names.

Google supports the logical "OR" operator. To retrieve pages that include either word A or word B, use an uppercase OR between terms. 

If you know the website you want to search but aren't sure where the information is located within that site, you can use Google to search only that domain. Do this by entering what you're looking for followed by the word "site" and a colon followed by the domain name
Language: specify which language you would like your results returned in. 
Date: restrict your results to the past three, six, or twelve months. 
Occurrences: specify where your search terms occur on the page - anywhere on the page, in the title, or in the url. 
Domains: search only a specific website or exclude that site completely from your search. 
SafeSearch: Google's SafeSearch screens for sites that contain this type of information and eliminates them from search results
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2.In case of Alta Bista 
 it’s much same to google.. Here is what each box does: all of these words: Documents must contain all of the words you list here. this exact phrase: Documents must contain these exact words in the order you typed them. none of these words: Documents that contain these words will be omitted from your results. This box allows expert searchers to enter complex queries using special search terms. The Sort by box lets you control the order in which AltaVista displays your results. 

The words you type into the All, Phrase, Any, None and Boolean boxes tell AltaVista which pages to retrieve from its Web index. The Sort By box tells AltaVista how to rank the results. Pages containing your Sort By words will be listed highest. You can enter a word or words from your search, or you can enter a different word. If you leave the Sort By box empty, AltaVista uses your other search terms to rank your results. 

Language : This menu allows you to receive results in any one of 25 languages. This menu is available only when Family Filter is turned off. 
Date : This feature enables you to find Web pages that were created or modified in a time range that you can specify. Please keep in mind that some Web servers do not provide accurate modification dates for the pages they host. 

Location : This tool gives you the ability to: Select a world region from the menu,Type in a domain (list of domain and country codes) Search within a site. Just type in the top-level URL. (Example: www.cnn.com)

The Vivísimo Clustering EngineTM combines with any search engine - or combination of them - (Verity, Inktomi, Ultraseek, Fast, Altavista, Microsoft, Convera, etc) to form a powerful information retrieval system, customer support site, web site, databases, or specialized information product. It takes the output of your search engine(s) and promptly organizes the results into a meaningful class of folders. And I can choose categories or special website in which you want to search. After searching, I can see results by categories. For example, after putting “waldorf”” in query box, the results are organized by waldorf toys, waldorf musical, waldorf school….. furthermore it tell me how many web sites there are in each categories. Also it has advanced search, and I can select web search engines. It required capitalization as a boolean search syntax.

We can usually force a search engine to include a stop word in our query by using the inclusion operator (the plus sign), but must use the operator for each stop word in your query. Or use quote.

Google now automatically includes stop words in quoted phrases. This means that the following two queries produce dramatically different results: 

to be or not to be – this results are not related with Hamlet.

"to be or not to be" – in this case, I can see lots of stuff about Hamlet and William Shakesphere.

11. What is the Invisible Web and why would you use it?

The "visible web" is what you see in the results pages from general web search engines. It's also what you see in almost all subject directories. The "invisible web" is what you cannot retrieve ("see") in the search results and other links contained in these types of tools.
There are two reasons a search engine does not contain a page: (I) technical barriers that prohibit access and (II) choices or decisions to exclude.  Most of the invisible web is made up of the contents of thousands of specialized searchable databases that you can search via the Web. The search results from many of these databases are delivered to you in web pages that are just for your search. Such pages very often are not stored anywhere. Search engines cannot find or create these pages.
Invisible web has content frequently useful in academic research. It is for academic research purpose and it is covering a wide range of content and information. , the Invisible Web consists of material that general-purpose search engines either can not, or perhaps more importantly, will not include in their collections of Web pages. It's not that the search engines and Web directories are "stupid" or even badly engineered. Rather, they simply can't "see" millions of high-quality resources that are available exclusively on the Invisible Web. The Invisible Web contains vast amounts of authoritative and current information that's accessible to you, using your Web browser or add-on utility software -- but you have to know where to find it ahead of time, since you simply cannot locate it using a search engine like Google or Lycos. If you want to find vast amounts of authoritative and current information in academic research you would use it.
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
