Reflections On The Presentation Of Semester One

   My report was about the Erasable/Recordable Compact Disc Player.

   At the end of semester one we had to present this report among our fellow students. During this presentation carefully observing my fellow students but also the tape that our tutor, Dr. Deshinder Singh Gill, recorded the following reflections were derived.

1. In a presentation there must be no tension or anxiety. If there is it can proved to be extremely disastrous. I was very tensed and so I was continuously messing up my words, something, which resulted in saying things that made no sense at all.

2. Whether or not the report is good does not matter as much as giving the necessary visual aids to your audience, so that they can have a complete idea of what you are talking about. I had no visual aids at all. As a result my audience kept forgetting what I was talking about.

3. It is important that the one that is giving the presentation uses what is called “body language”. This way the audience can understand in which parts the presenter wants to emphasize and so the audience listens more carefully. It is also necessary that the presenter understands in which parts he should emphasize.

4. Using his tone of voice in conjunction with the above comment can be proved very good. The presenter should increase or decrease the tone of his voice in the important parts of his speech so that again the audience pays more attention to what it is said. Also the tone of voice must always be kept above a level so that the audience is able to understand the words that the presenter is saying.

5. Eye contact with the audience is also very helpful. If the presenter is looking at his audience he gives the feeling that he is sure of what he is saying. If he does not look at the audience he can give the feeling that even he does not understand what he is saying. Again having no tension or anxiety can improve the eye contact.

6. A good rehearse before the presentation can also be very helpful. Even better, the presenter is good to have fully memorized the report he is about to present. Furthermore, the presenter must know things about the subject of his report even though he is not going to mention them in his main speech. This way he will be able to answer some potential questions the audience might ask him, or give more information about his subject if again his audience asks him.

   I believe that these are the basic skills someone should have in order to give a good presentation and these are the skills I intend to have in the next presentation I will make.
