Read John 5: 31-46 – A continuation from last week with Jesus speaking to the Jews who were persecuting him for working on the Sabbath
1. What did Jesus say testified to the fact that the Father had sent Him? (5:36)
2. Why did the Jews study the Scriptures?  What effect should Moses’ writings have had on the Jews? (v. 39, 46-47)
3. What did Jesus’ audience not have in their hearts and how was that evident? (v. 42)

Read John 6:1-15
4. Where did Jesus go? Why did the crowds of people follow him? (6:1-2)

5. What Jewish feast was near?  Why do you think John in his Gospel repeatedly makes mention of certain feasts or special events? (v. 4)
6. Why did Jesus ask Philip the question about feeding the crowds? (v. 6)

7. What was Philip’s response? (v. 7)

8. How does Jesus test us today?

9. What role did Andrew play in feeding the five thousand? (v. 8-9)

10. What is the significance of Jesus’ recent mention of Moses in the previous chapter and this miracle? (hint – think food!)
11. How did the crowd respond to Jesus’ miracle? Why? (v. 15)

12. How did Jesus respond? (v.15) 
13. In what ways do people attempt to use Jesus or His name inappropriately?
