4. What did the soldiers do while Jesus was dying on the cross? (24)

-in what ways do people capitalize on the cross today?

5.  There are many people who claim to experience God (or at least His angels) in a visible way.  There are also many who testify to being healed physically or to have experienced miraculous touches from God.  If you experienced being healed in an obvious, physical sense, or witnessed an appearance of God’s angels (and recognized it), how do you think your faith would change?

(extra research recommended!)
