


ARTICLE I Name of Chapter





The name of this Chapter shall be the Atlanta ARTCC/NNCC/AOCC Chapter, which shall constitute a Chapter of the Professional Airways Systems Specialists.





ARTICLE II Boundaries





The Chapter shall reside in the Atlanta SMO.





ARTICLE III Membership





Section 1. Any Airways System Specialist or employee within the FAA, AF Division of the FAA shall be eligible for membership.  The National Executive Board will be vested with the power to make exceptions for individual membership.  No supervisor or managerial employee shall be eligible, except as an Associate Member.





Section 2. A member in good standing shall be one who is current in the payment of dues and other financial obligations, and who abides by such rules as may be adopted by this organization.





Section 3. The members of this Chapter shall be entitled to all rights and privileges of members.  They shall be subject to such duties and responsibilities, including the payment of dues, as are provided in the National Constitution, or as may be established by the National Executive Board, or such obligations as may be established by the Chapter.








ARTICLE IV Structure of Chapter





Section 1. The officers of this Chapter shall be the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and Secretary/Treasurer.





Section 2. There shall be an Executive Board for the Chapter that shall consist of the Chapter Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary/Treasurer, Atlanta/NNCC SMO PASS Representative and AOCC SMO Pass Rep.





Section 3.  The Chairman/Vice-Chairman may appoint additional officer(s) as the need arises, whose term(s) cannot exceed the appointing officer’s term.





Procedure for the fulfilling of vacant Chapter offices is as follows.  The next lower Officer shall assume the duties temporarily, until a special election is held to fulfill the vacant position.  In the event of a vacant Vice Chairman or Secretary/Treasurer position, the Chairman will appoint at his/her discretion, someone to fill the position(s) until a special election is held.

ARTICLE V  Duties and Power of Chapter Officers





Section 1. The Chairperson shall be the executive head of the Chapter.  His/her duties are exclusively internal to the union.  He/she shall preside at all meetings of the Chapter.  He or she shall maintain contact with the Regional Vice President.  He/she shall countersign all checks drawn against all funds of the Chapter.  He/she is ex-officio, a member of all committees, except the balloting committee when one exists.  





He/she is charged with carrying out the internal national and regional policies of the Union, as well as upholding the constitution of the Union.  He/she is charged with making strategic plans and setting goals for the local chapter.  He/she is responsible for organizing and for Chapter business, which includes but is not limited to:


	Chapter budget (requirements for funding)


	Implementation of PASS Strategic Plan(s)


	Chapter/Member business


	Chapter Committees


	Communication (Chapter Members and Regional and National Offices)


	Promote and support solidarity through Fellowship, Stewardship, and Member Support


	Membership recruitment and retention


	Organizing


	Chapter Meetings


	Chapter By-laws





Section 2. The Vice-Chairman shall assist the Chairman in the discharge of his/her duties.  In the Chairman's absence, the Vice-Chairman shall act in his/her stead.  He/she shall perform other appropriate duties as assigned by the Chairman or by the Executive Board.





Section 3. The Secretary/Treasurer shall keep all records and proceedings of Chapter meetings. The Secretary/Treasurer shall assure that a copy is on file in the Atlanta/NNCC/AOCC PASS office.  He/she shall keep all records and financial transactions. He/she shall be responsible to the Chairman for all monetary matters pertaining to the Chapter.  He or she shall countersign all checks drawn against local funds of the Chapter (if they exist).  He/she shall keep adequate records that shall be available for inspection by any member at any reasonable time. He/she performs other appropriate duties assigned by the Chairman. At the expiration of the term of office, the Secretary/Treasurer shall turn over to his/her successor all monies, documents and records pertaining to his/her office. 





Section 4. The Executive Board shall exercise general supervision and control over the business, funds and property of the Chapter.  It shall have the authority to act in the name of the Chapter during intervals between meetings.  It shall meet on a regular basis at the call of the Chairman or on call signed by a majority of its members.  A Majority shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE VI Chapter committees





The Chairman/Vice-Chairman shall provide descriptions and responsibilities of Chapter committees as the committees are formed or needed.





ARTICLE VII Terms of Officers and Committees





Section 1. The Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and Secretary/Treasurer shall hold office for a three-year term to coincide with PASS National elections.  There shall be no restriction on the number of terms that may be held.





Section 2.  Members of the Executive Board must be in good standing.





Section 3. In the event of a vacancy in the Chairman's office, the Vice-Chairman shall assume the office of the Chairman until a special election is held to fill the position of Chairman.  In the event of a vacancy of the Secretary/Treasurer’s office, the Chairman, at his discretion may appoint someone to fill position until a special election is held.





ARTICLE VIII Impeachment of Officers





Section 1. Any officer of the chapter may be impeached for misconduct as follows:





A. Refusal or failure without justifiable cause to comply with or abide by the provision of the National Constitution or these by-laws.  Refusal or failure without justifiable cause to comply with or abide by a valid decision of any National Officer, the National Executive Board, the National convention or this Chapter.





B. Committing any act of fraud, embezzlement, larceny, or misappropriation of any funds or property or other thing of value of the Chapter or National PASS.  Refusing, failing, or neglecting to comply with the provisions of the National Constitution or with a Chapter or National Executive Board order requiring a full and accurate accounting of all funds, property, books and records for examination and audit.





Section 2.  Any three members may prefer charges of misconduct as defined in Section 1 against any officer of the Chapter.





Section 3. All charges shall be submitted in the following manner.   The charges shall be in writing.  The members preferring the charges shall sign them.  They shall contain a statement of the facts out of which the charges arise and shall set forth the specific act alleged to constitute the misconduct, including the dates, places and persons involved.  They should state the nature of the violation alleged, and shall refer to the specific article and section of the National Constitution or these by-laws, which have been violated.





Section 4. The notice of charges shall be served upon the officer.  A hearing shall be held at the next Executive Board meeting, or within 30 days of serving notice with the officer.  The Executive Board shall give the officer an opportunity to defend him or herself against the charges and shall in all instances afford the officer a full and fair hearing.  A vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all members of the Executive Board shall impeach the officer.





Section 5.  In the event the Executive Board impeaches an officer, the impeachment shall be presented to the membership in a mail referendum vote.  If (2/3) of the valid ballots cast are in favor of a guilty finding on the impeachment, the officer shall be removed from the office forthwith.  Until the vote of the membership is completed, the officer shall continue to hold office.





Section 6. An officer who is found guilty and removed from office under the foregoing Section, shall have the right to appeal to the National Executive Board at their next meeting in person, or using telecommunication methods.





Section 7. All impeachment proceedings will be in accordance with the guidelines set forth in the National Constitution.





ARTICLE IX Meetings





Section 1. There shall be regular meetings of the Chapter no less than quarterly, or more often as deemed necessary by the Executive Board or Chairman. 





Section 2. Posting advance notice within a reasonable amount of time on all Chapter bulletin boards shall be method of  notification.   In an emergency situation, the Executive Board shall waive this requirement.





Section 3. All regular and special meetings of the chapter shall be governed by the National Constitution, by these by-laws, and by Roberts Rules of Order. 





Section 4. A quorum shall consist of the majority of the members present at the meeting, but with no less than five (5) members.





ARTICLE X Nominations and Elections





Section 1. Nominations will be solicited at the quarterly meeting prior to National PASS elections.  Flyers will be mailed to membership to solicit nominees.  Thirty- (30) days later ballots will be mailed to membership.  Forty-five (45) days will be allowed to get ballots back.  A special meeting will be held to count ballots received and tally the vote to determine the new leadership. 





Section 2. The election of officers shall coincide with the National PASS elections.





ARTICLE XI Amendments





Section 1. In the event amendments to these by-laws are in conflict with the National Constitution, the National Constitution shall prevail.





Section 2.  Changes to the Chapter By-Laws can be made with two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Chapter members in good standing.
