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Scene 1: 

It’s dark outside

The Scene opens on a girl standing on the side of the road at night.  She is walking towards the camera as several cars pass her.  Her poor dress and inability to get a ride make the viewer feel sorry for her.  She stands alone for a few moments as there aren’t any cars on the road. After a minute or two, one car pulls up behind her. The camera angle shifts to what the driver sees as he says hello to the girl who is approaching his passenger door. She peers in, looks hesitant, looks around for other cars, and then reluctantly gets in.  She looks over, smiles, and says "Thanks for the ride, my name is Leah."  The Camera view switches to outside her passenger window and peering into the car.  A young man with blue eyes and wild hair looks up at her and says "its nice to meet you too little lady. My name is David."  The Camera angle switches to behind the car as it pulls off and slowly cruises onto the highway.  

Scene 2

It’s still dark outside

The camera is positioned in the back seat and viewing both the man and the woman. It switches so that is resting on the headrest of the person not talking for the rest of the scene. It switches to the other person everytime someone stops talking. 

“Midnight special” is playing on the radio.

-The man says "How far are you headed. " 

-"Houston. My boyfriend lives there." 

-He looks over and says "I ain't going there, but ill get you as far as I can."

A moment of silence passes.

-"Are you running away from home?" he asks.

-Her head spins around at him as her eyes squint and she asks "what makes you ask that?"

-He looks at her and says "your young and you don't have any bags. No one goes to visit other people without luggage."

She sighs, looks forward and says "I was kicked out of my house tonight.  My fathers catholic, and when he found out I'm pregnant, he flipped. He kicked me out when I refused to give him my boyfriend’s name. 

-A moment passes and she says "that old bastard."

-The man looks at her and says "It'll all be okay, don't worry. After your father has time to think about the situation, it'll all be okay.  You should go back home."

-"Houston is my home now. Besides, things haven't been going right at home for a while now anyway."

-Silence passes as the music plays. 

-"This is a nice car" she says.

-"Yep, I borrowed it from a friend of mine a couple of days ago."

-"He must be a mighty nice guy to let you borrow his car for this long" she says.

-He laughs. “That’s funny lady.”

She smiles a bit in confusion.

-"Miss" he says, in an almost question-like tone.

She looks over at him. And the camera angle switches to a close up of his face from her side.

-In a lowered voice, he says "You really should have listened to me and went home."

The camera angle switches to a close up of her face as she looks over. There is a disturbed look there.  

The camera angle switches to the backseat looking forward as he slams the back of his hand into the headrest where her head is supposed to be.  The cameras view stops just short of her head though, so the viewer knows she's been hit, but the actress doesn't have to actually be hit.  The camera angle switches to a full shot of the front two seats from the back so it can view both of them. She is slumped over in her seat and he is bringing his fist back from her and grasping the wheel with it. It has blood on the knuckles.

The camera view switches to his profile from her side as he says "What a bitch, she bled on me."

The scene ends with the camera viewing the car from behind as it pulls into a dirt road.

Scene 3

It’s mid-day. The sun is up.

The scene opens with the camera looking down at the girl. It closes o her in a spiraling motion. It goes all the way down to her eyes. She is in a house laying on the floor.  Dried Blood is splattered around her mouth and nose.  There is a note on her chest.  She awakes as the camera closes on her eyes and she sits up coughing and the notes falls to the floor.  

-The camera takes a side view as she leans over and blood spills from her mouth.  After coughing a minute, she sees the note and picks it up. 

-The camera angle switches to over her shoulder as both she and the viewer reads the letter.  It says "You'd better run, cause if I find you, I just might have to eat you." Its written in her blood.  She hears a wild laugh outside and looks at the camera in a close up.  

-She runs to a door to get out. Panicky, she tries to open it. Unfortunately, Its locked from the outside.  She screams and then turns to looks for another exit. The camera follows her through the house

-After running through the house and finding an exit, she runs through a door to find herself out in the woods. The camera angle switches to looking at her and the house from the woods outside. As she faces the camera, she hears a laugh from inside the house. She turns to face the house and Roy Orbison music begins playing from inside. She turns again to face the camera, runs at it, and runs past it.

-The next few camera angles are switched to all angles as she runs through the woods with Roy Orbison music playing in the background. The song is “running scared.” After a minute of running, she stops and looks behind her. The camera becomes her view as she looks back towards the Cabin. There is nothing there except woods. The camera is still her view as she turns and looks forward. While still in her view and mid head turn, a shovel swings at her face from behind a tree.

-The camera angle switches to a few feet away. All that can be seen is David standing there face forward and looking down. YOU can oly see him from the knees up. A blood stained arm (Leah’s) grasp up one pant leg from below the camera's view.  David smiles, and then begins to pound away where Leah would be. The camera switches to a close up view of the victims arm laying on the ground. It’s now covered in blood and behind it, David walks away. 

-The camera view switches to the car from behind as David drives away for another victim.  Roy Orbison plays on the radio as the sun starts to do down. The song is “pretty woman.”
