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A 

Ablett, Gary - Gary Ablett joined the Reds as an apprentice in 1983 and made his full debut through the 1986-87 season.  He was a regular when the Reds won the league in 88 and part of the FA cup winning side in 1989.  He played a total of 109 games for the Reds before being transferred to Everton for £750,000 

A'Court, Alan - Alan A'Court was born in Liverpool and signed for the Reds at 18.  He made his debut in 1953 on the wing.  He was capped at England level, which included appearances at the world cup in 1958.  He finally lost his place to Peter Thompson and moved to Tranmere in 1964.  In total he made 382 appearances for the Reds with 63 goals to his credit. 

Adilson - Brazilian trialist who came to Melwood and played two reserve games for the Reds before being packed off back home again in April 1999. 

Ainsworth, Jeffrey - apprentice at the Reds in the mid seventies. Signed in July 1975 he scored 10 reserve goals in 150 appearances without ever making it to the first team. 

Aitken, Andrew - Made just one league appearance for the Reds in the 1930-31 season.  He played in goal in a 3-3 draw away at Blackburn Rovers. 

Aldridge, John - John Aldridge was the ready made replacement when Ian Rush left for Juventus and scored numerous goals for the Reds in one of the best teams of the eighties.  Born in Liverpool he started his career with Newport County.  He came to the Reds from Oxford United under Kenny Dalglish.  He finally left the club after Rushes return for more than a million pounds.  He was capped by Eire throughout his Anfield career and after his time in Spain he came back to Merseyside to play for Tranmere where he now manages.  He scored 50 goals in only 83 goals and can still be found at the match when time allows him too. 

Allan, George - George Allan joined the Reds in 1895 from Leith.  He stayed for two years before going to Celtic although he was to return to the Reds later.  He was a prolific scorer in his time at Anfield getting 60 in 97 games including part of the amazing 106 in a 30 game season of 1896.  He was capped at Scotland level but tragically died of TB when he was only 24 years old. 

Allan, ? - non contract player who played once for the reserve side in 1993-94. 

Allman, Messino - Made just one league appearance for the Reds back in 1908-09 against Bristol City at Anfield.  He arrived at the Reds from Plymouth Argyle. 

Alonso, Xabi - Joined the Reds in the summer of 2004 from Real Sociedad for £10.75 milion. 

Anderson, Eric - Eric Anderson signed for the Reds from the army in 1951 and made 73 appearances over six years for the Reds.  He was sold to Barnsley for £4,000 

Anelka, Nicolas - Signed on a loan deal at the end of 2001 from Paris St Germain.  The move to the Reds came as a shock to many but despite playing well in his time at the Reds Gerard Houllier decided against making the move a permanent one. 

Anfield - Home of Liverpool Football Club but was originally home to Everton.  The ground was first used in September 1884 and its first league game came four years later in 1888.  When in 1892 a row erupted over tenancy Everton left the ground.  John Houlding, ground tenant, simply formed another team - Liverpool.  The ground itself has changed over the years and is now all seater with the main stand being the oldest of the stands.  The centenary and Anfield Road end are both double tiered stands with the famous Kop being the remaining stand.  Ground expansion is today on the agenda again in an attempt to satisfy the huge numbers of supporters wanting to come to Anfield every week to support the Reds. 

Appearances - The record number of appearances for the Reds is 843.  This is held by Ian Callaghan who spanned his playing career from 1960 to 1978. 

Arkwright, J - played for Liverpool reserves between 1951/2 and 1956/7 but never made the first team. 

Armstrong, Thomas - Made one goalkeeping league appearance during the 1919-20 season away at Sheffield Wednesday. 

Armstrong, Ian - Academy player who progressed through to the reserve side in April 1999. In thirty starts he scored just a single goal and finally joined Port Vale. 

Armstrong, ? - played for the Reds reserves in 1969/70 but never made it to the first team. 

Arnarsson, Viktor - Icelandic trialist who came over to the Reds but never quite made it. He played only one reserve game. 

Arnell, Alan - Alan Arnell signed in 1953 as an amateur player and turned professional the year after having made his debut for the Reds.  He scored 33 goals in 69 appearances for the Reds but was a victim of the first Shankly clear out in 1961 and went to play for Tranmere. 

Arnold, Steve - Made just one Reds appearance against Manchester City in the league at the end of the 1970-71 season.  He was signed at the start of the season from Crewe for £10,000. 

Arnold, Steven - played for the reserve side during 1955-56 season but never progressed to the first team. 

Arpexhad, Pegguy - Bought as cover in goal for Sander Westerveld originally from Leicester City on a Bosman transfer.  Arphexad became third keeper behind Jerzy Dudek and Chris Kirkland and following the end of his contract in 2003 he was not kept at the club. 

Arrowsmith, Alf - Alf Arrowsmith was born in Manchester and joined the Reds in 1960 and made only 50 appearances over eight years at the club although he did score 24 goals.  He was prolific in the 1964-65 season getting 15 goals in 20 games but was never played much after that season and eventually he was sold to Bury for £25,000 

Ashcroft, Charlie - Charlie Ashcroft joined the Reds through the war years but never established himself as a main Reds keeper.  He did manage 87 appearances though.  He finally left the club in 1955 and joined Ipswich Town. 

Ashworth, David - David Ashworth managed the Reds in the early twenties.  He guided the team to fourth place in his first season before claiming the clubs third championship a year later but left halfway through the following season when the Reds again won the league.  He joined for Oldham for what are still unknown reasons and his new team were relegated.  He died in 1947. 

Attendance - The record attendance recorded at Anfield is 61,905.  It came in the fourth round of the FA Cup on 2 February 1952.  Liverpool won the match 2-1.  The highest league attendance was 58,757 on the 27th of December 1949 when the Reds drew 2-2 with Chelsea. 

B 

Babb, Phil - Central defender signed a few games into the 1994-95 season on the back of his performances in the world cup in USA.  He cost £3.5 million from Coventry City and despite being used to playing in a normal 442 formation was thrown in alongside two other centre backs by Roy Evans in a 352 formation.  Babb took a long time to adjust to the system and was carried along by his defensive partners on a number of occasions.  He did manage a league cup winners medal in his first season but always showed his best form with the Reds when used in a 442 formation.  However by the time this system was adopted babb had lost his confidence and has never looked the player he was in the world cup.  His contract expired with the Reds in June 2000 and he left on a free transfer. 

Babbel, Markus - German International signed a pre-contract for the Reds in January 2000 which resulted in a free transfer on the 1st July 2000.  A fine full back or man marking centre back, he has slotted into the right back slot in time and is now an integral part of the team.  Sadly in the 2001/02 season he came down with a syndrome which sapped him of energy and he missed the whole of the season.  After recovering from the injury throughout 2002 he returned for pre-season training ahead of the 2002-03 season. However he only made a couple of starts for the Reds and was told he could leave if he founf a new club. 

Balmer, Jack - Started his career as an amateur at Everton before joining the Reds, again as an amateur.  The scouser went on to play nearly 300 times for Liverpool and bagged 99 goals in his time with the club.  He won a league championship medal in 1946-47.  He made his original debut back in the 1935-36 season and returned to the Reds side after the break for the second world war.  He was the first player to score hat tricks in three consecutive games.  he got 3 against Portsmouth at home followed by four at Derby and then three at home to Arsenal.  balmer skippered the Reds but never made it to the England side.  He did make guest apperances as an international through the war period though. 

Bamber, Jack - A local player signed at the start of the first world war which hampered the amount of games he could play.  Injury meant he didn't win championship medals in the early twenties with the club and after making 80 appearances at half-back he moved to Leicester City and later Tranmere Rovers.  he won one England cap during his time with the Reds. 

Banks, Alan - Scored six goals in the eight appearances he made in the league but this was across three seasons.  He made his debut in the 1958-59 season and played three times early that season but his final five appearances were not made until towards the end of the 1960-61 season.  His appearances were all restricted to the second division. 

Banks, William - Played for the Reds just prior to the first world war.  He managed twenty six appearances and six goals across two seasons but the war put paid to any other games. 

Barclay, W.E. - Liverpool's first ever manager.  He stayed four years with the club and alongside John McKenna steered the club in the right direction.  Barclay had, along with McKenna been involved with Everton before the ground dispute meant they left.  Both men stayed with John Houlding and Barclay after initial reluctance to join the football league guided the team forwards. 

Bargains - Liverpool have made some exceptionally cheap buys for some true great over time and its difficult to say what constitutes a true bargain.  Kenny Dalglish cost a British record £440,000 from Celtic but turned out to be one of the worlds best players.  In 1999-00 Sami Hyypia cost over £3 million pounds but proved to be a bargain in comparison with todays fees.  The Reds have been well noted for scouring the lower leagues for big talent, especially in the days when they looked specifically for a player to continue where another had fallen away.  Kevin Keegan was bought for a mere £33,000 and turned out to be a great for the Reds before leaving.  Ray Clemence, probably the Reds best ever keeper cos just £15,000 when he arrived under Bill Shanklys reign.  Even John Barnes only cost £900,000 when he signed from Watford yet he went on to play superbly for many years at the Reds. 

Barkas, Harry - Signed for £1,500 from South Shields in the middle of the 1930-31 season he went on to make just five league appearances for the Reds over that season and the next but never managed to score. 

Barmby, Nick - signed from Everton for the 2000-01 season after declaring that he loved Liverpool more than Everton. The anger shown from the blues fans in their songs were woeful. Barmby became a regular for the Reds on the right of midfield when fit although he suffered in 2001 with injury.  He was sold for £2.75 million in August 2002 to Leeds United. 

Barnes, John -  Signed from watford for £900,000 just prior to the 1987-88 season he went on to dazzle the kop with some great attacking play.  When Barnes eventually signed he joined up with John Aldridge and Peter Beardsley to form one of the best front lines in the land.  He will always be known for his wondrous goal in the Maracana as a Watford player by so many people but John Barnes was one of the truly exceptional stars for Liverpool.  He was often booed on the England stage by the fans yet still went on to make 79 appearances for the team.  He was voted Player of the year by both players and football writers in his first season at the club after some exhilarating play for the team.  His career at the Reds took a slight turn when he started to become injury prone  and he missed huge amounts of the 1991-92 season.  As Barnes got older he changed his role at the Reds.  In 1994-95 he was played in a more central role where he could run the game from.  By the end of his career with Liverpool he had won league championship medals, FA cup winners medals and league cup winners medals.  Sadly many fans remember his final appearances which were ineffectual to say the least but looking back on his career - he was one of the true greats.  He moved to Newcastle on a free transfer at the end of the 1996-97 season after more than 300 games for the club and 83 goals.  He later became head coach at Celtic but his role there never took off properly and he was later sacked. 

Baron, Fred - Centre forward who played just twenty goals in the mid 1920s and managed to score seven goals.  His debut came in the 1924-25 season and finally left to join Southend United. 

Baron, Kevin - Played over 150 games for the Reds and scored some 33 goals for the club.  He missed a league medal just after the war when he wasn't in the side but did play in the side that lost the 1950-51 FA cup Final.  After ten years service he finally moved on to Southend. 

Baros, Milan - The czech star was bought in the summer of 2001 but was not granted a work permit until December of that year.  Since then he has started in some reserve games to get accustomed to the English game. He managed to score on his full debut for the Reds and become a Kop favourite. 

Barton, Harold - A popular centre forward with the Reds in the early 1930s.  In a cup tie in 1932 he scored all of the Reds four goals against Chesterfield.  He also managed a hat-trick against Everton in 1933 when the Reds won 7-4.  He finally left the club to play for Sheffield United. 

Bartrop, Wilf - Made three appearances for the Reds in the 1914-15 season but died in the first world war. 

Battles, Barney - Made six appearances for the Reds after signing from Hearts before returning north of the border to Hearts. 

Beadles, Harry - Forward who played for the Reds amongst four clubs. He was born in Newport and although he made only 17 appearances for the Reds he managed 6 goals. 

Beardsley, Peter- Peter joined the Reds along with John Barnes for the 1987-88 season.  Beardsley cost some £1.9 million from Newcastle United.  He started his career with Carlisle United before moving to Canada with Vancouver Whitecaps.  He was later bought by Man United but only made one sub appearance for them.  He went back to Canada before signing for Newcastle.  Beardsley proved a great player in a side with Aldridge and Barnes up front but he was often left out in tactical switches by the manager Kenny Dalglish.  Beardsley also formed a great partnership on the England stage with Gary Lineker.  When Graeme Souness took over in the 1991-92 season he agreed to sell Beardsley to Everton for £1 million.  He was missed by the Reds quite a lot.  his quick thinking brain was worth an extra second for a striker to ease away from his man.  He finished his career back at Newcastle.  Throughout his Reds career he won two championship medals and a cup winners medal and it was Beardsley who was held back before carrying on to score in the final loss of 1988 to Wimbledon. 

Becton, Frank - Signed for Liverpool in 1895 for £100 he managed a a goal every other game scoring 37 in 74 games.  He played at inside forward and helped the Reds win the 1896 second division.  During his Reds career he managed one England cap.  He finally left the club for Sheffield United in 1898.  He died at only 36 from TB in 1909. 

Beeby, Augustus - Understudy keeper to the great Sam Hardy between 1909 and 1911.  He only made sixteen appearances in his three years at the club. 

Beglin, Jim - Signed for Liverpool in 1983 from Shamrock Rovers, beglin was a classy left back whose career was shattered when his leg was broken in a terrible challenge from Evertons Gary Stevens in 1987.  Beglin played left back during his career and after finally recovering from his broken leg he suffered a second bad injury whilst playing for the reserves.  Despite attempts to return after this injury he never fully recovered and he was finally allowed to join Leeds United but the injury plagued him and prevented his career from going anywhere else. 

Benitez, Rafael - Liverpool manager appointed in time for the 2004-05 season. He came from Valencia on the back of the Spanish title and UEFA Cup win. 

Bennet, Reuben - One of the backroom staff rarely given the credit he deserved.  Served under Bill Shankly in the famous boot room.  Bennet had been one of the names put about in 1959 to take over from Phil Taylor.  Bennet stayed around after Paisley took over in 1974 and made countless number of spying missions on European opponents. 

Bennett - Made just one league appearance in the first campaign after the first world war in 1919-20. 

Berger, Patrik - Signed for Liverpool from Borussia Dortmund in 1996 for £3.25 million after a successful Euro96.  After storming onto the Reds scene with a number of goals in quick succession he often found himself the subbed man under Roy Evans.  Since the introduction of Gerard Houllier to Anfield he has seen a change in his luck which has averted a move away from the Reds.  However injuries ruled out much of his time under this reign and he allowed his contract to expire in 2003 and join Portsmouth. He managed 34 goals in 197 appearances for the Reds. 

Berry, Arthur - Liverpool born Berry was a graduate of Oxford University as well as an olympic gold medal winner.  Across two spells with the Reds he made only four appearances  and later in his career became a barrister. 

Bimpson, Louis - He began his career towards the end of the 1952-53 season and by the end of his Reds career had played 100 games and scored 40 goals.  His best season in terms of goals came in the season the Reds were relegated - 1953-54 when he notched 13 in 24 games although his ratio in 1958-59 was better - 11 in 15.  he finally moved on to Blackburn Rovers. 

Biscan, Igor - signed for the Reds towards the end of 2000 from Croatia Zagreb and slotted in to the Reds midfield early on but after being played out of position lost his place and has struggled in the 2001 to tie down a first team place. 

Bjornebye, Stig Inge - The left back was signed by Graeme Souness in the 1992-93 season for £600,000. A Norway international still plays today although away from Liverpool.  His form has regularly gone hot and cold and finally came to a point where he simply wasn't producing the goods.  He played regularly as a wing back under Roy Evans but his crossing sometimes wasn't what it should have been and over time it got worse.  He found his chances under Gerard Houllier limited and it was only a case of waiting for the right offer before he was to leave the club. 

Blanthorne, Robert - Made just two league appearances for the Reds towards the end of the 1906-07 season but failed to grab any goals. 

Blenkinsop, Ernie - Signed for £5,000 from Sheffield Wednesday, he played at full back.  he managed 74 games with the Reds despite him being in his mid thirties when he signed and finally moved on to Cardiff City. 

Blore, Reg - Made one appearance early in the 1959-60 season as a seventeen year old.  He later moved onto play for Southport at the end of the season where he made a number of starts. 

Boersma, Phil - The Liverpool youngster signed for the Reds during the 60s but never made himself the star he could have become.  he made his debut in the 1969-70 season but only when John Toshack was injured in the 1972-73 season did he manage any decent run in the team.  He finally left the Reds in 1975.  He joined Graeme Souness at Rangers as his assistant manager in the mid eighties and followed Souness to Liverpool in 1991 and also left when Souness left the club. 

Boot Room - One of the most famous rooms in football was the boot room at Anfield which is where Liverpool plotted their years of success.  The room was started by Bill Shankly to talk with his staff in after training and games.  Opposition managers were invited in after a match for a short drink and a chat and Liverpool staff used this to try and get extra information on opposition teams for future use.  It ceased to exist when Graeme Souness ordered its demolition in 1993. 

Boulder, Bob - Reds back up keeper during the late eighties but never made it on to the pitch for the first team. 

Bovill, John - Played for the Reds in the 1911-12 season and scored seven goals in twenty three games.  Later in his career he played in Irish football. 

Bowen, George - Signed from Wolves in 1899 he never made a breakthrough until the 1901-02 season where he made just two appearances. 

Bowyer, Sam - Played forty five times for the Reds with the majority coming in the 1907-08 season. 

Bradley, Jim - Joined the Reds from Stoke in 1905-06 season and played at left half.  After 169 league appearances he moved back on to Reading in 1911.  One claim to fame for Bradley though is that he even took a turn in goal on Christmas day 1909 in place of the injured Sam Hardy.  He volunteered the position and his position was taken by J McConnell. 

Bradshaw, Harry - Bradshaw became the first ever Liverpool player to win an England cap in 1897.  He signed in 1893 from Northwich Victoria.  He was the clubs top scorer in 1894-95 with 17 goals.  he scored on his debut and finally left the club for Spurs in 1898 but lost his life aged only 26 on Christmas day 1899. 

Bradshaw, Tom - Scots born Bradshaw was a tall commanding centre back who liked to carry the ball.  he joined the Reds in the 1930-31 season for £8,000.  After amassing close on 300 appearances for the club in 1938 he left to join Third Lanark. 

Bratley, Philip - Made 13 appearances in the 1914-15 season in the defence but found his appearances limited by players such as Harry Lowe 

Brierley, Ken - signed from Oldham in the 1947-48 season he went on to stay with the club for five years and made59 appearances at wing half scoring 9 goals.  he finally returned to Oldham in 1953. 

Bromilow, Tom - Born in Liverpool he played his full career with the Reds from his league debut in the 1919-20 season right through to 1930.  Bromilow was invalided out of the army for the first world war and asked for a trial at his home town club.  He received a positive answer and made his debut in 1919 which was to becomes the first of 374 appearances for the left-half.  He became an England international in 1921 and won five caps in total.  he later went on to manage at Burnley and Crystal Palace. 

Brough, Joseph - Signed from Port Vale in 1910 he went on to make just ten appearances in the 1910-11 season and grabbed three goals. 

Brownbill, Derek - A local lad who made just one Reds appearance in the 1973-74 season.  He finally left the club after coming through the ranks for Port Vale in 1975. 

Browning, John - Skipper of the reserves sides in the late 1930s he only managed nineteen first team games.  His debut came in April 1935. 

Bruton, Les - He joined the Reds in 1932 and it was hoped he would be a goal machine but after one goal in seven games it was decided that he wan't and he left for non-league football the following year. 

Buck, Fred - Signed from West Brom in May 1903 he made thirteen appearances in the 1903-04 season and scored once. 

Bull, B - Scored in his only Reds appearance in the 1895-96 season which was a 6-1 win against Lincoln City but he failed to keep his place and never played again. 

Burkinshaw, Keith - Will always be remembered as a Spurs manager but he did manage one appearance for the Reds in the 1954-55 season. 

Burrows, David - Nicknamed Bugsy he was signed from West Brom in 1988 for half a million pounds.  The player was still a teenager in 88 when Kenny Dalglish brought him North to Anfield.  he went on to become a regular left back for the Reds.  he was a tough tackler although often overstepped the mark.  He was sold on in 1993 by Graeme Souness along with Mike Marsh in order that Souness obtained Julian Dicks who ultimately failed at the club. 

Busby, Matt - The most famous Manchester United manager of all time could easily have done the job for Liverpool.  he originally joined the Reds in the 1935-36 season for £8,000 from Manchester City.  A fine left-half he made over 100 league appearances for the Reds.  The second world war interrupted what was a fine career with the Reds and when the war ended the Reds offered him a job on the coaching staff.  he was considering the offer when Manchester United offered him a job as their manager and he went on to become their greatest manager of all time.  Busby was lucky to survive the Munich air disaster in 1958 

Bush, Tom - Managed only 64 appearances after his arrival in 1933 before the war stopped his career   The wing half stayed on the Reds books until after the war when he decided to hang his boots up although he later returned to coach at Liverpool. 

Buxton - Made just one appearance in the 1930-31 season. 

Byrne, Gerry - Will go down in the Reds history as one of our bravest ever players.  During the 1965 cup final he broke his collarbone after only three minutes of the game but substitutes hadn't been introduced to the game at this point so he soldiered on.  the Reds went on to win the cup that day beating Leeds United after extra time.  A few days later he helped parade the cup in front of the kop prior to the european game with Inter Milan.  Byrne joined Liverpool, his home town club in 1955 and went on to make some 273 appearances for the Reds.  his main time came under Bill Shankly.  He retired due to injury in 1969 after a fine career and he had a short spell on the coaching staff. 

C 

Cadden, Joseph - Cadden became the clubs first player signed from an American club although he only ever managed to play four games for the Reds in his time here.  Cadden was born in Scotland but moved to America where he ended up playing for Brooklyn Wanderers.  On a club tour in 1948 Liverpool were impressed with the player that they offered him a contract.  The central defender moved to Anfield although things never really worked out for him and he moved to Grimsby. 

Callaghan, Ian - Liverpools most appeared player of all time with 843 games in total.  The Liverpool born winger played for the Reds across 21 years of his career after making his debut in 1960.  He managed four England caps in his career including two in the world cup of 1966.  Callaghan originally joined the club as a member of the ground staff but ended up playing for the club.  The player was never sent off in his career and after starting off as a winger was moulded into a fine midfielder which was capped in 1974 when he was awarded the Football Writers Player of the year award.  He has also been awarded an MBE from the queen for his services to the game. 

Camara, Titi - Bought for just over two and half million pounds from Marseille Camara became a hero at Anfield.  The Guinean international player became a hero most after his goal against West Ham at Anfield in the 1999-00 season.  The player had found out just hours before the game that his father had died but still found the strength to play for Liverpool that night.  He dedicated the goal to his late father.  However after injury and a bust-up with Gerard Houllier he was sold on to West Ham. 

Cameron, J - Signed from Rangers in August 1893 he went on to make just four appearances for the Reds in the 1894-95 season. 

Campbell, Bobby - Campbell is better known for his managerial career at various clubs than for his 24 appearances for the Reds although he did manage two goals.  Liverpool born, he joined the club during the 1953-54 season but left in 1961 for Wigan Athletic. 

Campbell, Donald - A Bootle schools player he joined the Reds professionally in November 1950 and made his debut three years later.  He managed forty eight games for the Reds in total and two goals before moving on to Crewe in 1958. 

Campbell, Kenny - A goalkeeper who signed for the Reds in 1911 and replaced Sam Hardy in goal.  He also played in the cup final of 1914 but after the first world war found himself replaced in goal by the great Elisha Scott.  He did manage to win three of his eight Scotland caps whilst at the club.  After a few spells at various other clubs he finally opened a Sports shop on the Wirral. 

Caps - Liverpool have had numerous internationals over the years winning caps galore.  Ian Rush is current the record holder after winning 67 Welsh ones.  Of the home countries Harry Bradshaw became the first English cap whilst Michael Owen has won the most.  George Allan was the first Scot capped back in 1897 whilst Kenny Dalglish was the most capped.  For Wales Rush is the most capped but it was all started with Maurice Parry back in 1901.  Bill Lacey was the first player to be capped for Northern Ireland in 1913 but the great Elisha Scott won the most caps.  In the South of Ireland Steve Heighway became the first capped while Ronnie Whelan won the most. 

Captain - The Reds have had some very famous captains throughout the years.  Ron Yeats became the first Reds captain to lift the FA Cup in 1965.  Steven Gerrard is the current club captain. Ex-Red Phil Thompson was also a captain and held aloft the European cup in 1981. 

Carlin, John - Carlin only managed thirty one games for the Reds in total but was part of the championship winning side in 1906.  He later moved on to play for Preston. 

Carlin, Willie - A small lightweight player who made only one appearance for the Reds.  He did however move on to bigger and better things elsewhere and made over 450 appearances in his overall career. 

Carney, Len - Scored the only goal in the opening game of the 1946-47 season which proved crucial in goal difference to the championship side.  He only made six appearances in all for the Reds but did manage to win the Military cross during the second world war. 

Carr, Leslie L - Arrived at Anfield from South Africa and made his debut in 1933.  He scored eight goals in thirty one games for the Reds. 

Carragher, Jamie - The Reds player came through the ranks of the youth team and won the youth cup in 1995.  He made his first team debut against Aston Villa during the 96-97 season and capped it with a headed goal.  He is now a first team regular.  His origins are in Bootle, Liverpool. 

Carter, Jimmy - One of Kenny Dalglish's final signings for the Reds from Millwall.  He never lived up to his potential and after very few appearances he moved down South to Arsenal. 

Case, Jimmy - Extremely hard working midfielder who never knew when to give up.  He grew up supporting the Reds on the kop and originally played for South Liverpool before joining the Reds in May 1973.  He made his debut at the end of the 1974-75 season and played for some six years.  He won medals from the league, Uefa Cup and European cup in his Reds career.  He played some 261 games for the Reds and bagged 45 goals before moving to Southampton and finally Brighton. 

Cassidy, Jamie - managed to make the bench on one occasion for the Reds after progressing through the youth and reserve ranks at the club.  He never got on the pitch though and after injury he left the club to join Cambridge United. 

Centenary - The Reds celebrated their centenary in 1992 and in the September of that year officially opened the Centenary stand which was built in place of the old Kemlyn Road stand. 

Central League - The reserve league under more common terms proved to be the breeding ground for Reds of the future.  When the Reds bought a player they would ply their trade in the reserves to learn the Liverpool way.  The Reds were very successful in the central league as well winning it on ten occasions.  These days the league is run by the FA. 

Chadburn, John - Played the first two games of the 1903-04 relegation season but after poor performances was dropped and never played again. 

Chadwick, Edgar - Signed by the Reds in 1902 at the end of his career he only managed 43 games.  He did manage to score seven goals in his time at Anfield before leaving for Blackpool. 

Chalmers, William - Made only two appearances for the Reds after struggling to oust Fred Hopkin for the outside left position.  His debut came in the 5-2 thrashing by Birmingham in 1924. 

Chamberlain, Alec - Never actually played for the first team but brought in as cover in goal and was named as sub keeper on a number occasions. 

Chambers, Harry - Scorer of 41 goals on 72 games virtually won the Reds the Reds the back to back leagues in 1921-22 and 1922-23.  In total the centre forward made some 310 appearances and scored 151 goals in the process.  He played eight time for England and bagged five goals there.  He finally left the club to play for West Brom.  He sadly died in 1949. 

Championships - The Reds are the most successful league side ever having won it on 18 occasions.  The last win being in 1989-90.  A full list of honours can be found in the honours section. 

Charity Shield - The Reds have appeared in numerous version of the Charity shield and won it on many occasions too.  See honours section. 

Charlton, John - Made three appearances in the 1931-32 season in the defence but never played again. 

Charnock, Phil - never played for the Reds in the league but did manage an appearance in Europe for them. 

Checkland, Francis - Made just five appearances for the Reds and was never on the losing side.  He made his debut early in the 1921-22 season after playing for the reserves for a while. 

Cheyrou, Bruno - left sided midfielder signed from Lille in the summer of 2002.  The attacking midfielder had previously starred in the Champions League for his french side. 

Childs, Bert - An amateur who joined the Reds in 1952 and made his debut the following season following injuries.  He never made the grade though past reserve football. 

Chisnall, Phil - Never fulfilled the huge potential he had as a striker with the Reds.  He signed from Manchester United in 1963 after failing to break past Law and Charlton.  he only managed eight games for the Reds though, one of which was the Reds first ever game in Europe.  He finally left the Reds for Southend in 1967. 

Chorlton, Tom - A utility player for Liverpool, he made some 122 appearances for the Reds after debuting in the 1904-05 season.  It was nearer 1909 however before he really became a regular but then lost his place to Eph Longworth. 

Christie, Frank - Joined the Reds in the middle of the second world war but never really got his chance till his army service ended in 1949.  The scotsman, despite showing huge potential in the reserves only managed four appearances before being sold to East Fife in 1951. 

Cisse, Djibril - Joined the Reds on July 1 2004 for a fee of £14 million from French side Auxerre. He was given the number 9 shirt staight away. 

Clarke, James - Scorer of eleven goals in forty three games for the Reds after signing from Newcastle.  Had huge ability but often did too much on the ball and let chances go by. 

Cleghorn, Thomas - Came to prominence at he end of the 1895-96 season when he played for the last few league games and the test matches.  He then played half of the following season and all of the 1897-98 season but after changing positions found himself left out of the side. 

Clelland, James - Only ever played one game for the Reds in the Test Match which saw the Reds relegated in 1895. 

Clemence, Ray - arguably the best Reds keepers ever.  Bought for a mere £15,000 from Scunthorpe he was one of Shanklys best bargain buys.  He was signed back in 1967 and after two years playing understudy to Tommy Lawrence he was the Reds number one until he left in 1981.  He also had years of battle with Peter Shilton for the England number one but sadly England chose Shilton on more occasions. 

Clough, Nigel - Signed in the summer of 93 from Nottingham Forest for £2 million.  He scored two goals on his debut fir the Reds but only lasted some two and a half years at the club.  His brightest moment was scoring two goals against Man United in the famous 3-3 draw 

Cockburn, Bill - The big strong defender played some sixty three games for the Reds without scoring.  His best season was the 1925-26 season when he was virtually ever-present.  He moved on after three seasons to join QPR and sadly died at the age of 58. 

Cohen, Avi - signed in 1979, the Israeli star had impressed the Reds in a trial and finally moved for £200,000.  He made an early sub appearance before plying his trade in the reserves for most of his first year at Anfield.  Cohen is well remembered as the person to score two goals at Anfield in the Kop end.  Sadly he is remembered as one was for Aston Villa before he got the Reds back on track to their 1979-80 league championship.  however he failed to dislodge Alan Kennedy from the left back slot and returned to Israel in 1981.  He did later return to Britain when Graeme Souness signed him for Rangers. 

Collins, James - Played seven times for the Reds and never scored.  The forward was never on the winning side for the Reds. 

Collymore, Stan - Signed for a record Anfield fee at the time, Collymore came to the Reds from Nottingham Forest.  The player had bags of potential and struck up a great partnership with Robbie Fowler early on.  He only stayed for two seasons but in that time of sixty one appearances managed 26 goals and set up bags of others.  His off-field antics and mood swings continue to hamper his career.  The Reds sold him to Aston Villa who have since disposed of his skills. 

Colours - The Reds originally played in blue but soon changed to their now traditional red kit.  See separate section. 

Colvin, Robert - Only played three games for the Reds in total, one of which was a trial away at Blackburn.  He showed great potential but failed to make the grade in time. 

Cooper, Tom - A full England international, Cooper was signed from Derby in 1934 and played for the Reds for five seasons.  He was widely regarded by people as one of the finest defenders of his time.  He played some 160 games for the Reds without scoring before  joining the military police in the second world war.  He was tragically killed though in a motorbike accident in 1941. 

Cormack, Peter - the half back was recommended to manager Bill Shankly by his brother Bob.  Bob was a director at Hibs were Cormack started his career before moving down south to Nottingham Forest.  The player was signed for £110,000 in time for the 1972-73 season.  He managed some 177 games for the Reds and scored 26 goals before moving on to Bristol City.  He managed two league medals, an FA Cup winning medal as well as a UEFA winning medal.  Cormack was majestic on the ball but never afraid to go in for a 50-50 ball.  He is one of the Reds unsung heroes. 

Cotton, Charles - became the Reds keeper in their relegation battle of 1903-04.  He managed twelve games for the Reds.  The first eleven of which saw the Reds lose just twice and concede an average of two goals a game.  His twelfth game however was a 5-2 defeat to Everton and he never played again. 

Cousins, Tony - signed from Dundalk in October 1990 for £70,000 he never made the breakthrough to the first team. 

Cox, Jack - key member of the first league championship sides in 1901 and 1906.  He joined the Reds from Blackpool in 1897 and scored on his debut against Notts County.  He scored ten goals in the Reds first championship season and set up a host of others from his inside right position.  He actually played for England three times but always on the left.  He finally played 360 games in twelve seasons for the Reds and bagged 80 goals.  The Reds were relegated in Cox's time at the club but he was instrumental in the sides bounce back to the top flight the following season. 

Craik, H - Only managed one game in September of the 1903-04 season but was responsible for the West Brom goal and never played again. 

Crawford, Edmund - recommended to the Reds by former player Alex Raisbeck.  Started the 1932-33 season with much promise but failed to build on it and lost his way at the club before leaving to join Clapton Orient. 

Crawford, Robert - Spent seven years at Anfield and was part of a tight Reds defence. Signed in the 1908-09 season he managed two early games before losing his place.  He managed one goal in his 114 games for the Reds during the 1913-14 season but injury prevented his career being longer at the Reds. 

Crossley, Russell - the goalkeeper only managed 73 games for the Reds after being recommended to the club by Cyril Sidlow.  He made his full debut in the 1950-51 season against Middlesbrough.  His final season for the Reds proved to be the fateful relegation one of 1953-54. 

Cunliffe, Daniel - Only played in the 1897-98 season for the Reds.  Played eighteen games and scored seven goals but left the Reds to play for New Brighton Tower. 

Cunningham, William - Only played three times for the Reds but each time in a different position and always on the losing side. 

Curran, John - managed twenty-four games for the Reds although the majority came in the 1894-95 season. 
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Dabbs, Ben - signed in 1932 after he was recommended by ex-red Harry Chambers.  He took a few years in the reserves to establish himself at Anfield and the majority of his 56 games came in the 1936-37 season. 

Dalglish, Kenny - Arguably the Reds greatest ever player.  Signed in 1977 as a replacement for Kevin Keegan for £440,000 he went on to become known as King Kenny.  He started the 1977-78 season and scored after just seven minutes of his debut.  He finished his first season by scoring the winning goal in the European Cup Final at Wembley against FC Bruges.  He became the first man ever to score 100 league goals both North and South of the border.  He won numerous honours with the Reds as a player and in his first season as player-manager (1985-86) guided his team to the league and cup double.  His career saw him make some 496 appearances for the Reds and score 168 goals but he made so many more for players like Ian Rush.  He resigned as manager of the club in 1991 before taking up the managers role at Blackburn Rovers and winning the league there as well. 

Davidson, David - Bought in July 1928 from Forfar Athletic he went on to make sixty two appearances for the Reds over the next two seasons and managed to score two goals as well. 

Davies, J - Played just ten times over three seasons after making his debut in the 1900-01 season. 

Dawson, James - Made just fourteen appearances in the 1913-14 season and scored three goals.  He came through the ranks at the Reds but failed to establish himself. 

Defeats - The Reds record defeat came in the 1954-55 season when Birmingham City beat them 9-1.  Their heaviest home defeat was a 6-0 defeat by Birmingham towards the end of the 1929-30 season.  The Reds went the whole of 1893-94 season without ever being defeated.  In modern times the Reds were only defeated twice in the 1987-88 season.  They had gone on a run of twenty nine games unbeaten at the start of that season which is a shared record with Leeds United in itself.  The most defeats the Reds suffered in a season came in 1953-54 when they lost 23 games and suffered relegation to division 2. 

Defence - The Reds best ever defensive season was 1978-79 when they conceded just 16 goals all year which is a record. 

De Mange, Ken - signed by the Reds the Irishman never made it through to the first team although did manage o represent his country whilst at Anfield. 

Derbies - The Reds local derby game is against Everton who play across Stanley Park and originally occupied Anfield.  The first ever derby was away in 1894.  The clubs have also met in three major finals although the first was in 1984.  The Reds won that year after a replay to retain the League cup.  They then defeated the blues in the 1986 FA Cup final and repeated the feat in the 1989 final. 

Devlin, William - a centre forward who only played nineteen games for the Reds yet scored fifteen goals.  He was released by the club for not being pacy enough.  He was signed from Huddersfield but after failing to settle the scot was sold to Hearts. 

Dewhurst, G - Made just one appearance in the Reds' first league campaign of 1893-94. 

Diao, Salif - Senegal midfielder snapped up before starring in the world cup and after initially agreeing to tie the move up at Christmas 2002 the deal was brought forward to August 2002. 

Diarra, Alou - signed on a free transfer from Bayern Munich in the summer of 2002.  He can play in a defensive midfield position or as cover in the centre of defence.  Loaned out straight away for a season in French football at Lens. 

Dick, Douglas - made ten appearances in the 1893-94 second division promotion season but failed to nail down a regular spot after losing his place. 

Dicks, Julian - left back signed by Graeme Souness in a swap deal involving David Burrows and Mike Marsh going the other way.  He arrived for the 1993-94 season but only stayed the season.  He got a short run in the team at the end of his only season at Anfield but after weight problems saw him thrown off the Reds pre-season tour he returned to West Ham. 

Dickson, Joe - Signed from schoolboy football on the same day as Ronnie Moran joined the Reds.  He managed six years at the Reds although two of them were spent doing national service.  He started reserve football with a bang and scored 15 in 20 games but his first team life didn't take off and after he returned from military service he broke his ankle which finished his career at the early age of 21. 

Dines, Joe - The Reds one and only gold medalist at the olympics.  He joined the Reds after he won a gold medal for Great Britain at football.  Sadly he only played one game against Chelsea in the 1912-13 season and was killed in the first world war. 

Diomede, Bernard - signed in time for the 2000-01 season from France. A member of the French world cup winning squad he was plagued by injury in his time at the club so his appearances were restricted although never helped himself much when fit and in 2003 was allowed to leave six months before the end of his contract to join AJ Ajaccio and his contract was not renewed. 

Diouf, El-Hadji - Senegalese striker signed for the Reds in the summer of 2002 after a starring role in the world cup.  Arrived as the African player of the year and retained that award in 2003. 

Doherty, Peter - made one guest appearance for the Reds in 1942 which landed the Reds in trouble.  George Ainsley was due to play and was given special leave from the RAF only to be left out at the last minute for Doherty. 

Doig, Teddy - the goalie arrived at the tail end of his career in 1904.  He was an integral part of the promotion team of 1904-05 but lost his place to the emerging Sam Hardy and after a few years of battling against age and Hardy he retired, aged 42. 

Done, Cyril - member of the 1946-47 league championship side but sadly lost some of his best days to the second world war.  Made his Reds debut on the day that the second world war started by scoring the only goal against Chelsea.  At the end of his Reds career he had made 109 appearances, scoring 37 goals.  Died in 1993. 

Done, Robert - joined the Reds from Runcorn in 1926.  Managed 155 games in total and bagged 13 goals with his best season being the 1928-29 one.  Died in 1982. 

Donnelly, W - Signed from Clyde he made just eight appearances in the 1896-97 season. 

Double - The Reds completed the League and cup double in 1985-86.  They were only the third club this century to do it at the time.  They were guided along the way by player-manager Kenny Dalglish and in the background by Bob Paisley. 

Drummond, John - the left winger made eighteen appearances for the Reds in 1894-95 which saw the Reds relegated.  Managed only one goal for the Reds which came in the FA Cup. 

Dudek, Jerzy - Polish number one keeper bought for around £4.5 million pounds from Feyenoord has quickly established himself as number one at Anfield.  He was bought just a couple of matches in to the 2001-02 season as a replacement for Sander Westerveld who finally left later in the year.  He has established himself as number one and is probably one of the best keepers since Ray Clemence. 

Dundee, Sean - South African born striker who joined in the summer of 98 but after a dismal effort for the Reds he managed only a handful of appearances for the Reds and failed to score.  He left a year later to join Stuttgart. 

Dunlop, Billy - the scottish defender took time to settle after coming down from Scotland but went on to become a long established member of the Reds back line to win honours.  He made his debut at the end of the 1894-95 relegation season before establishing himself in 1897 and stayed at left back until 1909.  He only managed two goals in his career at Anfield but it was his defensive skills that will be most remembered. 

Durnin, John - boyhood kopite signed for the Reds after being on the dole.  He was taken on permanently after a good trial in the reserves where he scored eight in eleven.  He only made three cup game appearances for the Reds though after failing to make the step-up to the first team and he left the Reds for Oxford in 1989. 
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Easdale, Jack - signed for the Reds as an eighteen year old just before the second world war.  Lost his best playing days to the war years before making only a couple of appearances after the war and left to join Stockport County eventually. 

Eastham, Harry - signed from Blackpool as a teenager the winger lost much of his early career to the second world war but he later managed to play for Tranmere and Accrington Stanley.  Only managed sixty-nine games in total for the Reds with a large chunk of those games coming between the 1936-37 season and midway through the following season until he was badly injured.  He left Anfield a couple of years after the war for Tranmere. 

Edmed, Dick - signed in the summer of 1926 the winger played most of Reds games between the seasons of 1927-28 and 1928-29.  He set up a good partnership with Gordon Hodgson in attack but after being troubled with cartilage problems after the initial two season his appearances became less frequent and he left to join Bolton.  He died in 1983. 

Eire - Steve Heighway was th first ever Irish player capped whilst at the Reds.  Since then players such as Phil Babb and Jason McAteer have also been capped. 

England - the first Reds player to be capped by England was Harry Bradshaw way back in February 1897. Emlyn Hughes won the most caps for England whilst at the Reds with 59 appearances. In 1977 there were six Reds in the England team to face Switzerland whilst Kevin Keegan who had only just left the club also played. 

English, Sam - signed for the Reds from Rangers in 1933 after he felt he had to leave Rangers. He had been involved in a collision with Celtic keeper John Thompson which resulted in the keeper fracturing his skull and dying later in hospital. English was blameless in the whole event but received threats from terraces. In his first season at Anfield he scored and impressive 21 goals in 31 games but the goals dried up the following season and he later moved to Queen of the South. He died in 1967. 

European Cup - The Reds have won the trophy on four occasions which is more than any other British club. Their first win was in 1977 and their last in 1984. Both the first and the last win came in Rome. The Reds first took part in the European cup in 1964-65 and reached the semi-final stage. The cup wins have come in 77, 78, 81 and 84. 

European Cup Winners Cup - the one european trophy the Reds failed to win over the years. They did go extremely close though in 1965-66 when they lost to Borussia Dortmund in the final. 

European Super Cup - the Reds have won this trophy twice and lost twice. It was played between the European Cup winners and the Cup winners cup victors until the demise of the Cup Winners Cup.  It is now played between the European Champions and UEFA Cup holders as a pre-season opening of the european season.  They won it in 1977 after beating Hamburg. The Reds then won it at the start of the 2001-02 season by beating Bayern Munich in Monaco. 

Evans, Alun - signed from Wolves he was the first ever £100,000 teenager. He was signed in the September of the 1968-69 season and scored on his debut. The player had huge potential and started his career well with the Reds before injuries and off-field activities forced him on to the sidelines. He returned in great form before getting injured again and finally after the arrival of Kevin Keegan lost his place and joined Aston Villa in 1972. 

Evans, John - signed in December 53 after the Reds had tracked the Charlton player for a year. The signing came at the fourth attempt after initially turning down moves to stay down South. The Reds were relegated that season to division two despite the signing and the player went on to make 106 appearances for the Reds and scored a total of fifty-three goals. After he drifted out of the side in 1957 he was allowed to leave the club and joined Colchester for £4,000. 

Evans, Roy - joined the Reds from school as a defender and made his debut in 1970. Over the course of nine seasons from joining the club he only made nine appearances and hung his boots up at the age of 25 after coaching abilities were spotted in him. He started as a coach to the reserves and went on to lead them to numerous central league championships. He became assistant manager to Graeme Souness at the end of the 1992-93 season before assuming the full job in January 1994. He won the league cup at the end of the 1994-95 season and great things were expected of his sides. Sadly though Roy just didn't quite get the right balance and was seen as too much of a nice guy. Gerard Houllier was brought in to co-manage with him in the summer of 98 but after a troubled start to that season Evans stood down in November 98. 
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FA Cup - the Reds have won the FA Cup on six occasions after first playing an FA Cup game against Nantwich back in 1892.  The Reds' first ever final was in 1914 when they lost to Burnley.  They first won the trophy in 1965 and last won it in 2001.  When they won it in 1986 it was part of the league and cup double season. When they won it in 2001 it was part of a unique cup treble with the UEFA Cup and the Worthington Cup. 

Fagan, Chris - Made just one appearance during the 1970-71 season as cover for Chris Lawler. 

Fagan, Joe - the Reds manager who completed the treble of the league, league cup and european cup in one season.  He won the treble in 1983-84 which was completed with the european cup win in Rome.  Fagan played competitive football for Manchester City but Bill Shankly took him on at Liverpool in a coaching role.  He became Bob Paisleys assistant in 1974 after Shanks resigned before finally becoming manager for the famous treble season.  He only managed for two seasons but sadly will be remembered as the man in charge for the tragic game at Heysel.  He had announced his retirement before the European cup final but sadly it was clouded with the loss of 39 Juventus fans lives.  Joe sadly died in the summer of 2001. 

Fagan, Willie - joined the Reds from Preston in the 1937-38 season he was a decent scorer for the Reds.  He sadly lost much of his playing career to the second world war.  He re-joined the Reds though after the war and was a member of the 1946-47 championship side and left the club in 1952 to become player-manager at Weymouth. 

Fairclough, David - always remembered as super-sub, especially after his goal as a sub against St.Etienne in the 1977 European cup quarter final at Anfield.  The boyhood Reds fan joined straight from school in 1974.  Although he scored numerous goals after starting games he is most widely remembered for the goals he scored coming off the bench.  He finally left the Reds in 1983 to join Toronto Blizzard after he failed to nail a place down as the first striker.  He now regularly presents on radio commentary for Liverpool matches. 

Fairfoul, Thomas - signed for the Reds ready for the 1913-14 season and will be most remembered for being suspended for match fixing by the FA in 1915.  Due to his age and the first world war the FA ban meant his career was over. 

Fairs Cup - the Reds took part in this competition, now known as the UEFA cup over four years.  Their best attempt was when they reached the semi-final in 1970-71.  They first took part in 1967-68. 

Ferguson, Robert - signed from Third Lanark in Scotland the defender went on to make 96 appearances for the Reds but lost the end of his career to the first world war. 

Ferns, Phil - Managed just twenty-eight games for the Reds in the mid sixties.  The majority of his appearances were at full back in the 1963-64 season. 

Ferri, Jean-Michel - signed by Gerard Houllier in December 98 the midfielder failed to make the grade at Anfield and only made two sub appearances before returning to France for £1.5 million in August 99. 

Finnan, Steve - signed in 2003 close season from Fulham. 

Finnerhan, Patrick - Played eight times for the Reds in the 1897-98 season.  He originally signed for the Reds from Manchester City back in June 1894. 

Finney - made two appearances for the Reds in the FA Cup of 1945-46. 

Fitsimmon - Managed a single game in the 1938-39 season. 

Fitzpatrick, Harold - Scored two goals in his four games for the Reds in the 1907-08 season after signing from Luton Town. 

Fleming, George - Played 83 times for the Reds in the early 1900's.  His debut came in the 1901-02 season against Sunderland and after playing infrequently the following season got himself back into the team for the two seasons after that before losing his place again. 

Floodlights - the Reds' first set of floodlights came in 1957 at a cost of £12,000.  They were first switched on for a friendly with Everton which the Reds won 3-2.  When new UEFA laws were introduced the Reds moved the lights onto the roof of the main stand and the Kemlyn road stand which is now the centenary stand.  The floodlights failed for the Newcastle United match in 2002 and the kick off was postponed for thirty minutes. 

Foley, Michael - Reds Irish youth international has progressed through the ranks and was rewarded with a squad number in summer 2002, 

Footballer of the Year - the Reds have often put candidates forward for the player of the year in its two guises and has been won on ten occasions by the football writers and four times by the players.  Robbie Fowler, Michael Owen and Steven Gerrard have won the young player of the year award. 

Forshaw, Dick - inside forward who provided great assistance to Harry Chambers up front as well as scoring plenty of goals himself.  He managed 36 goals across the championship seasons of 1921-22 and 1922-23.  He later went on to bag 27 in 32 games during the 1925-26 season yet found himself sold to Everton at the end of the next season. 

Fowler, Robbie - scouser Fowler burst on to the scene against Fulham in the League cup by scoring before bagging five in the return leg.  He then went on to become one of the best strikers in the premiership.  He was brought through the ranks at Anfield despite growing up a blue and scored goals for fun at the Reds but injury problems hampered him for his final three years at the club.  He finally left in 2001 to join Leeds for a fee of around £11 million. 

Foxall, Abraham - Signed from Gainsborough Town in 1899 but managed just one game against Derby County at Anfield in the 1899-00 season. 

Friedel, Brad - joined the Reds for £1 million on Christmas Eve 1997 when his work permit was finally granted.  He never got straight into the team though and after a few appearances was dropped and never really pushed hard for a first team place and was often overlooked as well by Roy Evans. 

Furnell, Jim - signed from Burnley in 1962 as a keeper with potential he ended up being understudy to Tommy Lawrence for the short period he was at the club.  He left for Arsenal after only a year and twenty-eight appearances. 
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Garcia, Sanz Luis - Signed from Barcelona for £6 million in the summer of 2004-05. He got off to a good start scoring a few vital early goals. 

Gardner, Tom - Played just five games for the Reds during the 1929-30 season. He replaced Tom Morrison in th defence for five consecutive games but never played again. 

Garner - Played five games over two seasons starting in 1924-25. 

Garside, James - Played five games between the 1904-05 season and the next one. 

Gayle, Howard - Toxteth born Gayle was rarely used at the Reds as he occupied the same position that Kenny Dalglish had claimed his own.  Up against the world class forward Gayle was restricted in his appearances.  He was the clubs first black player.  His star turn came in the European cup semi-final of 1981 when on as a sub, he ran the Munich backline ragged.  He only ever made five first team appearances and signed for Birmingham in 1983. 

Gayle, Mark - sat on the bench for three league games at Anfield without ever getting on. 

Geary, Fred - signed as a prolific scorer at Everton in 1895 he was one of the few players to have used Anfield as a home for both clubs.  He made 45 appearances and scored 14 goals near the end of his career and retired in 1899. 

Gerhadi, Hugh - played six times for the Reds.  The South African arrived and left in 1952. 

Gerrard, Steven - young Huyton born star of the current first team. Has come through the ranks at Anfield and from an early age showed signs of going all the way to the top. His debut came in November 1998 against Celta Vigo. Now an established member of the team he was voted Young player of the year by the PFA in 2001. He was handed the Reds captaincy under Gerard Houllier and moved on to another level with his game at that point. 

Gilhespy, Cyril - Managed 3 goals in just nineteen appearances for the Reds in the early 1920's. 

Gillespie, Gary - signed in 1983 from Coventry Gillespie was a cool centre back.  however it wasn't until 1986 that he became a regular partner to Alan Hansen.  The partnership conceded just 24 goals in the 1987-88 season.  By the time he joined Celtic in 1991 he had made 161 appearances for the Reds. 

Gilligan, Sam - Played 41 games for the Reds and managed 16 goals in his time at Anfield. His best season with the Reds was 1911-12 when he managed 11 of his goals in 24 games. 

Givens, J - managed just ten games over two season and scored three goals. All the goals came in the 1893-94 season. 

Glassey - managed four goals in just nine appearances with eight of these being in the 1935-36 season. 

Glover, John - Played in sixty games for the Reds in all but never scored. 

Goals - the Reds have scored eleven goals in one match before against Stromgodset. Those goals were scored by nine different players. The Reds biggest league win was a 9-0 thrashing of Crystal Palace in 1989. Ian Rush has scored the most goals for the Reds with a total of 339 in his career with Roger Hunt scoring the most goals in the league. In one league season Roger Hunt has scored the most goals with 41 and across all competitions Ian Rush holds the record with 48. The most goals in one game was by Don Welsh who hit 6 whilst guesting for the club in the second world war. A number of players have scored five in one game for the Reds - Tom Miller was the first in 1892 against Fleetwood, Andy Mcguigan in 1901 against Stoke, John Evans against Bristol Rovers in 1954, Ian Rush against Luton in 1983 and Robbie Fowler against Fulham in 1993. 

Goddard, Arthur - signed from Glossop North End he went on to make 380 appearances for the Reds between 1902 and the outbreak of the first world war. He then moved on to join Cardiff City where he played until 1920. 

Goldie, Archie - part of the famous 1895 'team of macs'.  A strong defender who remained at the Reds until 1901, by which time he had played 150 games and scored one goal. 

Goldie, Bill - brother of Archie, joined the Reds two years after Archie he was a wing-half who was a part of the Reds first ever championship side in 1901.  Played 174 games for the Reds and for one FA disciplinary had to take along an interpreter for his scottish accent. 

Goode, B - scored one goal in his seven appearances for the Reds. 

Gordon, Patrick - Played thirty times for the Reds and managed eight goals in his time with his main season being 1893-94. 

Gorman, James - scored just the once in twenty three appearances in the mid 1900's. 

Gracie, Tom - Reds striker just prior to the first world war.  Signed from Everton in 1912 he went on to play thirty two games for the Reds and score five goals. 

Graham, Bobby - signed as an apprentice by Bill Shankly in 1961.  He made his Reds debut in 1964 and scored a hat-trick but across eleven years at the club he only managed 96 games and 31 goals.  His best season was when he scored 21 in 51 during the 1969-70 season. 

Gray, Alfred - played just a single game in the 1928-29 season. 

Grayer, F - played just one game in the 1913-14 season. 

Great Britain - there have been a number of GB teams over the time the Reds have existed and some players have managed to play for them as well. Billy Liddell played for both Great Britain teams against the rest of the world in 1947 and 1955. Arthur Berry and Joe Dines also played for the amateur Great Britain side in the olympics back in the early 1900s. 

Great Eastern - the giant flagpole found at Anfields kop end was actually the top mast from the Great Eastern ship which was one of the first ever iron ships. It originates from the start of the century. The club came by it when they were looking for a flagpole and with the ship being broken up at nearby Rock Ferry they decided to purchase it. 

Green, T - scored one goal in seven appearances for the Reds at the start of the 1900's 

Griffin, Michael - managed just four games for the Reds with three of them coming in the 1907-08 season. 

Griffiths, Harry - managed six games for the Reds across three seasons. 

Grobbelaar, Bruce - the clown prince from Zimbabwe signed for the Reds in 1981 from Vancouver Whitecaps.  He replaced the departing Clemence in goal and went on to become the Reds main keeper right through the 80's.  He will always be remembered for the wobbly leg act in the 1984 penalty shoot-out with AS Roma in the European cup final.  Since his career has concluded he has become mixed up in allegations of match-fixing but these have been unproven as yet. 

Gudnasson, Haukur Ingi - joined the Reds from Iceland but never made the final step up into the first team side.  He did make it on to the bench on one occasion though. 

Gunson, Gordon - signed from Wrexham and played between 1929 and 1933 with his best season being 1931-32.  In all he scored 26 goals in 87 appearances. 

H 

Hafekost, Charles - played a single game in the 1914-15 season for the Reds after signing from Gillingham. 

Haigh, Jack - scored three goals in just eleven appearances for the Reds at the star of the 1950s.  He was signed from Gainsborough Town in November 1949 and scored his three goals in just eight appearances during the 1950-51 season but went on to play just three other games the following season. 

Hall, Brian - little bamber signed by Bill Shankly.  Born in Glasgow he was a graduate from Manchester University when he signed.  Made his first team breakthrough in the 1970-71 season and won league medals, uefa cup and FA Cup medals during his time in the side.  After losing his place in 1976 he left the club only to return some years later where he can still be found as the clubs PR head. 

Hamann, Dietmar - German international signed from Newcastle in the summer of 1999 for £8 million. The player has become a regular part of the Reds central midfield and is very effective in his role just in front of the back four. 

Hancock, Edmund - Signed from Gainsborough Town in January 1931 he went on to make just nine appearances in the 1931-32 season, scoring twice. 

Hannah, Andrew - played for the Reds after their formation in 1892.  One of the few players to call Anfield their home ground for two teams after he once played for Everton.  He managed 44 games for the Reds in total across two seasons. 

Hannah, David - cousin of Andrew he also played in the 1809s although didn't sign until 1894.  Across three seasons he scored 13goals in 33 games. 

Hansen, Alan - One of the greatest Reds defenders ever for the Reds.  He was signed for just £100,000 in 1977 and broke through to become a regular in 1978-79.  He was the double winning captain in 1986.  He battled back from a knee injury to skipper the Reds to their last league championship in 1990 but retired soon after.  He is now a TV pundit for match of the day.  See ex-players section. 

Hanson, Alfred - the winger signed in 1931 and across seven years at the club he made 152 appearances for the Reds and scored 52 goals.  The local born player was Gordon Hodgsons main goal supplier in his time and he won international caps with England.  He left to manage South Liverpool in 1938. 

Hardy, Sam - One of the Reds great keepers of all time.  Signed in 1905 for £500 he made some 239 appearances for the Reds.  In his first season with the Reds he conceded just 26 goals as the Reds won the league.  He won 21 England caps in his spell with the Reds as well.  Died in 1966. 

Harkness, Steve - signed by Kenny Dalglish in July 89 from Carlisle United. Harky was a tough tackling left back who never fully established himself in the team and was regularly found on the sidelines. After his best run in the team at the heart of a three man back-line he suffered a broken leg and never regained his best form. He was bought by Graeme Souness when he was at Benfica and has since returned to England to play at Blackburn Rovers. 

Harley, Jim - played for the Reds between 1935 and 1948, with the second world war breaking his career in half.  Broke into the side in 1937-38 he became regular before the war.  He was sent off in the Reds final game before the war.  Injury halted his career after the war but by then he had made 133 appearances for the Reds. 

Harrington - played four league games in the 1920-21 season for the Reds but failed to score. 

Harrison, Wayne - signed from Oldham Athletic in January 1985 for a then record teenage fee of £250,000.  After serving some time in the reserves he was hopeful of making the breakthrough to the first team but injury struck him down and he never played again.  A few years later after being forced to retire from the game he was granted a testimonial game between the Reds and Oldham. 

Harrop, Jim - centre half who joined the Reds in 1907 and over five years played 139 goals and bagged four goals. 

Harrower, Jimmy - signed from Hibs in 1958, it was hoped he would be a great player.  He managed 105 games with 22 goals in his time at the club before Shanks sold him off to Newcastle. 

Harston, Ted - played five league games in the 1937-38 season for the Reds and scored on three times after signing from Mansfield Town.  Four of his five games came in the first four games of the season with his three goals coming in the first two games. 

Harthill, Ted - signed from Everton in January 1936 he made just five appearances for the Reds in the 1935-36 season but never played on a winning Reds side. 

Hartley, Abraham - Signed from Everton in December 1897 he managed 12 games for the Reds and one goal.  Five of his appearances cam in the FA Cup but after playing in only 1897-98 he never played again for the Reds. 

Hat-tricks - the Reds most famous hat-trick hero is Jack Balmer. In 1946 he was to hit a hat-trick in three consecutive games. The first came against Portsmouth, then Derby and finally Arsenal. Robbie Fowler scored a hat-trick inside four and half minutes against Arsenal in 1995. See sep section 

Hateley, Tony - signed for a then record £97,000 from Chelsea he arrived with great expectations of him.  In his first full season he grabbed 27 goals in 52 goals.  However the Reds play went awol with him in the team as the play was directed long towards him.  In his second season Hateley was injured and it wrecked his Reds career and he was the player used to generate the money to buy Alun Evans in 1968. 

Heggem, Vegard - signed from Rosenborg in 1998 he played down the right hand side for the Reds in a number of games and scored a few goals. Sadly he has also suffered injury woe whilst at the Reds and finally after scoring 3 goals in 65 appearances conceded defeat at the end of his contract in 203 and joined Rosenborg on a non-contract basis. 

Heighway, Steve - Big bamber was the Reds first Irish international.  Signed in 1970 after being spotted playing for Skelmersdale United at the age of 22 he went on to become a Reds regular down the wing.  He was a key member of Shanks' second great team and won a host of medals whilst at the Reds including european cup medals.  He finally left for a career in America in 1981.  He had made some 469 appearances for the Reds by this time.  He was invited back to manage the Reds' youth policy in 1989 and since the foundations were laid they have started to bear fruit in terms of players such as Robbie Fowler, Michael owen and Steven Gerrard. 

Henchoz, Stephane - unsung hero at the heart of the Reds back line. He was signed in the summer of 99 from Blackburn Rovers and after initial injury problems has formed a great pairing with Sami Hyypia. He signed for £3.75 million. 

Henderson, Hugh - signed from Third Lanark in October 1894 he went on to make just two appearamnces for the Reds. 

Henderson, David H - Signed from Kings Park, Stirling in 1893 he went on to play 32 games for the Reds and scored 12 goals including two in two games in the FA Cup. 

Henderson, James - Signed in September 1893 he only ever made one appearance for the Reds. 

Henderson, Alistair - Joined the Reds in 1931 and made 5 appearances in his first season but failed to score. After a season in the reserves the Scotsman joined Clapton Orient wherehe made 18 league appearances and 3 cup appearances.. 

Heskey, Emile - signed from Leicester City for £11 million in March 2000.  Since his move he became a first team regular and made well over 100 appearances. Despite that though the player was just not consistet enough in the end and was sold to Birmingham City in May 2004 for a fee that could rise to £6.25m. 

Hewitt, Charlie - managed six goals in just sixteen appearances during the 1907-08 season after signing from Tottenham Hotspur. 

Hewitt, Joe - his career at the Reds stretched across 60 years after signing back in 1903.  He managed to play 164 games for the Reds and bagged 69 goals.  Although he left the Reds in 1910 he returned a year later to take up a coaching role with the Reds.  Sadly he passed on in 1971. 

Heydon, Jack - played 67 times for the Reds although never scored with his best season being 1951-52. 

Heysel - scene of a tragedy involving Liverpool fans on May 29 1985. 39 Juventus fans were killed after a wall collapsed following fighting on the terraces. The tragedy will place a black mark on the club forever and let us hope similar scenes are never seen again. May the 39 fans rest in peace. 

Hickson, Dave - signed from Everton in 1959.  It was met with anger on both sides of Stanley Park with Reds frowning upon the signing of a blue whilst the blues frowned upon selling a player to the Reds.  He proved to be the last signing for Phil Taylor.  The player didn't meet with Shankly's idea of what he wanted and after just 60 games and 37 goals he was sold on. 

Hignett, A - played just a single game for the Reds during the 1907-08 season.  The Reds won that particular game 1-0 against Sunderland. 

Hignett, Alan - played in the last game of the 1964-65 season for the Reds but never played again. 

Hillsborough - scene of the worst tragedy in british footballing history when 96 Liverpool fans lost their lives at an FA Cup semi final. The tragic events unfolded on the 15th April 1989 and those people involved have never been brought to rights. See separate section for more. 

Hoare, Joseph - played seven times during the 1903-04 season but failed to score after signing from Southampton. 

Hobson, Alfred - managed 28 games for the Reds in goal either side of the war.  25 of his appearances came in the 1936-37 season. 

Hodgson, David - signed at the start of the 1982-83 season from Middlesbrough he cam up against Dalglish and Rush for a place.  He made only 47 appearances at Anfield before joining Sunderland a year later for  around a quarter of the fee he joined for. 

Hodgson, Gordon - one of the Reds greatest strikers of all time.  He was signed after being spotted playing for South Africa although later went on to play for England.  He was a prolific scorer for the Reds and held the scoring records at the club until the 60s.  His best season was 1930-31 when he scored 36 goals.  In total he scored 240 goals in just 378 games.  Sadly his exploits came at the time the rest of the team were not as good and he didn't win any silverware.  He died in 1951. 

Holden, A - managed just two games in two season just prior to the first world war for the Reds. 

Holmes, John - managed some forty four games in all for the Reds but always found himself being used as cover in the main.  Originally signed from Preston North End. 

Hood - played three league games in the 1937-38 season nut never scored. 

Hooper, Mike - understudy to Bruce Grobbelaar at the end of the 80s and number one at the start of the 90s.  He was signed from Wrexham in 1985 but his best run of games was 17 in 1988-89.  After attempting to win a regular place and being dropped regularly he finally left to join Newcastle in 1995. 

Hopkin, Fred - remembered for setting Anfield alight after the first of his eleven goals at the club.  Just after his first goal the main stand caught fire.  Joined the Reds from Man United and went on to play 359 league games for the Reds.  He was a member of the teams that won back to back championships in 1922 and 1923.  Died in 1970. 

Houghton, Ray - very under-rated member of the Reds dream team of 1988, he was signed for £825,000 from Oxford United.  He played on the right of midfield and gave 100% every game.  He was very industrious and gave the midfield great balance.  He stayed with the Reds until 1992 when Graeme Souness sold him to Aston Villa. 

Houlding, John - the founder of Liverpool Football Club. After a dispute between Everton and the rent for Anfield the club was founded and called Liverpool. He was known by many as 'Honest John'. 

Houllier, Gerard - current manager of the Reds. He arrived from France in a joint partnership with then manager Roy Evans. Houllier had been the technical director of the French national team until the world cup win when he stood aside. He started his career as a teacher and part of his time was spent at Alsop school in Liverpool. After taking up coaching in the 70s he took one of his sides - Noeux les Mines from the french fifth division to the second in consecutive seasons. He became Lens manager in 1982 before moving on to Paris St Germain. He became involved at a national level in 1988 before taking over fully in 1992 but failed to get France to qualify for the 94 world cup. He took sole control of Liverpool after Roy Evans resigned in November 1998. Despite winning a cup treble in 2000-01 Houllier never quite movd the club to the title and i the summer of 2004 he left the club to be replaced by Rafael Benitez. 

Howe, Fred - signed from Hyde United he went on to make 94 appearances for the Reds and even managed thirty six goals.  1935-36 was his best season but just two season later found his place too much to hold down. 

Howell, Rabbi - signed in 1898 from Sheffield United he was hampered by injury at the Reds and made very few appearances for the Reds. 

Hughes, Abel - made just a solitary appearance for the Reds during the 1893-94 season. 

Hughes, Emlyn - crazy horse was a Bill Shankly signing in 1967 as a nineteen year old.  He was captain of the Reds first two european cup winning sides.  A great Reds player of his time he won stacks of medals for the club but after writing columns for a newspaper he has received a less than welcoming return to the club.  He regularly seemed to put the club down and this has hurt many ex-players as well as fans. 

Hughes, James - 47 games and two goals between the 1903-04 season and 1907-08 season. 

Hughes, Laurie - long term servant for the Reds when he made 326 appearances over 15 seasons but is most remembered as the player who was brought in to replace Bob Paisley for the 1950 FA Cup final. 

Hunt, Roger - One of the Reds greatest ever players and nicknamed Sir Roger by the fans on the kop.  He made his debut in the 1959-60 season in which he scored 23 in 38.  His best ever season was 1961-62 when he scored an incredible 42 goals in 46 games.  he is the Reds record league goalscorer to this day.  Profiled elsewhere on the site. 

Hunter, Sailor - managed thirteen goals in just 44 appearances for the Reds between 1899 and 1902. 

Hunter, T - played just five games for the Reds between 1899 and 1902. 

Hunter, William - played just the one game for the Reds away at Preston North End and failed to score. 

Hutchison, Don - signed from Hartlepool United for £175,000 by Kenny Dalglish in 1990. However he didn't make his debut until the1992-93 season under Graeme Souness. A tough tackling midfielder he had lots of promise but his off-field antics put paid to his career and he left the club during the 1994-95 season. 

Hysen, Glenn - signed in 1989 to play alongside Alan Hansen he was impressive to begin with.  His main asset however turned out to be Hansen himself as he seemed to lose his confidence without him around and was stripped of the captaincy under Souness before returning to Sweden. 

Hyypia, Sami - centre back of extreme quality at the heart of the Reds defence. Joined the Reds from Willem II in the summer of 1999 and has gone on to become player of the season in his first year with the Reds. Cool and calm on the ball he has made the position his own and his partnership with Henchoz continues to go from strength to strength.  Current club vice-captain. 

I 

Ince, Paul - Signed for the Reds in time for the 1997-98 season.  He cost £4.2 million from Inter Milan of Italy and was thought at the time to be the final piece of Roy Evans jigsaw having seen a gap develop in the centre of midfield.  Ince did bring some steel to the midfield which had been lacking but he also brought his attitude with him which proved his final downfall after Gerard Houllier took control of the management at the club.  Ince captained the side throughout his career with the Reds but he often failed to live up to his reputation in the so-called lesser games yet when it came to his old club along theM62 at Manchester he thought he was the best.  When Houllier took sole control of managing the club he put Ince up for sale to enable him to put the club first rather than any individuals.  This was a sad case of Ince which he has continued to show and he showed his bitterness after he left the club when he bad mouthed the management after his transfer. 

Inter City Fairs Cup - This was essentially the predecessor to the UEFA cup.  Liverpool took part in it on four separate occasions - 1967-68, 1968-69, 1969-70 and 1970-71.  It was the final year they did best in when they reached the semi finals before losing to Leeds United.  They also lost in 1968-69 on the toss of a coin to Athletic Bilbao.  This reversed the decision that went in the favour in the European cup in the 1964-65 season. 

Internationals - The international scene has always played a strong point in the Reds existence.  The very first international from Liverpools ranks was Harry Bradshaw who played for England in 1897.  Ian Rush has achieved the most caps whilst at the club with his 67 caps for Wales.  Meanwhile Anfield has played host to a fair few important international matches including games in Euro96.  One of the most remembered games was in 1977 when Scotland and Wales played a world cup decider at Anfield.  The scots won the game 3-0 and Dalglish, Toshack and Joey Jones all played on their home turf for their respective teams.  The very first international game played at Anfield was and England Ireland match in 1889.  England have played at Anfield in full internationals in 1905, 1922, 1926, 1931 and during WW2. Three under age or B games have also been staged at Anfield.  Finally the Euro96 play off game between Ireland and Holland was played at Anfield before some of the actual games of Euro96 were played there also. 

Ireland, Bob - Managed just one game for the Reds way back in the 1930-31 season.  It was against Grimsby on boxing day 1930 with the Reds drawing 1-1 

Irvine, Alan - Joined the Reds in 1986 from Falkirk but failed to force his way into the first team.  After two sub appearances he returned to Scotland with the Reds making a £25,000 profit on the sale. 

Irwin, Colin - Local born left back who only managed to play 26 games for the Reds before signing for Swansea, whom he captained.  Scored three goals for the Reds before his move just prior to the 1981-82 season.  His career was curtailed through injury. 

J 

Jackson, Brian H- one of the most expensive teenagers of his time, in the 50s.  Signed at the age of 18 from Leyton Orient for £7,000 he scored on his debut.  His best season was the relegation one of 1953-54 but was too inconsistent for the Reds at a time when the team was struggling and was sold on to Port Vale in 1958 for £3000. 

Jackson, G - played for Liverpool reserves during the 1953-54 season but never broke in to the first team. 

Jackson, Jimmy (the Parson) -  signed from Aberdeen in 1925 he combined his play with spiritual study.  He went on to captain the Reds among his 224 games for the Reds.  He was also remembered for officiating WC McConnell's, Liverpool chairman, funeral. 

James, Norman Leslie - played just eight league games for the Reds in three seasons as a centre back.  Made his debut towards the end of the 1930-31 season and went on to play six more games that season but after not playing the following season made his final appearance midway through the 1932-33 season. 

James, David - Reds keeper signed from Watford as a replacement for Bruce Grobbelaar in 1992 for £1 million. A keeper of great potential had a tough time at the Reds and under non impressive guidance at his game failed to reach his potential. His confidence disappeared towards the end of the 1996-97 season with the Reds and it simply never returned. The defence in front of him wasn't the best but he gave it no extra confidence either. Finally in the summer of 1999 he was sold on to Aston Villa. He has since continued to make similar mistakes along the road. 

James, John - played reserve team football for the Reds during the seventies but never made the move up to the first team. 

Jeffers, John Joseph - played reserve team football between 1985-86 and 1988-89 but never moved on to the first team. 

Jeffreys, Michael - trialist for the Reds in 1992-93 and played for the reserve side but never made it. 

Jenkinson, William - played thirteen games for the Reds in the 1919-20 season straight after the first world war but all his games were at the start of the season. He had played for the Reds during the war. He also played cricket for Bootle. 

Jewell, Paul - played well for the reserve side between 1981-82 and 1984-85 but never made it to the first team. He finally moved on and has later gone into management. 

Johnsen, ? - goalkeeper who played twice for the reserves in February 1999 but failed to make any great impact after that. 

Johnson, David - started his career with Everton in 1969 but signed for the Reds in 1976 from Ipswich whom he had joined four years earlier.  His best form came with Dalglish between the years of 1978 and 1980.  In this time he managed 45 goals in 89 games.  After the European cup final win in 1981 his days became numbered as Ian Rush forced his way into the team. 

Johnson, Dick - signed for Liverpool in January 1920 and made one appearance that season.  He missed the majority of the league winning side of 1921-22 but did return to play a major role in the team that retained the league in 1922-23. Hampered by knee trouble though he later moved on to Stoke City. 

Johnson, Michael - played for the reserves in the 1995-96 season but never made any further step at the Reds. 

Johnson, Thomas - signed at the end of his career at the age of 34 in 1934 he managed just 37 games for the Reds but did score eight goals before leaving for Darwen. 

Johnson, ? - played reserve team football in the 1989-90 season. 

Johnston, Craig - the famous  South African star who was signed by Bob Paisley from Middlesbrough in 1981 for just £580,000.  He operated down the right wing in the main for the Reds and his energy was also plain to see.  Johnston will always be remembered as the Reds other scorer in the 1986 cup final win over Everton.  He battled his way back into favour with the Reds after falling out of favour a bit under Joe Fagan before retiring from the game in 1987-88 to look after his sister in Australia.  He has since been an integral part in the development of the Adidas Predator boot. 

Johnston, Robert - played for the reserves in 1971-72. 

Jones, Alan P. - A decent centre back for the Welsh schoolboy side he actually converted to being a full back at Liverpool but his chances were limited at Anfield. Having made his debut as a teenager he went on to play just five times in total for the Reds and later joined Brentford in 1963 where he had a better career. 

Jones, Barry - played twice as a sub for the Reds in Europe during the 1991-92 UEFA Cup campaign. 

Jones, Bill - grandfather of Rob Jones who also played for the Reds.  Came to Anfield just prior to the second world war and made his debut after it.  He won the Military Medal during the war.  He played 26 times in the Reds championship side in 1946-47 before going on to make 278 appearances in total alongside 17 goals.  He left the club in 1954 to become player manager at Ellesmere Port but later returned to the Reds as a scout in the 60s and 70s. 

Jones, Charles - apprentice at the Reds and played for the reserves during 1970-71. 

Jones, Eifion - played eleven times for the reserves during the 1999-00 season for the Reds but having progressed through the academy never made the grade at Anfield. 

Jones, Harold - made a single appearance for the Reds during the 1953-54 season which the Reds lost 4-0 and was given a free transfer. He joined Rhyl. 

Jones, H - amateur who played a single game for the Liverpool reserve side in 1959-60 season 

Jones, Jason - goalkeeper for the reserves in the late fifties but never made it to the first team. 

Jones, Joey - left back famous forever in the clubs history as the man behind the banner. A tough tackling player he gave his all for the club in his short career before moving on to Wrexham. Jones joined the club in July 1975 from Wrexham but his best season for the Reds came in 1976-77 when he played every game. He left the club in September 1978. The famous banner shown at the 1977 European cup final though was in honour of the player. It read "He ate the frogs legs, he made the Swiss roll, and now he's munchin' Gladbach". The banner can now be seen in the Anfield museum. 

Jones, John - played just four times for the Reds in the 1924-25 season in place of Elisha Scott. 

Jones, Lee - Signed by Graeme Souness in 1994 he was a pacy striker with potential. However after a long time in the reserves he never really made the grade and appeared only as a sub on four occasions. He was finally sold to Tranmere in 1997. 

Jones, Mervyn - signed from Bangor in November 1951 he went on to make just five appearances for the Reds over the next two season but never scored. 

Jones, Paul - signed on a moth's loan deal when the Reds were reduced to one keeper. He played in two games for the Reds and kept a clean sheet in one of them. He left his loan deal early though when he moved to join Wolves on a longer term deal. 

Jones, Raymond - an apprentice signed in April 1976 he only ever played reserve team football for the Reds. 

Jones, Rob - perhaps one of the greatest right backs in the clubs history but sadly injury plagued his career and he has since retired. Signed by Graeme Souness as a nineteen year old from Crewe and thrown straight in at the deep end against Manchester United but looked world class from the off. Was called up to play for England in his very first season and was destined to be around for years but fate proved cruel to him. He suffered from serious shin splints and back trouble which proved his career downfall. Upon returning to near fitness in 1998 he turned down a new Reds contract and moved to West Ham but injury again set in and he finally called time on his career. A sad loss to the game. 

Jones, Ron - signed from Wrexham in March 1938 he managed just five appearances for the Reds and scored one goal.  Even before the war broke out he was only a squad player though. 

Jones, R.T. - played reserve team football in 1954-55 but never made it to the first team. 

Jowitt, C - managed just a single game for the Reds during the 1896-97 season in goal. 

Juventus - the Reds were playing Juventus on the night of the Heysel tragedy. 38 Juve fans and one Liverpool fan died that night after violence on the terraces and very poor ground control. The ground was also very unsuitable for the European Cup Final in May 1985. May all those Juve fans rest in peace. 
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Kane, Stanley - signed from Birmingham City in 1935 he went on to make just six appearances for the Reds in two seasons. 

Kaye, Harold - managed just one league and one cup appearance for the Reds just after the second world war. 

Kay, George - Reds manager between the years of 1936 and 1951.  He was responsible for bringing players such as Bob Paisley and Billy Liddell to the club in his time.  He managed to win the league championship straight after the war in season 1946-47.  He was a very hard working man and his name should always be remembered as one of the best Reds managers. 

Keech, William - signed from Barnsley in 1895 he went on to make just six appearances in the 1895-96 season. 

Keegan, Kevin - one of the biggest bargains of all time for the club when he signed for just £35,000 from Scunthorpe in 1970.  He worked extremely hard at his game and his best partnership came with John Toshack in the 70s before he left in 1977 to join Hamburg and test his quality abroad.  Keegan was a huge fans favourite at the club although it was dampened slightly in 1976 when he announced that he would leave at the end of the 1976-77 season to go abroad.  The move came after he helped secure the European Cup in 1977 and so near to clinching the treble.  He was replaced with Kenny Dalglish and today Keegan is always welcomed back to the club with open arms. 

Keetley, Joe - managed three goals in his nine appearances for the Reds during the 1923-24 season after signing in November 1923 from Accrington Stanley. 

Kemp, Dirk - made just 32 appearances for the Reds between 1936 and 1940.  The war ultimately cost him his Reds career in the end and he later played at Southport. 

Kemlyn Road - this is now known by one and all as the Centenary stand at Anfield but for years it was the Kemlyn Road stand due to its location. The road itself no longer exists following the building of the new stand. The stand was first built in 1906, previously having been banking for terracing. The original stand stood for many years and it wasn't until 1963 that it became a large cantilever one. The Kemlyn Road stand though was knocked down as well as the street at the end of the 1991-92 season to make way for the huge two-tier centenary stand. 

Kennedy, Alan - barney rubble scored the winning goals in two european cup wins for the Reds.  Signed in 1978 for £330,000 from Newcastle after being on the losing side to the Reds in the 1974 cup final.  He made 247 appearances for the Reds in total and really should have been an England regular but for Southern Bias towards Kenny Sansom.  His two euro goals were the winning strike in 1981 against Real Madrid in the 1-0 win and the winning penalty in the shootout of 84 against Roma. 

Kennedy, Mark - signed as the first £2 million teenager in the country he had great potential but perhaps should have learnt his trade more at Millwall.  Didn't always get his opportunity at the Reds but had his attitude been better then he may well have gone on to be a Reds regular.  He left in 1998 to join Wimbledon and has since moved to Man City where he puts in some good performances but nothing like his true potential. 

Kennedy, Ray - a striker signed from Arsenal on the day Shankly resigned and later converted to a left sided midfielder.  Kennedy was perhaps one of the greatest midfielders ever.  He was an integral part of all the great Reds teams of the late 70s.  Scored some very crucial goals and set ones up as well.  He worked tirelessly in the midfield and often popped up at the edge of the bo with his old predatory striking instincts.  Sadly today he suffers from Parkinsons diseas which is a crying shame for a true great of Liverpool. 

Kerr, Neil - signed in June 1894 from Rangers he scored three times in his twelve appearances during the 1894-95 season. 

Kettle, Brian - played just three times for the Reds between 1975 and 1977 but could never force his way into the side with the emergence of Joey Jones at full back. 

Kewley, Kevin - made a single sub appearance for the Reds during the 1977-78 season. He left the club not long after to join Dallas Tornado for £18,000. 

Kinghorn, William - scored four in nineteen games during the 1938-39 campaign. 

Kippax, Peter - made one appearance in the 1948-49 season after signing from Burnley. 

Kirkland, Chris - Bought from Coventry City in the summer of 2001 along with Jerzy Dudek for around £5 million.  Kirkland has made just a couple of appearances so far but is very much a keeper for the future.  An England U21 international. 

Kop - The most famous terracing in the world. It is more commonly known as the Spion Kop - named after a battle over a hill in the Boer War. It is now known as the Kop grandstand - see Kop section for more. 

Kozma, Istvan - probably occupies most Reds fans worst elevens of all time.  Signed from Dunfermline for £300,000 he proved a costly mistake.  He rarely played for the Reds in his time and in 1993 a work permit application failed and he was allowed to return to Hungary. 

Kvarme, Bjorn Tore - signed by Roy Evans he started his career so well for the Reds before it went pear shaped.  His debut hinted at a great defender but sadly his confidence drained soon after and he finally left for St.Etienne in the summer of 1999. 

Kyle, Peter - signed from Clyde in 1899 he went on to play just five games for the Reds that season. 

L 

Lacey, Billy - the Irish international joined from Everton in 1912.  The deal to bring him to Anfield saw Tom Gracie and Harry Uren go the other way.  He stayed with the Reds until 1924 and played 257 games which included the two championship sides at the start of the 1920s. 

Lambert, Ray - the youngest player of his time to sign up for a league team when he joined the Reds at the age of 13.  However the war years meant he had to wait for his debut but he did play regularly in the 1946-47 championship side.  After he had played over 300 times for the Reds, he retired in 1956. 

Lane, Frank - understudy keeper to Ray Clemence he found his chances of playing restricted at the Reds and moved on at the end of the 1975 season. 

Lathom, George - joined the Reds in 1902 but only managed 18 games for the Reds.  Won the military cross from the Boer war and was a captain in the Royal Welsh Fusiliers.  He left the club in 1909. 

Lawler, Chris - the 'Silent Knight' was perhaps one of the best right backs the club has ever possessed.  He joined the Reds as a pro in 1960 and debuted two years later.  This proved to be his first appearance of 546 in all, spanning 12 years.  He won the league, FA Cup and UEFA Cup in his time in the side and was a great influence to the back line.  By the time he left in 1975 he had bagged some 61 goals which was impressive for a full back.  He worked later in his career with the Reds on the coaching staff but left during Kenny Dalglishs reign as manager. 

Lawrence, Tommy - the flying pig as nicknamed at the club was a great goalkeeper in the Reds backline.  He was signed in 1957 and was an Anfield regular between 1962 and 1970 when he was replaced by Ray Clemence.  He managed close on 400 appearances for the Reds in his time at the Reds before joining Tranmere and his bravery will be forever remembered. 

Lawrenson, Mark - one of the greatest ever centre backs and regularly finds himself in Reds all time great teams.  His partnership with Alan Hansen proved awesome.  Bob Paisley splashed out a then record £900,000 for the player in 1981 and it was money well spent.  he didn't always play at centre back for the Reds and his positions ranged from left back to midfield.  He had superb composure on the ball and after Phil Thompson retired he formed a great partnership with Hansen.  Sadly injury cut his career short to the age of 31 and has since taken up punditry for match of the day. 

Lawson, Hector - signed from Rangers in January 1924 he went on to play sixteen times for the Reds although failed to find the net once. 

Leavy, Herbert - signed from Plymouth Argyle in 1910 he made just five appearances during th 1910-11 season. 

Lee, Sammy - scouse born midfielder who was a tough tackling midget.  He was a hard working player who made the grade at Anfield through sheer hard work.  He made his first appearance in April 1978 against Leicester City and scored.  However he never really broke through fully until Jimmy Case retired in 1980-81.  After injury set in he left the club for QPR in 1986 and later on to Osasuna in Spain before returning to the Reds in a coaching role in 1992.  He is now one of the main first team coaches at Anfield as well as helping out for England under 21s. 

Leishman, Tommy - joined from St.Mirren early in the 1959-60 season.  He was a regular member of the team that secured promotion to the first division under Bill Shankly in 1961-62.  However, he only made 11 top flight appearances and Shankly let him go to join Hibs. 

Leonhardsen, Oyvind - a £4.5 million signing from Wimbledon in summer 1997.  The hard working midfielder never really got going in his Reds career and was rarely used in the right midfield or central position in which he was most comfortable.  Never at home on the left he was finally sold to Spurs just inside the 1999-2000 season. 

Lester, H - played just the twice for the Reds over two season back in 1911 through 13but never at Anfield. 

Lewis, Henry - local born striker who had an impressive strike rate for the Reds of 56 in 99 games before joining Hull in 1923.  He won a league championship medal in 1921-22. 

Lewis, Kevin - joined the Reds for a then record £13,000 from Sheffield United.  Started his career well with the Reds and helped them into the top flight in 1961-62.  After promotion though he lost his place and moved to Huddersfield before emigrating to South Africa at the age of 25. 

Liddell, Billy - saw the Reds nicknamed 'Liddellpool' in his time at the Reds. A hugely loyal servant to the club which sadly lost many great years to the second world war.  Scored on his debut after the war against Chester and went on to become an integral part of the club.  he was the inspiration behind the championship side of 1946-47.  He managed 537 games for the Reds and an exceptional 229 goals.  He retired from the game in 1961 and sadly died in 2001.  A definite Anfield Legend!  See individual profile. 

Lindsay, Alec - one of the Reds best ever left backs was signed from Bury in 1969 by Bill Shankly.  Made the left back slot his own from 1970 71 onwards.  Scored a magical goal in the 1974 Cup final but sadly it was disallowed for offside.  he made a total of 244 appearances for the Reds before leaving the Reds for Stoke in 1977. 

Lindsay, J - managed three goals in sixteen games for the Reds between 1928 and 1930. 

Lipsham, John - signed from Chester in 1906 he went on to make just three appearances during the 1906-07 season. 

Litmanen, Jari - Reds striker bought for free from Barcelona and used sparingly by the Reds despite his superb quality.  After very few appearances but a stay of a couple of years he moved on to re-join one of his former clubs - Ajax. 

Livermore, Doug - made just thirteen appearances between 1965 and 1970 for the Reds but later returned to become assistant manager to Roy Evans in 1995. 

Livingstone, George - Played 31 games in one season for the Reds following his purchase from Celtic.  He managed four goals as an inside-right player.  His move to the Reds came in 1902 but he moved on to Manchester City in 1903.  He managed two Scottish caps although these were with other clubs. 

Lloyd, Cliff - Signed for the Reds in 1936 but never actually played for them.  After the war he played for Fulham with whom he had guested during the war.  Became best known as secretary of the PFA between 1953 and 1982. 

Lloyd, Larry - signed from Bristol Rovers in 1969 as a potential replacement for Ron Yeats he had   Started his career with the Reds well before fading off and was sold to Coventry just prior to the 1974-75 season by Bob Paisley.  After a couple of years there he joined Nottingham Forest and went on to win the European cup with them. 

Lock, Frank - Signed from Charlton in December 1953 he went on to make just 41 league appearances for the Reds.  He joined with a Charlton team mate in an attempt to save the club from relegation but failed and finally moved on to Watford in June 1955. 

Longworth, Ephraim - the first Reds player ever to captain an England side.  He was a full back of great quality during the inter-war years.    He signed from Leyton in 1910 and spent 18 long years at Anfield.  He captained the side to back to back championships in 1921-22 and 1922-23.  After playing some 370 games for the Reds he moved on to the coaching side of things in 1928.  In his whole career though he never managed to score for the Reds. 

Low, Norman - managed just 13 league appearances for the Reds but did go on to scout for the club between 1965 and 1967. 

Lowe, Henry - signed from Gainsborough Trinity in 1911 after the Reds had played them.  He made a total of 122 appearances for the Reds with two goals but the total could have been far higher but for the first world war and injury.  He joined Nottingham Forest in 1920. 

Lowry, Tom - made a single appearance in the final game of the 1964-65 season to ensure others were fit for the FA Cup Final the following week. 

Lucas, Tom - Snapped up from Manchester United in 1916 the  St.Helens born player went on to play some 366 games for the club between 1919 and 1932.  He picked up a championship medal in 1922.  He missed the chance of another one the following season when he was kept out of the squad by Eph Longworth.  During his time at the Reds he managed to win England honours which included one in 1926 as captain.  He finally moved in in 1933 to join Clapton Orient. 

Lumsden, J - signed from Burton W in 1897 he managed two goals in eight games for the Reds throughout the 1897-98 season. 

M 

Macs - The famous team of Macs was the name given to the first ever Reds side.  The name was given to the side because so many of the team had surnames beginning Mac.  And even one of those Reds who didn't have such a surname was still born in Scotland. 

McAllister, Gary - Joined on a free transfer from Coventry City in time for the 2000-01 season.  After having some success in the season agreed a further years deal with the Reds.  Played a very important part in the winning of the Reds' treble.  He left at the end of the 2001-02 season to become player manager of Coventry City after making 87 red appearances and scoring 9 goals. 

McAteer, Jason - Joined the Reds as a midfielder for £4.5 million in September 1995.  His time at the Reds was however played out more as a right wing back under Roy Evans.  His stay at the Reds lasted some three and a half years before he was sold for £4million by Gerard Houllier.  The Birkenhead born player had found his chances at the club getting less and less without the use of a back five defence. 

McAvoy, Doug - Made just two appearances for the Reds across two season after the second world war. 

McBain, Neil - After making ten appearances all towards the end of the 1927-28 season he went on to make just two more the following season and never scored. 

McBride, John - Played over 50 games in the early Reds years and managed seven goals between the Reds' first ever season and their third when his appearances where sporadic. 

McCallum, D - Played just twice for the Reds in the 1902-03 season as cover in the defence. 

McCann, W - Made seventeen appearances for the Reds in goal during the 1894-95 season. 

McCarthy - Made just one appearance for the Reds in the 1893-94 season. 

McCartney, John - made just under 150 appearances for the Reds in defence and was on of the original Team of Macs.  He managed  five goals in his time at the Reds.  Originally signed from Paisley St.Mirren he went on to become a regular right half for the Reds. 

McConnell, John - He scored one goal in his fifty-three appearances for the Reds. 

McCowie, Andrew - Average a goal every three games in the league and just under overall during his time at Anfield.  He made his debut in the 1896-97 season tail. 

McDermott, Terry - Born in Kirkby but joined Bury as an apprentice.  He moved on through their ranks and made a number of appearances for them before moving on to join Newcastle United.  McDermott faced the Reds in the 1974 FA Cup Final and six months after the game signed for the Reds.  He went on to make over 300 appearances for the Reds and scored some 75 goals.  Two of his most remembered goals came against Spurs.  One at home and one away with the one at Anfield being one of the greatest Reds goals ever scored.  He won three European cup medals and became the first player to win both the football writers and players player of the year awards in the same season in 1980.  He finally re-joined Newcastle in 1983 for £100,000. 

McDevitt - Made just four appearances as defensive cover in the mid twenties. 

McDonald, John - In his three season at the Reds managed a total of 78 games and four goals for the Reds.  His debut came in the 1909-10 season and despite being a regular that season lost his place midway through the next. 

McDonald, Kevin - Bought from Leicester City in 1984 he never quite lived up to expectations as a replacement for Souness and after breaking his leg found his time limited at the Reds and finally returned to Leicester City. 

McDonnell, Peter - Reds back up keeper in the late seventies who never made it on to the pitch.  Was the reserve keeper in the 1977 European Cup win in Rome. 

McDougall, J - Played just seven games for the Reds before the first world war and scored one goal. 

McDougall, Jimmy - Played during the 1930s for the Reds after signing in 1928 from Partick Thistle.  McDougall captained both the Reds and Scotland during his spell here.  He played some 357 and even managed 12 goals.  He was part of what is regarded as one of the best half-back lines the Reds have ever had. 

McFarlane - Made just two appearances for the Reds across two seasons at the end of the twenties. 

McGarvey, Frank - The striker with such great promise who won two Scottish Caps during his spell here despite never playing for the first team.  He was regarded as a hot prospect when he signed in 1979 from St.Mirren for £250,000.  He eventually left the Reds and returned to Scotland for the same fee he arrived with by joining Celtic. 

McGuigan, Andy - Only ever made 35 appearances for the Reds across two season but was the first red to ever hit 5 in one game against Stoke City in January 1902.  He was also a member of the Reds' first ever championship side the previous season.  He joined the Reds from Hibs and after his spell at Anfield moved to Middlesbrough, Accrington Stanley and Exeter before returning to help coach the club.  During his coaching spell the Reds won two league titles in the early 1920s. 

McInnes, Jimmy - Originally joined the club as a player in 1938 from Third Lanark but his career was curtailed with the outbreak of war.  After the war he retired from playing and joined the Reds behind the scenes.  He was promoted to club secretary in 1955 which he occupied until his death by suicide ten years later. 

McKenna, John - The first ever Reds manager.  He combined his role as manager with being club secretary.  It was McKenna who carried out John Houldings request after the split of Everton to form a new team.  McKenna was born in Ulster in 1854 and moved to Liverpool at the age of nine.  After handing over the managers role to Tom Watson in 1896 he concentrated on the admin side of the club.  As a prominent businessman the club was in safe hands and he was a director of the club until 1922.  Between 1910 and his death in 1936 he was also President of the Football League.  This is the longest any president has ever served. 

McKinlay, Don - Captained the Reds to successive league titles in the early 1920s.  Born just outside Glasgow he was snapped up by the Reds as a youngster and went on to make some 433 appearances for the Reds and scored 34 goals.  His debut came near the end of the 1909-10 season and his final appearance didn't come until 1928.  His appearance record would have been even higher had it not been for the first world war.  Somehow he was only capped twice by Scotland despite captaining the Reds and being one of the finest players of his time. 

McKinney - Played three times in the 1920-21 season and bagged a goal on his debut. 

McLaughlin, John - Made a total of 55 appearances for the Reds with two of those as sub in the early seventies and also managed two goals.  His main season came in 1970-71. 

McLean, Duncan - One of the original Team of Macs he went on to make some 87 appearances and scored 6goals. 

McLean, Jimmy - Made just 29 appearances for the Reds towards the end of the 1890's although never scored. 

McLean, J - Made just 4 games and no goals in the 1903-04 season 

McLeod, Tommy - Managed seven games just after the second world war although they were split across three seasons. 

McMahon, Steve - Signed in September 1985 as Dalglish's first signing.  The player originally played for Everton but after leaving them for a spell at Aston Villa was tempted back to Liverpool and a place at Anfield.  Signed for just £350,000 he became the player who finally added that bit of extra steel to the midfield which had been lacking since the departure of Graeme Souness.  His career with the Reds brought him league and cup medals and he was the fulcrum to the midfield with his tough tackling but equally fine passing abilities.  McMahon is also remembered as the non playing Englishman in the cup winning side of 1986 - a team of non-English.  He was finally sold by Graeme Souness for £900,000 to Man City in 1991. 

McManaman, Steve - Liverpool born winger who played his way through the ranks and into the first team.  He began his first team career in the 91-92 season under Graeme Souness.  McManaman provided that extra bit of trickery to the wider areas of midfield and went on to become an integral part of the team of the 90s.  At one point under Roy Evans he virtually had the team built to suit his needs.  However, despite winning cup medals for the Reds he always stated his intent to test his ability abroad and after he allowed his contract to expire in 1999 he moved on to join Real Madrid where he then became a European Cup winner.  His red career saw him score 66 goals in 364 games. 

McMullan, David - Northern Ireland international who played just 21 times for the Reds after joining in 1925.  After three years at the club he left to join the New York Giants. 

McNab, Jock - Joined from Bellshill Athletic in 1919 and went on to win two league medals during his 2021appearances with the Reds.  He managed 6 goals for the Reds, all in the league before leaving to join QPR in 1928. 

McNamara, Tony - signed from Everton for £4,000 in December 1957-58 he went on to make just eleven appearances for the club and scored 3 goals. 

McNaughton, Harold - Signed for an undisclosed fee from Edinburgh St Bernards he only ever played one game in the 1920-21 season. 

McNulty, Tom - Signed from Manchester United in 1954 for £7,000.  McNulty played just 36 games across five seasons without scoring. 

McOwen, Bill - The English Mac in the team of the Macs.  The goalkeeper conceded just 16 goals in his first season as the Reds won the second division title of 1894.  He only played the solitary season for the Reds though and left to pursue a career in Dentistry. 

McPherson, Archie - Signed in November 1929 from Rangers he made over 133 appearances and scored 19 goals from his inside-forward position.  Five years after his arrival he moved on to play for Sheffield United and after his career managed Alloa Athletic. 

McPherson, William - Signed from St.Mirren during the 1906-07 season he made some 55 appearances for the Reds and scored seventeen goals across a couple of seasons. 

McQue, Joe - Original member of the team of Macs.  He joined the Reds in 1892 from Celtic.  He made 122 appearances in total and scored 12 goals despite being a centre-half.  He played in the Reds' first ever football match and also their first ever league match. 

McQueen, Hugh - Signed along with his brother Matt from Leith Athletic.  Hugh went on to make forty four appearances with the Reds and scored fourteen goals across some three season at the club. 

McQueen, Matt - The original play anywhere player.  McQueen made 87 appearances for the Reds including more than a dozen in goal.  Despite his ability to play up front he only ever managed one club goal.  Signed back in 1892 he played in all the Reds' first fixtures.  After retiring from the playing side of things in 1899 he took up the challenge of being a referee.  In 1918 he was appointed director of the Anfield club and five years later took over from David Ashworth as manager of the club.  He ensured they picked up the league championship that season but never quite got them back to that level.  He did however have a good eye for a player and he was responsible for the signing of Gordon Hodgson- the great Reds striker.  After finally retired through ill-health in 1928 and continued to Live in Kemlyn Road next to the ground. 

McRorie, Daniel - signed in November of the 1930-31 season from Morton he went on to make just 35 appearances and score six goals. 

McVean, Malcolm - Scorer of the Reds' first ever league goal way back in 1893.  A member of the team of Macs he was signed from Third Lanark and played on 102 occasions for the Reds, managing 28 goals. 

Main Stand - The stand was built in 1973 to replace the old timber stand and is the oldest of the current ground. 

Maloney, Joe - A fringe player who managed just twelve appearances for the Reds after his debut in 1952-53 season. 

Managers - Only 14 managers have been at the helm of the Anfield club.  Starting with John McKenna and W.E.Barclay way back in 1892 right through to today and Gerard Houllier.  See separate section 

Marathon - Anfield used to be the finishing line to the Liverpool marathon before and just after the second world war. 

Marsh, Mike - Local born player who made his first team breakthrough in 1991-92 season despite making a debut back in 1989.  Predominantly a midfielder he was often played in the defence as well,  He was eventually sold on to West Ham as part of an exchange deal for Julian Dicks. 

Marshall - Made just one appearance in goal way back in the 1901-02 season but conceded four goals against Everton. 

Marshall, R - Managed 21 games for the Reds and scored twice.  His main seasons work came in 1897-98 when he made 17 of his appearances. 

Matteo, Dominic - Spotted playing local football by then manager Kenny Dalglish.  After signing up for the club he came through the ranks before making his debut in 1993.  After form which took him in and out of the team he started playing a little more regular towards the end of the 90's but was allowed to join Leeds under Gerard Houllier. 

Matthews, Robert - Only ever made nine appearances for the Reds but did score four goals.  The centre forward joined from Welsh junior football and even managed to get capped by Wales in his time at the Reds before he moved on to join Bristol City. 

Meijer, Erik - Mad Erik joined the Reds on a free transfer from Bayer Leverkusen but in his limited number of appearances failed to score.  He was however a committed red and was seen in Dortmund celebrating the Reds' UEFA cup win in 2001.  He left the Reds after some loan deals in England to return to german football. 

Melia, Jimmy - Liverpool born inside forward.  He joined in 1953 and made a league debut two years later.  he went on to make 278 appearances for the Reds and scored 78 goals.  Due to timing his career with the Reds was mainly taking place in the second division and probably explains why he only won two England caps.  After helping the Reds to win the second division title in 1961-62 he lost his place and moved on to join Wolves for £55,000.  His later career included management which included taking Brighton to a cup final. 

Mellor, Neil - Reds striker who has starred at academy level and rewarded with a squad number in summer 2002.  Made his first Reds appearance in a pre-season friendly against Wolfsburg. 

Melwood - Home of the Reds' training ground. 

Metcalfe, Arthur - signed for just £150 from Newcastle United he was rather prolific in the games he played.  In total he bagged 28 goals in just 63 games. 

Michael, William - signed from Hearts in Scotland he scored four goals in his 23 games at the Reds. 

Miles, John - Young red midfielder who has progressed through the youth ranks to first team squad member.  He was awarded a squad number at the end of 2001 but is yet to play competitively for the Reds. 

Milk Cup - The Milk Cup was merely a sponsor for the League cup but the Reds won it for the first three years it was contested and subsequently kept the original trophy. 

Millar, Billy -  scored two goals in three appearances for the Reds during the 1928-29 season but that was his sum total with the Reds also. 

Miller, John - Brother of Tom Miller, below he made only eight appearances for the Reds. 

Miller, Tom - Joined the Reds in 1912 from Hamilton Academicals.  Came from a large footballing family including many playing brothers including John,  above.  Tom Miller though was the more successful with the Reds playing some 146 games for us and scoring 58 goals.  However he is also remembered as being one of the players caught up in the match rigging scandal of 1915. 

Milne, Gordon - Signed for £16,000 from Preston by Bill Shankly in August 1960.  He became a crucial member of the Reds' climb back to the top division.  He went on to play some 277 times for the Reds plus two sub appearances and scored 19 goals.  he stayed with the Reds until 1967 when he joined Blackpool for £30,000.  Since his playing days he has had managerial stints at Wigan, Coventry, Leicester and most recently at Besiktas in Turkey. 

Minshull, Ray - Played just 31 times for the Reds across four seasons after the second world war. 

Mitchell, Frank - signed for just £50 from Everton back in 1920 he went on to play just eighteen games for the Reds without scoring. 

Molby, Jan - Known simply as the Great Dane.  He became an adopted scouser early in his career as his pick up of the dialect was there to be seen by all.  He joined in 1984 and after initially struggling to adapt from his Ajax days went on to become a crucial midfielder for the Reds.  Despite his large frame his eye for a pass and goal were superb.  After winning numerous medals at the Reds as well as seeing a few transfer deals to sell him on collapse he made some 230 plus appearances for the Reds and scored 50 goals.  After leaving the Reds he has combined playing with management at Swansea and then later at Kidderminster Harriers. 

Molyneaux, Bill - played just one game for Liverpool in the 1964-65 season. 

Molyneux, John -   Full back who played some 249 games for the Reds and scored 3 goals.  He found himself playing second division football and after Shankly signed Gerry Byrne found his place under threat and joined Chester after the 1961-62 season. 

Money, Richard - Signed in May 1980 from Fulham he was a player of great potential but never quite made the grade at the Reds.  He made just seventeen appearances in a Reds shirt with two of them from the bench in the 1980-81 season but failed to hold a place down and finally moved on. 

Moran, Ronnie - Liverpool born man who  first went to Anfield in 1951 and didn't retire until 1998.  he made his league debut for the Reds in 1952 and went on to play some 379 games for the Reds and scored 16 goals.  His playing days were mainly in the second division but was part of the squad that won promotion to the first division and after a couple of seasons there he hung up his boots.  He became a member of the boot-room before becoming reserve team trainer in 1972.  He later moved up through the ranks to be first team coach at the club as well.  After the resignation of Dalglish he took charge of the first team but never had the luck of results which may have kept him at the top.  he continued to work as a coach though under Souness and evans. 

Morgan, Hugh - Joined from St.Mirren in 1898 and managed to score 18 goals in just 69 appearances as an inside left.  He won a Scottish cap whilst at the Reds before moving to Blackburn in 1900. 

Morris, Fred - signed for £7,000 from Mansfield Town he managed fourteen goals in just forty-eight games for the Reds over three seasons. 

Morris, Richard - Managed just 39 games for the Reds and five goals in his time at the Reds.  A Welsh international he joined Leeds from the Reds. 

Morrissey, Johnny - scorer of six goals in 37 games for the Reds at the end of the 50's 

Morrison, Bryce - secretary of the club 

Morrison, Tom - He joined in November 1927 from St.Mirren for £4,000.  he played at half-back on 254 occasions for the Reds managing four goals in his time. 

Muir, Alex - Signed from Lochgelly he played just four times in the 1947-48 season at Anfield. 

Murdoch, Bobby - Played for the Reds between 57 and 59 and scored 7 in 19 games. 

Murphy, Danny - Signed in the summer of 1997 he has come back from the brink of leaving the club to establish himself as a first team regular under Gerard Houllier.  Signed from Crewe for £3 million, the midfielder he has played well over 100 games for the Reds and notched some important goals.  After poor effort and form he was threatened with a transfer from the club but proved his worth to Houllier who has handed him an important role in the Reds' midfield. In the pre-season of 2004-05 he was sold to Charlton for £2.5m. He had scored 44 goals in 249 games for the Reds. 

Murray, Bill - signed from Clydebank in November 1927 he played just four times in the next three seasons, scoring one goal. 

Murray, David - signed from Everton in May 1904 he went on to play just fifteen times over the next two seasons. 

N 

Neal, Phil - Neal was Bob Paisley's first ever signing in October 1974 from Northampton Town.  Having made the £60,000 move to the Reds he went on to become one of the most consistent Reds of all time and is the only player to have won medals from all four of Liverpools European Cup wins.  His defensive play was superb but his movement forwards was also superb.  He finished his Reds career having made some 635 appearances for the Reds and scored 60 goals, 12 of which were in Europe.  He was the main Reds penalty taker for a number of years which helped his goalscoring tally.  His only medal blot was in the FA Cup.  After his career with the Reds he joined Bolton as player-manager late in 1985 but missed out on promotion a number of times.  He later assisted Graham Taylor with England.(see individual section) 

Neill, Robert - Joined the Reds in May 1896 and played 23 times in the 1896-97 season before returning to his Scottish home and a place in the Rangers side. 

Nicholl, Jimmy - Joined the Reds early in 1914 and made the Reds' FA Cup final side only to lose out in the game.  The onset of war curtailed his career. 

Nicholson, John - Made just one first team appearance for the Reds in the 1959-60 season. 

Nickname - Liverpool are known as 'The Reds' or 'The Pool' 

Nickson, Fred - Played three FA Cup games for the Reds without scoring in the 1945-46 season 

Nicol, Steve - Signed from Ayr United in 1981 for just £300,000.  After serving his apprenticeship in the reserves league he made his debut in 1982 but started to establish himself the following season.  Chico was a great all rounder in the game and played in virtually every position for the Reds except in goal.  He became an essential cog in the Liverpool wheel during his time at the Reds and even won the Player of the Year award in 1989.  He finally moved on in 1994 to Notts County. 

Nielsen, Jorgen - Keeper signed from Denmark but yet to make an appearance for the Reds' first team.  Currently fourth in line for a place in the team. 

Nieuwenhuys, Berry - More commonly known as 'Nivvy' at Anfield he was a tricky winger.  The South African was signed in a time of great prominence by them and was one of many at the club.  Sadly his time at the club coincided with a low amount of honours.  Indeed it was only in his final season that he won a league championship medal in 1946-47.  He played 260 games and scored 79 goals in his career with the Reds. 

O 

Ogrizovic ,Steve - Oggy as he was known was restricted to just 4 league appearances as he was kept as understudy to the great Ray Clemence.  Oggy was happy as reserve keeper for some five years with the club before he moved on to Shrewsbury with Bob Wardle coming to Liverpool.  He later moved on to Coventry City where he made nearly 600 appearances for them before retiring at the end of the 1999-00 season.  He managed to win an FA Cup winners medal whilst at Coventry in 1987. 

Ogston, John - played just one game in the 1966-67 season after signing from Aberdeen for £10,000. 

Olympics - The Reds have had a player called Arthur Berry play for them on four occasions.  Berry won gold medals playing for Great Britain in both the 1908 and 1912 Olympic games.  Although the player had two spells with the Reds he only managed to make 4 appearances.  Another olympic gold medalist from the 1912 games played just one game for the Reds.  This player was Joe Dines.  He was later killed in the first world war. 

Orr, Robert - A Scottish International signed from Newcastle United in 1908.  he stayed four years with the Reds and had his most prolific season in 1908-09 when he was leading scorer for the Reds with 20 goals.  he made a total of 108 appearances for the Reds and bagged 35 goals in his time before transferring to Raith Rovers in Scotland. 

Orrell, John - The original owner of the famous Anfield ground.  He owned Orrell's brewery and it was his desire to increase the rent on occupants Everton which resulted in the walkout of the blues and subsequently led to the formation of the new club - Liverpool FC. 

Otsemobor, Jon - Toxteth born centre back who has come through the ranks of the academy and awarded a squad number in the summer of 2002. Made his debut at right back against Southampton in the 2002-03 Worthington Cup. 

Owen, Michael - born in 1979, Owen has shot to fame for both club and country.  He broke records of Ian rush in the Deeside school leagues and the majority of clubs were all clambering for his signature as a schoolboy.  The Reds managed to secure it though and Owen managed to win the Youth cup as part of a strong youth side in 1996.  He made his debut against Wimbledon in 1996-97 and managed to pull a goal back in the 2-1 defeat.  He managed to force his way into the side for the majority of games the following season and was then catapulted up to England level where he became the youngest player the century to represent them.  He was named young player of the year in 1998 and will also be remembered in 1998 for the wonder goal he scored in the world cup against Argentina.  Since the world cup in 98 he has continued to play for the Reds although in the 1999-00 he was hampered with hamstring trouble started the previous season.  Since his full return to form he has continued to impress and in 2001 won the European Footballer of the Year award.  Just before the end of 2001 he reached 100 senior goals for Liverpool. 

Oxley, Cyril - played 34 games and scored 6 goals after his £2,000 move from Chesterfield. 
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Pagnam, Fred - Signed for the Reds just as the first world war was breaking out.  This meant he missed out on playing for the Reds for longer than he needed too.  He was bought from Blackpool and during his time at the Reds managed only 39 games but managed a superb 30 goals in this period.  He did manage a further 48 games during the war for the Reds and scored 42 goals in them.  His Reds career ended in 1919 when he was sold on to Arsenal.  He later became manager of Turkey. 

Paisley, Bob - The Reds most successful manager.  Signed for the Reds from Bishop Auckland in May 1939 but never made his Reds debut until after the second world war.  He managed to play some 278 games for the Reds including 13 goals.  After his playing career finished he went into the coaching side of the Reds which ultimately led to him becoming manager in 1974.  In his role as manager he led them to three European cups, six league championships, a UEFA Cup and three league cups in a row.  Without doubt a huge success and is profiled in a separate section.  Click here. 

Parkinson, John, A - signed from Blackpool in 1899.  His career however didn't last long with the Reds and after a solitary game for them transferred back to Blackpool in May 1900. 

Parkinson, Jack - One part of one of the best strike partnerships for the Reds back in the early 1900's.  He initially signed on as an amateur in 1901 and after two years became a professional with the Reds.  he went on to make some 220 appearances for the Reds and scored 128 goals.  He finally moved on to join Bury in 1914. 

Parr, Steve - played just 20 times for the Reds without scoring.  His main season was in 1951-52. 

Parry, Edward - played just thirteen games for the Reds although managed five Welsh appearances in the same time.  Signed from Colwyn Bay he made his debut late in the 1920-21 season.  he never scored for the Reds. 

Parry, Maurice - Welshman signed from Brighton in March 1900.  he went on to make 221 appearances for the Reds including three goals.  1904-05 was his best season for the Reds and after his career with the Reds ended he moved on to Partick Thistle.  he later coached at barcelona, Frankfurt and Cologne before returning to a coaching role with the Reds. 

Partridge, Richie - Young winger who has made just one appearance for the Reds in the 2000-01 season which finished 8-0.  His contract runs until 2004. 

Patterson, George - played just three games for the Reds during the 1938-39 season and scored one goal in the FA Cup. 

Patterson, George - Reds manager who first arrived at the club in 1908 as assistant to Tom Watson.  After Watson's death in 1915 he was promoted to club secretary.  In 1928 when the club re-joined up the roles of secretary and manager Patterson was named as the new man in charge.  By 1936 the strain of the club had taken its toll on his health and he gave up the managers role.  He carried on as secretary though and his life went on until 1955. 

Payne, Jimmy - technically he arrived during the second world war but he never made his debut for the Reds until 1948..  It was to be the first of some 245 games for the Reds and he managed to score 42 goals.  he finally left the club in 1956 for Everton. 

Peake, Ernest - arrived at Anfield in 1908 and went on to make 55 appearances for the Reds.  He also managed 6 goals in his time at Anfield and ten Welsh caps.  The centre half left in 1914 to join Third Lanark. 

Pearson, Albert - managed 52 games and four goals for the Reds in two seasons at the club. Signed from Port Vale in March 1919 he was a regular during the 1919-20 season but lost his place in much of the next season. 

Penalties - The Reds have been involved in a number of penalty shoot outs over time including when they won the 1984 European Cup Final and the 2001 Worthington Cup Final.  The Reds have also had a number of regular penalty takers of quality such as Phil Neal. 

Penman - played a single game for the Reds in the 1920-21 season. 

Peplow, Steve - signed as an apprentice with the Reds he went on to make just three red appearances without scoring during the 1969-70 season but failed to stake a full claim for a place and finally ended up across the mersey at Tranmere. 

Perkins, William - Reds keeper when they first won the league championship back in 1901.  He was bought from Luton Town in 1898 and went on to play 116 times for the Reds in total before moving on to Northampton Town. 

Perry, Fred - made just one appearance for the Reds in the 1955-56 season. 

Peters - made just a single Reds appearance in the 1938-39 season. 

Piechnik, Torben - Danish defender signed after Euro92.  He only stayed at the club for two years before returning back to Denmark following a poor return of form with the Reds. 

Pither - made 12 appearances for the Reds with one goal between the season 1926-27 and the following one. 

Platt, Peter - played 45 times for the Reds between seasons 1902-03 and the following one after signing from Blackburn Rovers. 

Polk, Stan - managed 13 games for the Reds straight after the second world war. 

Pratt, David - signed from Bradford City in 1921 he went on to make 85 appearances for the Reds and scored a single goal. 

Price, John - played just the once during the 1955-56 season. 

Priday, Bob - the South African found his games limited at Anfield due to sharing positions with the great Billy Liddell.  He managed just 39 games in all with a return of seven goals. 

Pringle, William - Never played for the first team but did represent the reserves in 1952. 

Programme - Started out as a joint venture with neighbours Everton but in 1934 the clubs made their own.  The programmes are covered in a separate section.  Click here for more. 

Prudhoe, Mark - substitute keeper on a number of occasions but never actually kept goal for the Reds. 

Pursell, Bob - controversy seemed to follow the player everywhere.  First the club were fined after they bought him from Queens Park in 1911 for failing to talk with the club in the first instance and then the player was involved in the now famous match-rigging with Manchester United in 1915.  In his time at the Reds he did however manage some 112 appearances for the Reds although never scored. 
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Quickest - The Reds have always been said to play for ninety minutes and it doesn't matter whether you score in the first or the last minute.  Some of the quickest goals though on record date back to the 1928-29 season when in the November of that season Gordon Hodgson scored almost straight from the kick off. 

R 

Race, Henry - played some 43 games for the Reds and scoring on 18 occasions.  He made a scoring debut away at Derby County which helped the Reds to a win during the 1927-28 season. 

Raisbeck, Alan - little is known about the other Raisbeck who actually played at the club at the same time as the more famous Alex.  Alan however never made it into the first team. 

Raisbeck, Alex - Joined the Reds from Stoke City and become a firm favourite with the Reds during his time there.  He played 340 times for the Reds and even managed to score 21 goals from his centre half position.  A tall and dominant centre he was one of the first great scots to grace the club.  He was capped eight times whilst at Anfield for Scotland and didn't leave the club until 1909 when he joined Partick Thistle.  he later returned to Anfield just before the second world war to adopt a scouting role for the Reds and finally died in a Liverpool hospital in March 1949. 

Ramsden, Bernard - played 66 times for the Reds either side of the second world war.  He made his debut in the first game of the 1937-38 season and played his last midway through the 1947-48 season.  He originally signed way back in 1935 from Sheffield Victoria and towards the end of his career , suffering a few injuries left the Reds to join up with Sunderland. 

Rawlings, Archie - joined in March 1924 from Preston North End but only stayed for a couple of years as his career was coming towards an end.  He played some 67 games for the Reds and found the net on 10 occasions before joining Walsall. 

Raybould, Sam - ninth in the all-time Reds goalscoring charts with 128 goals to his name.  He amassed his goals in just 224 games for the Reds with his best season coming when he created a record by scoring 31 goals in the 1902-03 season.  The record for most in a season stood until Gordon Hodgson bettered it 29 years later.  He joined from New Brighton Tower in 1900 and stayed until 1907 when he left to join Sunderland.  he was never capped however by England despite representing the Football League side against the Scottish League. 

Reakes, Sidney - former Chairman and director of the club after joining the board back in 1955.  he became chairman in 1964 when he took over from T.V.Williams. 

Redknapp, Jamie - Despite showing early promise, which had persuaded Kenny Dalglish to part with £350,000 to Bournemuth, Redknapp never really built on his potential.  Despite this he was always very loyal to the club and only injury stopped him from playing more than his 308 games for the Reds.  He scored 41 times for the Reds. 

Referee - One red has become a referee after his time at the Reds.  That player is Matt McQueen who became after he retired from playing.  After his career as a referee he went on to become a director at the club as well as later managing the Reds. 

Reid, Tom - signed for £1,000 in April 1926 from Clydebank he made 55 appearances for the Reds and scored some 31 times but this wasn't enough to persuade the Reds into keeping the player and he joined Manchester United in 1929 where he was just as prolific. 

Relegation - The Reds have only been relegated from the top flight on three occasions.  On the first two in 1895 and 1904 they returned the following season.  On the third in 1954 they were to stay in the second division for some eight years. 

Rent - The Reds were formed back in 1892 following the infamous rent row between Everton and their owners.  Everton refused to pay and left Anfield.  John Houlding formed a new club called Liverpool as a result. 

Riedle, KarlHeinz - signed at the start of the 1997-98 season by Roy Evans for £1.8 million from Borussia Dortmund.  Signed to give back up towards Robbie Fowler and Michael Owen he became an instant hit with the Reds.  He stayed with the Reds for just over two seasons before joining Fulham and has since retired from the game. 

Riise, John Arne - signed from Monaco before the 2001-02 season by Gerard Houllier, Riise can play left back or left midfield and has a huge throw on him.  He has slotted well into the Reds play and has already come up with some great goals for the Reds. 

Riley, Arthur - the goalkeeper caught the eye of watching scouts when the South Africans toured in 1924.  Riley was snapped up straight away with his fellow countryman, Gordon Hodgson, following a few months later.  he was the keeper who ultimately had to pick up where Elisha Scott left off.  he went on to make some 338 appearances for the Reds. 

Rizzo, Nicky - Australian youngster who starred for the reserve side and even made the bench for the first team but never got on.  Left to join Crystal Palace after seeing his contract out. 

Roberts, Gareth - left back who progressed through the ranks at Anfield but never quite made it to the first team.  He did sit on the bench on a few occasions before leaving. 

Roberts, J - made just a solitary appearance in the 1933-34 season but failed to score. 

Roberts, Syd - played 61 games for the Reds and scored thirteen times.  1932-33 proved his best season for playing, with 25 appearances and six goals. 

Robertson, John - only managed 46 games for the Reds after joining them in 1900.  Despite winning a championship medal the Reds lost the services of the player, who wanted to leave, to Southampton two years after joining.  He managed to score once. 

Robertson, Tommy - signed from Hearts in 1898 he went on to make 141 appearances for the Reds and he scored on 37 occasions as a winger for the Reds.  He managed to win a championship medal in the triumphant 1901 side.  He finally rejoined Hearts after five years at the club. 

Robinson, Michael - bought from Brighton for £200,000 just before the 1983-84 season he went on to play 45 times for the Reds as well as six sub appearances and managed 13 goals for the Reds but never really fitted in to the Reds.  Just over a year later he joined up with QPR for £100,000.  He later played in Spain and now commentates there. 

Robinson, Peter - secretary to the club from 1965.  He was appointed at the club during Sir John Smiths time at the club and he regarded the move as one of the clubs finest.  He retired from his role after he oversaw the signing of Gerard Houllier to the club. 

Robinson, Robert - managed 271 games for the Reds and 65 goals.  he was signed by Tom Watson early in his career and gave the Reds eight loyal years service.  He was bought in 1904 and didn't leave until 1912 when he joined Tranmere Rovers. 

Rogers, Frederick - played 75 games for the Reds just before the second world war.  Despite making his debut back in the 1934-35 season he failed to really establish himself in the Reds side.  His best season was his last at the club in 1938-39.  Who knows how many games he could have played had it not been for the war. 

Rogers, T - managed some 40 games for the Reds between the 1906-07 season and 1910-11.  He failed to hold down a consistent place in the side and nor did he score. 

Rome - scene of two of the Reds' European cup triumphs.  The first ever European cup win in 1977 was in Rome and the Reds returned in 1984 to again win the cup when they actually beat AS Roma on their home patch. 

Rosenthal, Ronnie - Rocket Ronnie burst on to the Reds scene at the end of the 1989-90 season to help the Reds land the title.  He came to the Reds on a long loan deal from Standard Liege and offered the Reds that something extra.  His blistering pace and ability to keep hold of the ball fired the Reds to the title in 1990 and convinced Kenny Dalglish to sign him up.  he was signed for just £500,000.  He remained with the Reds until 1994 although was never quite as effective as he was in his loan deal. 

Ross, Ian - made a total of 68 appearances for the Reds which includes nine as a sub.  He scored four times in total.  He never became a fixture for the Reds despite marking out Franz Beckenbaur in one game for the Reds.  His best season came in 1971-72 when he played 20 of the league games but it was at the end of that season that he left.  He joined Aston Villa for £60,000. 

Ross, Jimmy - scored 40 goals in just 85 Reds games after making a goalscoring debut in 1894-95.  The scotsman signed for the Reds for a then record £75 from Preston North End.  He nearly never signed for the Reds though as his brother pleaded from his death bed for him not to leave Preston but he had given Liverpool his word and he stood by it.  He finally left the Reds for Burnley and later died in 1902 whilst on the books of Manchester City.  He was never capped for Scotland as they refused to cap players who left the Scottish shores to ply their trade. 

Rowley, Antonio - bought in October 1953 he scored on his debut against Boro.  He scored a hat-trick in the home game against Doncaster Rovers at the start of the 1954-55 season.  He went on to play 63 times for the Reds and scored 39 times.  He left the Reds to join Tranmere in 1958 for £3,500. 

Rowley, Arthur - never scored in just eleven appearances for the Reds.  He made most of his appearances for the Reds in the 1952-53 season. 

Royalty - King George V was the first reigning monarch to watch a cup final.  The final involved the Reds against Burnley in 1914 which they lost.  The King then watched a game at Anfield in 1921 - an FA cup semi-final game between Wolves and Cardiff.  The Duke of Kent officially opened the Reds' Main Stand in 1973 and since then Prince Charles and the Queen have visited Anfield.  Prince Charles being the royal member who came to the ground after the Hillsborough disaster in 1989. 

Ruddock, Neil - signed for £2.5 million from Spurs in prior to the 1993-94 season.  After initially having problems at the club he went on to establish himself well at the club.  Finally age and injury got the better of him and after some poor play he was loaned out at the end of the 1997-98 season to QPR and later signed for West Ham. 

Rudham, Doug - like Arthur Riley the South African Keeper was spotted whilst on tour with his country.  Signed in 1954 he went on to make just 63 appearances for the Reds before returning to South Africa in 1960. 

Rush, Ian - the clubs best marksman of all time with 346 goals.  Born in St.Asaph he signed for Chester and after just a few appearances there he attracted a host of watching clubs.  Manchester City refused to pay the £300,000 asking price but the Reds moved in and paid it. After initially struggling to hold down a place or score for the Reds he went on to become the most feared striker of his day.  He was told to be more selfish in front of goal and it worked with the rest being history.  His finest season was the treble winning one of 1983-84 when he scored 48 goals in 64 games for the Reds as they won the league, european cup and league cup.  He holds the record for most goals in the merseyside derby fixture.  He moved on to join Juventus in June 1987 but after just one season there he came back to his true home at Anfield whereby he played on until 1996.  He finally left the club for Leeds and later Newcastle United but can still be found at the club on many occasions.  See separate section 

Russell, Colin - made just one substitute appearance for the Reds during the 1980-81 season.  Despite being a decent reserve player he failed to force his way into the first team and moved on. 

Rylands, Dave - played in one FA Cup game for the Reds during the 1973-74 campaign.  It was in the home draw against Doncaster Rovers in round three. 
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Salisbury, William - joined the Reds from Partick Thistle in October 1928 and remained a red solely for the 1928-29 season.  He scored 3 goals in just seventeen appearances for the Reds but after initially staking a claim in the team saw himself edged out by other strikers. 

Sambrooke, J - played just two games for the Reds during the 1922-23 season.  Both games were back to back and against Chelsea just after Christmas but he failed to find the net and lost his place to Dick Johnson again.  He was originally signed from Wolves in 1922. 

Sandon Hotel - The place where the Reds were born.  Owner of the hotel John Houlding formed the Reds after the rent dispute with Everton which saw them leave Anfield.  For man years the Sandon was the changing facilities for the Reds before walking down to the pitch.  The Sandon is still open today and used by many Reds. 

Satterthwaite, Charlie - bought from Burton Swifts in 1899 he went on to make 46 appearances for the Reds and scored 12 goals across three season with the Reds at the turn of the twentieth century. 

Saul, Percy - played 83 times in three seasons after signing from Plymouth Argyle in 1906.  He also managed to score twice for the Reds. 

Saunders, Dean - signed for a then record £2.9 million from Derby just prior to the 1991-92 season.  He played just 61 times before moving on but did manage 25 goals for the Reds including a record four in one european game for the Reds.  This still remains a record today.  He was sold by the Reds just over a year after signing to Aston Villa for £2.3 million. 

Saunders, Roy - Father of Dean Saunders and right half back in the 1950s sides.  He managed 144 appearances for the Reds and a single goal before being sold on to Swansea. 

Saunders, Tom - the ex-schoolteacher was a member of the Reds backroom staff for years and well respected throughout football.  Saunders managed the Liverpool boys team between 1958 and 1970 and at the same time coached and managed the England schoolboy team before joining the Reds.  He quit his teaching role to join up with the Reds and become youth development officer.  He also carried out numerous spying missions for the Reds during his time and later became a director at the club.  He sadly died in 2001. 

Savage, Robert - managed some 105 games for the Reds and two goals after he signed from Lincoln City in May 1931.  He made his debut in the 1931-32 season and stayed for seven seasons. 

Sawyer, Eric - former Liverpool director and man responsible for many of the financial deals for the Reds.  Most responsible for turning the Anfield ground into something to be proud of. 

Scales, John - signed just inside the 1994-95 season from Wimbledon by Roy Evans.  Played as one of three central defenders along with Neil Ruddock and Phil Babb and quickly established himself as the solid rock in the three.  After just over two years at the club he started to get a few injuries and the club allowed him to join Spurs. 

Scandal - Good Friday 1915 saw the biggest scandal in the Reds' history.  The scandal came when the Reds faced Man United who were facing relegation.  A number of players however bet on a 2-0 United win and this is exactly what happened.  The scam was uncovered though by the FA and resulted in eight players being suspended.  The Reds involved were Sheldon, Fairfoul, Miller and Pursell. 

Scores, Highest - the Reds once hit 11 goals in one game against Stromgodset early in the 1974-75 season.  Their highest league victory came against Rotherham when they won 10-1 during the 1895-96 season. 

Scotland - The Reds have always had strong connections with Scotland since their inception in 1892.  Their first ever league side was known as the 'Team of Macs'.  Since then famous scots have included Dalglish, Shankly and Liddell. 

Scott, A - scorer of two goals in just four appearances over two seasons between 1929-30 and 1930-31 

Scott, Elisha - arguably the Reds' greatest keeper ever. The Irishman first went for a trial at Everton but was turned down by them about his size and age. The Reds went to watch him play after Elisha's brother had words with John McKenna at Liverpool and bought him straight away. Scott never grew beyond 5ft 9in but it never restricted him. He managed to break into the first team just before the first world war. After the war finished he remained number one at the club and was until 1934. He managed 467 games for the Reds over 18 seasons for the Reds and would have made more had it not been for the war. Scott was capped 31 times by Northern Ireland in all and finally left the Reds in 1936 to join Belfast Celtic. 

Scott, Tom - played eighteen games over a few seasons in the mid 1920s.  He also managed to score 4 goals in his time.  He arrived at Anfield from Darlington in February 1925. 

Scott, T - played ten games for the Reds between the back end of the 1911-12 season and the start of the 1912-13 season but never scored. 

Screen Sport Super Cup - played just once and the Reds won it.  The competition was run for the those clubs who would ordinarily have qualified for Europe but for the ban on English sides after Heysel.  The Reds beat Everton over two legs in the final by seven goals to two. 

Seagreaves, Mark - played just a handful of games in the centre of defence in the mid 80s.  He had forced his way through the reserve ranks but never quite made the grade and moved on. 

Sealey, John - played and scored in just one game for the Reds during the 1964-65 campaign.  his appearance was in the very last game of that season. 

Second Division - The Reds have had four spells in the second division but only once did they remain there for any period of time. They first played in division two in 1893-94 and later 1895-96 and 1904-05. There only long stint in the second division started in 1954 until 1962. When getting promotion out of the league they have always done so by winning the league. 

Shafto, John - played twenty games for the Reds and scored seven goals in the two season leading up to the second world war. 

Shankly, Bill - perhaps the greatest ever influence on the Reds ever. Shankly joined the Reds as manager in December 1959 and shook the club to the roots. Shankly then went about making the Reds into a great club and that's exactly what he did. He took the Reds out of the second division in 1962 as champions and three years later won the FA Cup for the first time in the clubs history. He later went on to win the first division title and UEFA Cup as well before announcing his retirement in the summer of 1974. He died on 29 September 1981. A true Great and profiled elsewhere on the site. 

Shankly, Gates - Gates erected in honour of the great manager of the club.  They are located at the Anfield Road end of the ground on the main stand side and where unveiled by Nessie Shankly. 

Shankly, Statue - sculpted by local man Tom Murphy it was paid for by club sponsor Carlsberg rather than the club and is situated at the Kop end of the ground.  It was unveiled by Nessie Shankly. 

Shannon, Les - scorer of one goal in just eleven games for the Reds shortly after the second world war. 

Shears, Albert - signed in 1924 from Aberdare he went on to make just 16 appearances in four seasons. 

Sheedy, Kevin - a reserve regular who made only five appearances for the Reds which included two as a sub after failing to oust Graeme Souness from the team. He managed two goals in his two league cup games that he played in.  He moved on to join Everton for just £100,000. He went on to play for Everton for a number of years and even helped them to win two league titles. 

Sheldon, Jackie - the former man United player was said to be the ring-leader in the betting scandal that rocked the Reds in 1915. He made 147 appearances for the Reds and scored 20 goals after joining from United in 1913. 

Shepherd, Arthur - played just ten games for the Reds during the second world war but did manage eleven goals including six in one game against Wrexham. Died 2002. 

Shepherd, Bill - played some 57 times for the Reds at full back but never got on the score sheet. 

Shepherd, Joe - third brother signed by the reds in the 1940's 

Shield - managed just a single during the 1935-36 season. 

Shields, Sam - played just a single game for the Reds in the 1949-50 season after signing at the end of the previous season from Cowdenbeath. 

Shone, Danny - brought in for the injured Dick Johnson during the 1921-22 championship season. Managed to score 6 in fifteen games that season but lost his place with the return of Johnson and his appearances were limited from then on. In total he managed to make eighty-one appearances and score 26 goals.  He finally left the club in 1928 to join West Ham. 

Sidlow, Cyril - Reds keeper straight after the second world war. He made some 165 appearances for the Reds following his move to the Reds in 1946 from Wolves. He finally left in 1952 to join New Brighton. 

Sjolund, Daniel - youth player who arrived for £1 million pound from West Ham as part of the deal that took Rigobert Song in the opposite direction. 

Slater, Bert - keeper brought in, in exchange for Tommy Younger going to Falkirk. Slater never really proved his talent at Anfield and returned to Scotland and Dundee just three years later. He did manage to win a second division championship medal in his time at Anfield.  He played 111 times for the Reds. 

Sloan, Donald - signed from neighbours Everton in 1908 he went on to make just six appearances during the 1908-09 season. 

Smallest players - the statistics that do exist about player heights indicate that three men of height 5 feet 4 inches have played for the club. They are James McBride, Mervyn Jones and Robert Neil. 

Smicer, Vladimir - signed from Lens in July 1999 for £3.5 million. He is a player of immense quality but has been injury prone and hasn't always proved his fee at the club. 

Smith, Jack - played 59 times for the Reds and scored 14 goals in the three season from 1951-52 onwards. 

Smith, Jimmy - holds the record as the highest goalscorer in a season whilst he was at Ayr United. It came in the same season that Dixie Dean set the English record. A year after achieving his feat he signed for Liverpool in a then record £5,500. He managed 38 goals in 62 appearances for the Reds before joining Tunbridge Wells in 1932. 

Smith, Sir John - Chairman of the club through years of success with the Reds. He was a hugely professional man and was first appointed chairman back in 1972 and served in his role until 1990 when he became a director until his death in 1995. 

Smith, S - played just twice for the Reds in the 1903-04 season and managed to score once in his first game but never finished ona winning Reds side. 

Smith, Tommy - one of the great Reds who would have run through a brick wall for the cause. suffers these days for his exertions as a player and has very dodgy knees. He managed to play some 633 games for the Reds and scored 48 goals during his fifteen year career at Anfield. Probably the biggest moment of his career came when he scored the headed goal in Rome 1977 which took the Reds back into the lead and on towards their first ever European Cup triumph. 

Smith - played a single game during the 1937-38 season up front but failed to score or play again. 

Smyth, Sammy - signed for £12,000 from Stoke City in December 1952 he went on to make 45 appearances in the next one and a half seasons for the Reds and managed to score some twenty goals as well. 

Song, Rigobert - Cameroon defender who was signed by Gerard Houllier in 1999. Song was brought in as a tough tackling defender and fulfilled a good role down the right side of defence and attack. He finally left the Reds to join West Ham which saw Daniel Sjolund move in the opposite direction. 

Souness, Graeme - perhaps one of the best ever midfielders the club has ever seen. The original midfield general who played some 352 games(2 as sub) for the Reds and scored 56 goals. He joined the Reds from Middlesbrough in January 1978 for just £325,000 and made a huge impact on the Reds. he won three european cups, four league cups and five league medals before moving on for a big money move to Sampdoria. Souness later returned to Anfield as manager but other than winning the FA Cup in 1992 never had the success he desired. During his time as manager he sold his story to a newspaper not worthy of mention and this turned many Reds against him for the lack of respect towards the 96 victims of Hillsborough. He finally left by mutual consent in 1994. 

South, Alex - signed in December 1954 from Birmingham City he played just seven times during the 1954-55 season and scored just the once. 

South Africa - A number of South Africans have played for th club over time following a couple of tours by the country to this country.  Players have included Gordon Hodgson, Arthur Riley and Berry Nieuwenhuys. 

Spackman, Nigel - joined the Reds for £400,000 in 1987 from Chelsea but injury plagued his career at the Reds. He only managed to make 39 league appearances for the Reds before moving on to join QPR. 

Speakman, James - signed for the Reds in February 1909 although didn't make his debut until the October of that year.  He went on to make just eight appearances in the next three and a half years scoring a single goal. 

Speakman, Samuel - brother of James he signed from Colne in 1912 and his career was played either side of the first world war.  He made his debut for the Reds in September 1913.  After making 26 appearances for the reds he joined South Liverpool in 1920.  He often played alongside his brother in the reserves sides of the time. 

Speedie, David - signed by Kenny Dalglish late in the 1990-91 season from Coventry for £750,000.  He was rather old when he signed but goals on his debut at Manchester United and soon after against Everton gave hope to the crowd.  he never really settled and soon into the reign of Souness as boss he was transferred out to Blackburn where in the lower league he was more of a success. 

Spicer, Eddie - began his career for the Reds just before the second world war but had to wait till after the war to establish himself fully.  He made some 168 appearances for the Reds in total and scored twice but after suffering from a couple of broken legs he ended his career. 

Sponsors - the Reds were the first side to introduce sponsors to their shirts in 1979 when Hitachi joined the club.  Since then they have displayed Crown Paints, Candy and Carlsberg. 

Staniforth, Fred - played just three games for the Reds during the 1913-14 season after signing from Grimsby at the end of the previous season. 

Staunton, Steve - Had two stints at Anfield in all.  Originally broke into the team in 1988-89 under Kenny Dalglish.  He had joined the Reds from Dundalk in 1986 and soon after started to represent his home country.  He managed to make 65 league appearances for the Reds before a move to Aston Villa soon after the departure of Kenny Dalglish as manager.  In 1998 he returned to the club having made a Bosman free transfer and made a number of further appearances for the Reds before being allowed to leave Anfield again where he returned again to Aston Villa. 

Steele, William - bought from St Johnstone in September 1931 he went on to make 128 appearances for the Reds at full back.  A regular in the side he played all 42 games in the 1932-33 season. 

Stensgaard, Michael - Goalkeeper signed by Roy Evans but never played a first team game for the Reds despite being named as a sub in 20 league games.  Signed as a keeper of great potential he was forced into retirement with an injury sustained trying to catch a falling ironing board. 

Stevenson, General - played 23 games for the Reds but after a run of games lost his place early in the 1899-1900 season and never played again. 

Stevenson, Willie - signed by Shankly for £20,000 from Rangers after the player had lost his place.  Stevenson went on to become an integral part of the Reds side of the sixties.  During his six seasons at the club he made 237 appearances plus one as a sub and scored 17 goals.  He finally lost his place to Emlyn Hughes in 1967 and moved on to join stoke City and later Tranmere. 

Stewart, James - played some 68 games for the Reds and scored 27 goals but after an initially good season in 1909-10 failed to command a regular place for the Reds side. 

Stewart, Paul - bought for £2.3 million by Graeme Souness from Spurs in July 1992 he never really lived up to his potential at the Reds.  He had started his career as quite a prolific striker with Blackpool but after spells at Man City and Spurs he lost his touch and became a midfielder but in his days at he Reds he spent more time injured and after three years at the club he joined Sunderland on a free transfer. 

St.John, Ian - signed for a then huge fee of £37,500 from Motherwell in May 1961 by Shankly he went on to become a firm favourite on the kop.  During his ten year stint at the club he made an amazing 419 appearances for the Reds plus another five as sub and scored 118 goals which ranks him in a unique club at the Reds of having scored over 100 goals.  His frontline partnership with Roger Hunt proved to be superb.  He helped the Reds get out of the second division and then moved them on to FA Cup winners for the first time where he scored the winning goal as well as helping them to first division honours too.  After his career at the Reds he joined Coventry as assistant manager.  His later career found him in a tv role with Jimmy Greaves and todays is a pundit for radio. 

Stolen - The Reds' first ever trophy that they won was stolen and never found again.  The cup was stolen on 1st September 1893.  The Reds won the Lancashire League Championship in 1892-93, their first ever season and the trophy had been on display in a pawnbrokers shop. 

Storer, Harry - the keeper was signed from Woolwich Arsenal in 1894 and went on to make 121 appearances for the Reds but finally lost his place just prior to the Reds first championship campaign of 1900-01. 

Storton, Trevor - bought for £25,000 from Tranmere in July 1972 he went on to make just 11 appearances plus one as a sub for the Reds in defence but in his two season at the club never established any run. 

Strong, Geoff - signed for just £40,000 from Arsenal in November 1964 he went on to become an anfield regular.  His ability to play anywhere served him really well as he went on to make some 193 appearances for the Reds as well as coming on as sub on 5 occasions.  He scored 32 goals during his Anfield career and won both an FA Cup medal and a league championship one before being sold in August 1970 to Coventry City for £30,000. 

Stuart, William - signed from Bolton in September 1910 he went on to make just five appearances for the Reds although he did score on his debut.  This was to prove his only goal.  He made all his appearances during the 1911-12 season but after losing his place after an FA Cup game in 1912 he never played for the reds again and failed to re-sign for the Reds. 

Stubbins, Albert - elected to join the Reds after asking to leave Newcastle United with whom he had played during the war and scored at a rate of more than one a game.  He chose the Reds over Everton and joined for a then record £12,500 in September 1946.  After initially doing really well for the club he asked to return to Tyneside.  The request came after two seasons at Anfield in which his family failed to settle down.  The board refused to allow him to leave and after many problems he played on but injury struck him down and reduced his games.  In all he played 180 games for the Reds and scored 83 goals.  he retired from plying in 1954 and after a short spell scouting for the club he coached USA. 

Substitutes - The Reds first ever substitute to get on the pitch was Geoff Strong who replaced Chris Lawler at Anfield on 15 September 1965.  He then proceeded to score an equalising goal.  Seven Reds have been subbed after arriving themselves as a sub - Howard Gayle, Jimmy Carter, Dominic Matteo, Steven Gerrard, Davie Thompson, Vladimir Smicer(2) and Nick Barmby.  David Fairclough has scored most Reds goals after coming on as sub with 18 goals whilst Steve Staunton is the only player to score a hat-trick after arriving from the bench. 

Super Cup - The Reds have played in the European Super Cup on four occasions and won it twice.  They first won it in 1977 when they beat Hamburg 7-1 on aggregate.  A year later they lost to Anderlecht 4-3 on aggregate and in 1985 lost 2-0 to Juventus.  In 2001 they beat Bayern Munich 3-2. 

Super Sub - nickname well used for subs who come on and score late goals but the original was always knows as David Fairclough who in his most famous appearance as sub was against St Etienne as the Reds made their way to the 1977 European Cup in Rome. 

Suspension - Kevin Keegan became the first English player to be sent off at Wembley alongside Billy Bremner in the 1974 Charity Shield were he famously threw his shirt off.  He received a six week suspension for the offence. 
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Tallest player - for the records that exist the two tallest player to have played for the Reds are both goalkeepers.  Both Chris Kirkland and Steve Ogrizovic are 6 foot 5.  Of the outfield players Hugh Gerhadi stood at a massive 6foot 4. 

Tanner, Nicky - signed for Liverpool from Bristol Rovers in August 1988 for £20,000.  He plied his trade in the reserves for a time and finally got his chance during the 1991-92 season under Graeme Souness.  He went on to play over 30 times for the Reds before a serious back problem forced him to retire from the game. 

Taylor, Harold - played 71 games for the Reds and scored six times after joining from Stoke in 1932.  Despite being given a few runs in the team he always lost his place eventually. 

Taylor, Phil - signed from Bristol Rovers in March 1936 for £5,000 he went on to not only play for the club but also to manage it.  he went straight into the team after signing and went on to make 345 appearances for the Reds including 34 goals,  The war years robbed him of making many more appearances but he did captain the championship side of 1947.  After retiring as a player he went on to the coaching staff at Anfield and after Don Welsh took ill stood in as caretaker manager.  When Welsh resigned in 1956 Taylor took over and after three years in the second division decided himself that he could take the club no further and resigned. 

Television - Anfield was the venue for the first ever tv broadcast of Match of the Day way back on 22nd August 1964.  Some 75,000 viewers tuned in to watch the programme which ran for over 30 years.  Anfield was also chosen as the first ever colour transmission of the programme on 15 November 1969.  Two years earlier in 1967 four giant screens were erected at Anfield to allow some 40,000 fans to watch the FA Cup clash with Everton. 

Tenant, Jack - played 42 games for the Reds at full back but never found the net.  Originally signed from Torquay in 1932. 

Tennis - Anfield has hosted some tennis matches in its time.  Back in the 1920s and 1930s boards were laid out on the pitch and players were able to play.  Players even included Fred Perry. 

Test Matches - Just before the turn of the 1900s test matches were played to decide on relegation and promotion between the top divisions and Liverpool played in some of them.  In 1892-93 the Reds topped their league and played a test match against Newton Heath.  The Reds won 2-0 and were promoted.  A year later the Reds were bottom and lost the test match to Bury and were relegated.  The following year the Reds again played in a test match against two clubs and having won were promoted. 

Testimonials - many a testimonial game has taken place at Anfield including Ian Rush and Ronnie Moran but bumper crowds are not always there to see the friendly games.  However that wasn't always the case.  Roger Hunt played his in front of 50,000 fans whilst Tommy Smith saw 54,000 fans turn up for his. 

Thomas, Michael - most remembered for that goal that won the 1989 championship on goal difference for Arsenal but later had a career at Anfield.  Signed in December 1991 for £1.5 million he never really made a fast start to his career due to injuries.  He scored the first of the Reds' two goals against Sunderland in the 1992 FA Cup final.  Injury restricted his appearances at Anfield and also later on the preferred midfield partnership of Redknapp and Barnes affected him.  He finally left Anfield for Benfica in 1998. 

Thompson, Davie - scouser brought through the ranks at Anfield and starred alongside players like Carragher and Owen in the youth Cup winning side.  He went on to make may appearances for the Reds and scored some vital goals along the way but never fully established himself in the side.  He eventually moved on and joined Coventry City. 

Thompson, Maxwell - made just one league appearance for the Reds as well as one sub appearance in Europe.  He made his league debut in the last game of the 1973-74 season but made his sub appearance during the 1975-76 UEFA Cup campaign. 

Thompson, Peter - signed by Bill Shankly from Preston for £40,000 in August 1963 he went on to be a great wing wizard for the Reds.  He made some 404 apperances plus  eight as sub for the Reds in his time and managed to score 54 times.  His presence in the Reds side should never be under estimated as he set up so many goals and he didn't leave until 1974, by which time Steve Heighway had taken over the wing play. 

Thompson, Phil - current assistant manager at the Reds who has also taken care of managing the club for a spell during Gerard Houlliers illness.  Kirkby born and stood on the kop as a kid he managed to progress through the ranks to the first team at Anfield.  Once described as having Sparrow legs he became a regular in the Reds side from the 1973-74 season onwards and eventually ended up with two European cup medals amongst others.  In total Thompson made 459 appearances plus 7 as sub for the Reds and even managed to score 12 times.  After a spell at Sheffield United he returned to Anfield in order to manage the Reds reserve side but was sacked by Graeme Souness in 1992.  After along absence Gerard Houllier invited him back to assistant manager in 1998 and there he remains.  Following gerard's illness in 2001 he became a stand-in manager for Gerard and kept the ship sailing along as steadily as he could. 

Thompson - played just six times in the back line for the Reds between 1920 and 1932. 

Thomson, Bobby - made just seven appearances for the Reds between 1962 and 1964 after signing for £7,000 in December 1962 from Partick Thistle. 

Tokyo - scene of the Reds two defeats in the world club championship in 1981 and 1984.  The event was a match between the champions of Europe and the South American Champions.  In 1981 they lost to Flamengo and in 84 lost to Independiente. 

Tomley, Frederick - made just two appearances in the 1954-55 season but never scored. 

Toshack, John - great strike partner of Kevin Keegan in the 1970's.  Signed for £110,000 from Cardiff City in November 1970.  Toshack has a superb partnership with Keegan which isn't completely told by his 95 goal tally for the Reds.  He always knew where Keegan would be in a match which setup the perfect duo.  He played some 236 games for the Reds as well as nine sub appearances.  He won two UEFA cup winning medals, three league and an FA Cup winners medal whilst at Anfield.  Injury plagued his latter days at Anfield as well as the presence of Kenny Dalglish and he joined Swansea as player manager in 1978.  He took the Swans from the fourth division to the first in his reign.  The team lost its top status and Toshack left to manage a number of other clubs.  Most recently he was in charge of Real Sociedad for a second time. 

Tosswill, John - scored one goal in eleven appearances for the Reds during the 1912-13 season.  He originally signed from QPR in June 1912. 

Transfers - the Reds have never been afraid to smash the transfer fee record for the right player and did just that when they signed Kenny Dalglish in 1977 for £440,000.  They also paid the most money for a teenager in 1985 when they paid Oldham £250,000 for Wayne Harrison.  The most the Reds have paid for one player was for Emile Heskey who cost some £11 million.  They received just over that amount for Robbie Fowler. 

Twentyman, Geoff - signed in December 1953 from Carlisle for just £10,000 he got more acclaim as a scout for the Reds at Anfield.  He played some 184 games for the Reds and scored nineteen times as a left half.  He left the club to join Ballymena United as player-manager in 1959 but eventually re-joined the Reds as scout in 1967.  He stayed with the club for twenty years and was responsible for the signing of players like Clemence and Heighway.  He joined up with Graeme Souness at Rangers after his sacking. 
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UEFA Cup - Liverpool have won the UEFA cup three times in their history.  First in the 1972-73 season and then three years later in the 1975-76 season. The third win came in 2000-01 after beating Alaves 5-4 AET.  The cup itself started life as the Fairs cup which the Reds never won although they did compete in it.  Their first attempt to win it was in 1967.  They reached a semi final in 1971 before it changed its name to the UEFA cup.  The first win was 3-2 on aggregate over Borussia Moenchengladbach whilst the second win was over FC Bruges 4-3 on aggregate.  After the second win Liverpool didn't compete again in the competition until 1991-92 when they were beaten by Genoa. 

Undefeated - Liverpool went a complete season unbeaten way back in in 1893-94.  They played 28 games winning 22 and drawing 6.  At Anfield specifically they once went 85 games unbeaten between January 1978 and January 1981.  The most games unbeaten from the start of any season came in 1987-88 when they went 29 games unbeaten before falling 1-0 at Everton.  The Reds lost only two league games that season.  This record equalled that of Leeds United although the Reds run contained more wins than Leeds. 

Underwood, David - joined the Reds in 1953 from Watford and kept goal straight away for the Reds.  he didn't manage to save the Reds form relegation and only made 45 appearances for the Reds before returning to Watford. 

University - The Reds have had a number of players at the club who have been to University.  The most famous two were Steve 'Bamber' Heighway and Brian 'Baby Bamber' Hall.  however the very first graduate to play for the Reds was Powys Dewhurst back in 1894.  Later in 1908 Arthur Berry also played for the Reds.  Reverend James Jackson combined studies at Liverpool University with  his career at the Reds also during the 1920's. 

Uren, Harold - Joined the Reds from across in Hoylake in 1907.  He was still ana amateur when he joined but turned pro within two years.  He played a total of 43 games for the Reds before switching to Everton in a deal which saw Bill Lacey and Tom Gracie move to Anfield. 

United States - Liverpool have signed one American in their time and one player directly from an American club.  Brad Friedel was the American by birth who has played a number of times for the Reds since 1997 although he hasn't been good enough to hold down a first team place.  The first player bought from an American club was Joe Cadden in 1948.  He was signed as a centre back from Brooklyn Wanderers. 
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Van Den Berg, Harman - Scored 4 goals in his twenty two appearances between 1937 and 1940. 

Venison, Barry - Signed by the Reds in 1986 for £250,000 he played a total of 158 games for the Reds before being sold on by Graeme Souness in 1992 for the same sum of money we paid for him.  He won caps at full International and under21 level for England and proved a decent right back for the Reds.  He did manage to win a championship medal as well as an FA cup winners medal whilst at the Reds and is today known for his punditry on television. 

Victories - Most victories in one season came n the glorious 1978-79 season when the Reds won 30 of their 42 league fixtures.  The Reds in fact drew 8 of the other games and lost only four games.  They conceded a paltry 16 goals that season whilst scoring 85. 

Victories - Least amount of victories in a season by the Reds came in 1894-95 when they only managed to win 7 of their 30 games.  They achieved a lower ratio of games won from played in 1953-54 when they managed to win only 9 games from their 42.  The Reds were relegated on both occasions. 

Vignal, Gregory - Young full back signed from France by Gerard Houllier.  Started to impress in the left back slot until an injury to his foot.  The injury has hampered much of his season so far. 
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Waddle, Alan - made just 16 appearances for the Reds and six as a sub in four years.  He joined the Reds from Halifax Town in 1973 for £40,000 made failed to break up the partnership of Keegan and Toshack.  He scored six times during his time at the Reds but left after four years to join Leicester City. 

Wadsworth, Harold - played just 54 games for the Reds and scored 3 times in his Reds career.  He joined from Tranmere in 1918 to play alongside his brother Walter.  He never quite made the full breakthrough though and left four years later to join Leicester City. 

Wadsworth, Walter - centre half who played 24 times for the Reds and scored eight times.  Tall and elegant he made his debut in the 1914-15 season for the Reds.  He would surely have made far more appearances for the Reds had it not been for the war years but he did sty around long enough to win the league championships in the early 1920s.  he finally joined Bristol City in 1926. 

Walker, John - scored 31 goals in 133 games for the Reds at inside right.  He signed in April 1898 from Hearts for £350.  It was his goal in 1901 which clinched the Reds' first championship. He returned to Scotland and Rangers a year later though. 

Wall, Peter - signed for £26,000 from Wrexham in October 1966 he never quite made a career at Anfield.  He made just 42 appearances for the Reds in three season at Anfield without scoring. 

Wallace, Gordon - signed on as an apprentice at the Reds but never made a full breakthrough into the side.  He made just 20 appearances plus one as a sub, scoring five goals before moving on to join Crewe in 1967. 

Walsh, Jimmy - scored at a rate of just under one every three games.  Signed in June 1922 from Stockport County he couldn't firmly establish himself with the club.  He toured Australia with the FA.  He finally joined Hull City in 1928. 

Walsh, Paul - signed for a then record fee of £700,000 in May 1984.  His goal tally for the Reds suggests he was quite prolific when he played but it doesn't cover his whole career at the Reds.  During his time at Anfield he suffered injuries and never quite broke into the first team regular enough.  Without really settling at Anfield he finally left the club in 1988 to join Spurs after making 63 league appearances and scoring 25 goals. 

Walters, Mark -  signed by Graeme Souness early in his management career from Rangers for £1.25 million.  His career at Anfield started slowly due to injury and when he did appear he seemed to have one trick about him and never made the grade despite scoring some timely goals. 

War - the war has claimed a number of Reds players including Joe Dines and Wilf Bartrop in WW1.  It also claimed the lives of Tom Gracie, whilst Frank Grayver was so badly injured he never played again.  Tom Cooper died during the second world war. 

War, Games - despite the suspension of the actual football league the Reds continued to play football during the war.  They proved quite useful during both wars.  See Season Archive. 

War, Medals - a number of Reds received medals following the war.  Berry Nieuwenhuys received a Czech Medal of Merit for his work in the RAF.  Bill Jones received a military medal for his efforts rescuing war comrades.  In the second world war George Lathom was awarded a Military Cross as a captain in the Welsh Fusiliers. 

Wark, John - signed in March 1984 from Ipswich Town.  The move cam as a shock to many but he went on to become a crucial part of the Reds success.  Wark was particularly good at breaking into the box late in moves and scored some crucial goals.  He was slightly overshadowed by the likes of Dalglish in the side but his goals were crucial.  He even holds a joint record for most goals in Europe in one season with 14.  He broke his leg in 1986 and it appeared to end his career but after recovering from injury he re-joined Ipswich in 1988 and went on to play for a number of years after. 

Warner, Tony - backup keeper to David James for a long period in the 1990's.  He sat on the bench on a number of occasions without ever making an appearance. 

Warnock, Stephen - left back brought through the Reds academy system and awarded a squad number in summer 202.  He has recovered from two broken legs in his late teens to get as far as the squad. He has been loaned out to Bradford City at the start of the 2002-03 season. 

Watkinson, William - winger signed from Prescot Cables in 1946 he never established himself at Anfield.  He played just 24 games and scored twice in five years at the club before joining Accrington Stanley 

Watson, Alex - came through the ranks at Anfield but played only three times.  Made his debut in 1988 and looked a promising talent but could never split up the partnerships already at the club and moved on to join Derby County. 

Watson, Tom - Reds manager from 1896 until his death in 1915.  Brought to the club from Sunderland by John McKenna Watson went on to guide the Reds to their first ever championship in 1901.  He not only did this once but also won it a second time and ensure the club was built on a firm base. 

Welfare, Henry - played just four times for the Reds on the wing and scored one goal just before the outbreak of WW1.  He left the club at the end of the 1913-14 season though to emigrate to Brazil where he enjoyed some great days.  He stayed in Brazil until his death in 1961. 

Welsh, Don - Reds manager for five years in the early fifties.  He had originally guested for the club during the second world war so was known to many at the club.  He presided over the club in one of its lowest times and is famous as being the only manager in the Reds' history to have been sacked.  It was under his reign that the club fell into the depths of the second division and after being given his chance to return them back to the top league and failing he was duly sacked. 

Welsh, John - Reds midfielder brought through the academy ranks and awarded a squad number in summer 2002. 

Wembley - the ground became like a second home for the Reds.  The ground saw them win numerous league cups, FA Cups and even a European Cup.  They made a trip south generally once a year between the 70's and 90s. 

West, Alfred - played some 140 games in the Reds defence in two separate spells at Anfield and scored six times.  He originally joined the club in 1903 from Barnsley and left to join Reading in 1909.  After just a season away from Anfield he returned to the club for one more season before joining Notts County. 

Westerveld, Sander - goalkeeper signed from Vitesse Arnhem in the summer of 1999 by Gerard Houllier he proved to be a step up in class from David James but after three season at the club he moved on after losing his place to Jerzy Dudek. 

Wheeler, Johnny - joined the Reds in 1956 from Bolton for £9,000 and enjoyed a relatively successful time at the club despite it being stuck in the second division.  He played 177 times for the Reds in total and scored 23 goals from his defensive position.  His career was ending when the Reds finally did win its way out of the second division and he played only once during the 1961-62 championship winning side. 

Whelan, Ronnie - originally joined the club way back in 1979 from Home Farm for a small fee.  After plying his trade in the reserves side he broke into the first team during the 1981-82 season.  He had initially played and scored on his debut the previous season but it was 81 before he really broke through.  He played on the left side of the midfield initially but was just as comfortable later in his career when played in the centre of pitch.  He remained at the club until 1994 when he joined Southend.  By this time he had played more than 430 times for the club. 

White, Dick - made 216 appearances for the Reds and scored once.  Signed from Scunthorpe United in November 1955 he stood at the heart of the defence for years until Ron Yeats arrived.  He carried on playing though and was part of the Reds side which won the second division in 1962.  It was at the end of that season that he was allowed to join Doncaster Rovers for £4,000. 

White, W - played just six times and scored the once during the 1901-02 season after joining from QPR. 

Whitham, Jack - signed from Sheffield Wednesday for £57,000 in April 1970.  He made just 16 appearances and scored seven goals in four seasons at the Reds.  His appearances however all came in the first two of these seasons at Anfield.  He failed to make a consistent push for a place in the side though and finally gave up in 1974 and moved to Cardiff City. 

Whitehead, J - played just three times for the club between 1894 and 1896 but the keeper failed to make a full breakthrough into the side. 

Whitehouse, Albert -  signed from Rochdale in May 1928 he went on to play just eight times during the 1928-29 season and scored twice. 

Whitworth, George - played nine games for the Reds towards the end of the 1951-52 season in the defensive line at Anfield but never secured his place or scored. 

Wilkie, Thomas - played 65 games and scored twice for the Reds between 1895 and 1899. 

Wilkinson, Barry - bought from Bishop Auckland in 1953 he went straight in to the Reds' half back line and went on to make 79 appearances for the Reds without scoring.  He was part of the side relegated to the second division.  He left the club during the first Shankly clear out in 1960 to join Bangor City. 

Williams, Bryan - brought through the Reds system and played 34 times for the Reds and scored five times.  He made his debut in the latter part of the 1948-49 season. 

Williams, Danny - young welshman who progressed through the club but never quite made the breakthrough into the first team despite making it to the bench on one occasion. 

Williams, T.V. - Reds chairman for years.  Responsible in the main for the signing of Bill Shankly as manager in 1959.  He became a director at the club in 1947 and remained at the club until his death.  His reign included a stint as chairman between 1956 and 1964. 

Wilson, Charlie - signed in 1899 from Stockport he went on to play ninety games for the Reds and score three goals.  A broken leg whilst at Anfield restricted the number of games he was able o play and after giving up the game due to the injury he remained at the club to become a scout and later a trainer at the club.  He won a championship medal as a player with the Reds and was an integral part of the coaching staff when they won back to back titles in the early twenties. 

Wilson, Dave - made just one substitute appearance for the Reds during the 1966-67 season.  Signed for £20,000 from Preston North End in February 67. 

Wilson, D - played just two league games in the 1899-00 season for the Reds. 

Worgan, A - played and scored twice for the Reds over two season.  Scored twice on his debut in the 1893-94 season against Burton Swifts but failed to keep his place and made his other appearance a year later. 

World Club Championship - the Reds have competed in the competition twice and lost on both occasion.  In 1981 they lost to  Flamengo and in 1984 lost to Independiente. 

Woan, Don - played two games in the 1950-51 season for the Reds without scoring as a replacement for Jimmy Payne up front. 

Wright, Dave - signed at the same time as Joseph Gunson from Sunderland in March 1930 he went on to play 100 times in a Reds shirt, scoring 35 times.  After being forced out wider in the team to allow Hodgson and English the front-line he made only a handful of appearances and quit the club to join Hull City. 

Wright, Mark - tall and elegant defender signed from Derby County for £2.2 million by Graeme Souness in July 1991.  Sadly for Wright injury plagued much of his career at the Reds although he was always consistent when playing in the Reds back line.  However he was forced to retire from playing in 19998.  He has since moved in to management where he has achieved some minor success. 

Wright, Stephen - Ex Reds player came through the ranks at Anfield.  The right back played on a few occasions for the Reds and even managed to get on the scoresheet.  He was sold for £3 million to Sunderland in August 2002. 

Wright, Vic - bought from Rotherham in March 1934 and stayed at the club for a little over three years.  In his time at the Reds he made 85 appearances for them and scored 33 times. 
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Xavier, Abel - Signed from Everton in January 2002 for £800,000.  Has made a number of appearances since his arrival at the club although hasn't looked the most accomplished player. 

Xmas Day - For many years the Reds played games on Xmas day.  The last time being in 1958 when the Reds were in the second division and went down 3-1 away to Grimsby.  The return fixture came the next day as was common and the Reds won 3-2. 

Yeats, Ron - The Colossus. Signed from Dundee United in 1961 by Bill Shankly he was an enormous defender.  He was signed for a then club record £30,000 but proved worthy of the fee when giving over ten years service of the highest quality to the club.  He played 450 appearances for the Reds and scored 15 goals.  He became the first ever Reds captain to hold aloft the FA Cup in 1965.  He guided the Reds out of division two and was around for the introduction of the famous all red strip which Shanks said made him look even bigger.  He was capped only twice at Scotland level which considering his dominance to the Reds backline is bizarre.  He is now chief scout for the Reds. 

You'll Never Walk Alone - The Liverpool club anthem is played before every game at Anfield.  The original song came from the musical Carousel and was then made a hit by Gerry and the Pacemakers.  It was adopted on the kop as their anthem and is even named within the Shankly gates. 

Younger, Tommy - A competent goalkeeper signed for the Reds for £9000 in 1956 from Hibs.  He made 127 appearances in his time at Anfield and played 16 times for Scotland during his stay before moving on to Falkirk as player-manager.  Later in his career after scouting spells for various clubs became President of the Scottish Football Association before his early death in 1984. 

Youngest Player - The Reds youngest ever player was Phil Charnock who never quite made the grade at Liverpool.  He came on as a sub in 1992 against Apollon Limassol under Graeme Souness. 

Ziege Christian - Left back signed in 2000 from Middlesboro for £5.5 million.  The player finally signed after it was revealed that the player could move for any bid over £5 million if he wished to.  Middlesboro tried to stall the move but he finally moved to the Reds in September 2000. 

Zimbabwe - The Reds' only international from Zimbabwe was keeper Bruce Grobbelaar. 
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
