BASSETT, David

Dave Bassett can only be described as a master craftsmen when it comes to football management, yet as a player only ever managed to fulfil his playing career at local non-league level.

He was educated at Roxeth Manor School, Harrow and later Hatter Lane School, Wycombe whilst he represented Willesden, Wycombe, Harrow and Middlesex Schools. However it was whilst at school that he received an offer from Chelsea and Fulham.

The offer from Chelsea was accepted joining as an amateur, where he played along side John Hollins and Ron Harris during the 1961-62 season. The same season he played in the Hayes ‘A’ team and eventually won promotion from the reserves.

Whilst it Hayes he made his debut with keeper Gordon Phillips, who later turned out for Brentford. And, at the age of 16 was part of the side that shared the Middlesex Charity Cup with Enfield.

Chelsea twice offered Bassett to take part in a tournament at Augsburg, which he accepted, though despite repeated offers would not join as an apprentice. In 1962 he also went of tour of Switzerland with Hayes and was offered a place by Boys Berne, but again refused to leave.

At the start of the 1962-63 fixtures his career took a tumble when he broke his collarbone in a cycling accident and spent the rest of the season in the reserves as he attempted to recover. Wycombe Wanderers were the next port of call for the following season and was part of the first team up until Christmas, when due to travelling difficulties he rejoined Hayes though finished off the season in the reserves.

He played mid-week matches for Watford whilst continuing to play for Hayes on Saturdays in 1964-65 season, the following season he joined the Hornets reserve team and was selected to take part in an amateur international for England. 

On 24 August 1963 Bassett made his Chairboys debut in a 3-2 away win at Maidstone United in the Isthmian League, during his Wanderers stay he played 14 games, scoring three goals. One of those goals came in the FA Cup fourth qualifier round at Barnet, which was lost 6-3 despite a brave effort.

He would later make a total seven caps for his Country at amateur level whilst also winning an Amateur Cup winners medal. In December 1965 he played for Hendon, but in February he broke his leg during a Sunday League match and was forced to miss Amateur Cup Final which Wealdstone won 3-1 before being released in the same month.

The following season he played for St. Albans before rejoining Hayes in November 1967, he played eleven games for the Hertfordshire club, scoring once at Chesham United in a 1-1 draw on October 23.

He had made his debut in the Isthmian League against Oxford City on August 24 in a 2-0 defeat, and on October 17 he helped his side beat former club Hayes 2-1 in the Premier Midweek League.

Despite his short spell at St. Albans, which brought him little games, Bassett was, still remembered to describe as ‘enthusiastic’ and a ‘robust’ player.

Having joined Hayes once again in 1967 he played there until summer 1970 when he dropped on his most significant move, to Walton & Hersham. In total he made 133 appearances, scoring 40 goals from central-defence in three different spells for Hayes.

It was whilst at Walton & Hersham that he made his seven amateur international caps for England as well as meeting Allan Batsford, who would play a significant role in introducing Bassett to professional football.

Bassett joined Walton at the start of the 1970-71 season and would, in the space of three seasons he would make 190 appearances whilst finding 12 goals. He made his debut on August 15 at Bishop Stortford.

It was whilst with the non-league outfit that he would win the FA Amateur Cup Final, beating Slough Town 1-0 in April 1973, with Bassett, the strong defender as captain.

At the age of 30 the defender netted a deal at Wimbledon. Throughout his amateur career he was an insurance clerk with Scottish Life, this move would have been the highlight of his playing career.

When Batsford took charge of Wimbledon in August 1974 he brought Bassett with him, and like the previous moves on a free transfer.
