1. Antonio Alexandre Dias de Navarra — Device (New)

Device —

“Azure, a pall between a peacock argent and two Stafford knots of chain Or.”

Name registered March 2005 (via Meridies)
The chains are not in closed circles and should not be in conflict with the reserved charge for Knights.
2.  Chinua Qadanjin — Name and Device (New)
Device —

“Erminois, in pale a wolf salient sable and a heart within a bordure embattled gules.”

“Chinua”

Period Mongolian Names by Baras-aghur (http://sca.org/heraldry/laurel/names/mongol.html) lists <Chinua> as a Mongolian common name element from primary sources, meaning “wolf.”

“Qadanjin”

Period Mongolian Names by Baras-aghur (http://sca.org/heraldry/laurel/names/mongol.html) lists <jin> as a grammatical  inflection found in primary sources and Mongolian naming patterns, indicating “of.” <Qadan> is listed as a common name element found in primary sources, meaning “cliff.”

Submitter will accept ALL changes. Submitter cares most about language and culture (Mongolia).

3. Christian de la Rose of Acre — Name and Device (New)

“Purpure, on a cross formy argent, in chief a rose proper.”

ad.uk/report.asp?compid=31906>. Narrative lists <Christian> as a given name occuring once on the subsidy of 1292. 
“de la Rose”

Reaney & Wilson, A Dictionary of English Surnames (London: Routledge, 1991; Oxford University Press, 1995) lists byname <de la Rose> as being used in the year 1242.
“of Acre”

Client states that the city of Acres is of ancient origin and existed as a Crusader outpost in the late 12th century.

Submitter will not accept major changes, cares most about meaning. Submitter has requested authenticity for language/culture of 13th century crusader.

4. Don Mac Neil —Device (Change)
Device—

“Per chevron Or and azure, three chalices counterchanged.”
Submitters name was registered in March of 1996 (via Meridies).

Azure semy of mascles, a stag's head caboshed Or.

5.  Drakenmere, Shire of — Name and Device (Resubmissions)

Device—

“Per bend ermine and vert, a dragon passant sable and a laurel wreath argent.”

Name—

“Draken”

The name element <Draken> is supported from the following comments from Laurel Precedents—

(http://www.sca.org/heraldry/laurel/precedents/CompiledName Precedents/Placenames.html) Talan Gwyneck, LoAR April 1996, p. 6 [registering House Drakenmarsh] “Drakenage (from dracen ecg ‘dragon’s edge (probably of an enscarpment)’), in which the Old English genitive singular dracan has been preserved. It is likely that the inflectional –n owes its preservation in this name to the initial vowel of the second element; before m it would probably have been lost. Nevertheless, we have given Drakenmarsh the benefit as a possible period descendant

of an Old English dracan mersc ‘dragon’s marsh’...”

Talan Gwyneck, LoAR January 1996, p. 24. “[Dragon’s Citadel] The Old English word for Dragon does occur in

some real English place names, but it was draca (genitive singular dracan), so it now appears as drake (or draken).

Moreover, it is associated with words for natural features, especially mounds, hollows, etc., probably on account of

the common Germanic folktale motif of a treasure guarded by a dragon..”

“Mere”

Regarding the name element “Mere,” using the above citation, words for natural features would have been associated with the first name element of Draken. Since “mere” is a natural feature. For example, from the Oxford English Dictionary, the term “mere” refers to a pool of water such as a lake or pond. Alternatively, the term “mere” can also refer to a boundary or landmark (OED, p 1773, definition 1 & 2). Therefore the term mere meets the criteria as discussed above. An example of the use of “mere” in placenames includes the example of “Ellesmere, 1216” (http://www.s-gabriel.org/names/badger/placenames.html). 
This is a resubmission. Original submission was July, 2005. Return letter dated February, 2006.

The name was returned for a conflict with the registered household of Drachenmeer Alliance. The device was

returned because the rules do not allow for creation of a holding name for a group. In the return, it was also suggested that the size of the spots be increased. Both issues have been remedied: Since the return, the group has obtained a letter of permission to conflict, and the spots have been illustrated larger. A new group census has been included with the submission. 

Submitter will not accept MAJOR changes. Submitter cares most about sound (hard ‘k’ sound).

6. Eber mac Flainn — Name and Device (New)
Device—

“Argent, a chevron nebuly bretessed between three dragons segreant vert.”
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Name—

“Eber”

Irish Names by O’Corrain and Maguire, 1997 Ed., p 82. Header – Eber (ev’-ar) m. “In early documents this name is borne by legendary and pseudo-historical personages such as Eber, son of Mill... However it occurs among the later medieval O’Neills and MacMahons...” 
Academy of St. Gabriel Report #1680 states that  “in the 12th century, we found 10 people named <E/ber>...It is a fine choice for an Irishman’s name.”

“mac Flainn”

Irish Names by O’Corrain and Maguire, 1997 Ed., shows Flann in use in 741, 896, 916, c948, 1056 and 1100. Listing is from the Academy of St. Gabriel “Masculine Given Names” found in the OCM. Client states that <mac> is the period appropriate connotation for “son of.” <Flainn> is listed as the genitive name form for the name <Flann> in

Tangwystyl verch Morgant Glasvryn’s “100 Most Popular Men’s Names in Early Medieval Ireland” in the Academy

of St. Gabriel’s name files <http://www.sgabriel.org/names/tangwystyl/irish100/>.

Submitter will accept ALL changes.
7.  Fynlay mac Crimmon — Name and Device (new)
Device—

“Argent, a sword inverted upon and conjoined to wings elevated and displayed sable.”
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Name—

“Fynlay”

Black, George F. The Surnames of Scotland, p 538, Surname MacLucas: “Fynlay M’Lowkas” 1493.

“mac Crimmon”

Black, George F. The Surnames of Scotland, p 489, Surname MacCrimmon: “...Jhone Mcchrummen was a witness at Inverness, 1533; Hector M’Crimmon signed a deed... in 1595...two men named M’Grymmen in 1599.”

Submitter will accept All changes. Submitter cares most about language and/or culture (Gaelic/Scotland).

8.  James de Lyon of Glen Lyon — Device (New)

Device—

“Sable, a double-headed lion queue-forchy contourny maintaining in its sinister paw a sword inverted and on a bordure embattled argent eight keys in annulo, wards to center, sable”

9. Kassiane of Varna — Name (Change of Holding Name)
Name—

“Kassiane”

After the Greek-Byzantine poet Kassia (also Kassiane, Kassiani, Casia), born in 810 in Constantinople. Submitter

provides two encyclopedia web page print-outs, containing references to the following: Diane Touliatos. “Kassias”,

“Varna”

Wikipedia map of Bulgaria—893-927, by Todor Bozh, shows Varna as an important location on the Black Sea during Tsar Simeon’s reign.

January ‘06, no letter). Formerly submitted name was <Kathryn of Abdera> and a holding name <Kathryn

of South Downs> was created.
