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Meridies Letter of Intent

Unto Elisabeth de Rossignol - Laurel Queen of Arms, Margaret MacDuibhshithe - Pelican Queen of Arms, Jeanne Marie - Wreath Queen of Arms, and the members of the Society College of Arms come greetings from Lady Cibella Monmouth, Pennon Herald.  It is the intent of the Meridies to submit the following names and armory.

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1.  Beau Fort, Shire of - Badge (New)



Badge -
(Fieldless) Five fleurs-de-lys conjoined in annulo bases to center Or.

The badge is submitted with a letter of Permission to Conflict from Thomas de Castellan stating: “I, Thomas F. Zadlo, known in the SCA as Thomas de Castellan give The Shire of Beau Fort, known in the SCA as Beau Fort, Shire of, permission for their armory, "(Fieldless) Five fleurs-de-lis conjoined in annulo, bases to center, Or" to look similar to, but not identical to, my armory, "(Fieldless) Four fleurs-de-lys conjoined in saltire, bases to center, Or." I understand that this permission cannot be withdrawn once the Shire of Beau Fort's armory is registered.” The letter is dated 23 December 2006.  

Further, the badge was blazoned “in annulo” as suggested by the Meridian College of Heralds.
This branch-name was registered in July of 1987 via Meridies.
The branch wishes to release the existing badge of “Per fess azure and vert, a cubit arm bendwise sinister proper, manacled and maintaining a tankard argent.” Registered in December of 1990 (via Meridies):
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2.  Cato ap Brion - Device (New)






Device-

Vert, an oar fesswise Or.

The name, Cato ap Brion was registered in March 1992 via An Tir. 

The name has no other registered devices or badges.
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5.  Drakenmere, Shire of —Device (Resubmissions)

Device—

“Per bend ermine and vert, a dragon passant sable and a laurel wreath argent.”
Shire name Drakenmere was registered October 2006 via Meridies.
3. Elena de Toledo - Name and Device (New)
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Device-

Quarterly chequy gules and argent and sable, in bend sinister two sets of six lozenges in annulo, points to center and conjoined argent.

Name-

(Elena) is shown two times in Juliana de Luna’s 

“Spanish Names from the Late 15th Century” in the section titled

“The complete list of women’s names alphabetically”

http://www.s-gabriel.org/names/juliana/isabella/WomensGivenAlpha.html
(Elena) also appears in “Cordobese names of the 15th century” available at”

http://www. historiaviva.org/nombres/nombres_cordob_15-ing .shtml
showing that the name <Elena> existed in Cordoba, close to Toledo.

(de Toledo) The use of locative (“de” + placename) or toponymical surnames was an accepted practice in Spain as early as the 10th century, and likely earlier. This includes locative surnames for women as well, as shown by Sancha of Leon and Estefania of Barcelona as shown in “Royal Genealogies” available at: http://www.ac.wwu.edu/~stephan/Rulers/spain.html
(Toledo) was established as a city in Roman times and served as the capital of Visigoth Spain in the 8th century. It is located approximately 42 miles south of Madrid and 200 miles north of Cordoba.
Submitter WILL NOT accept MAJOR changes or creation of a holding name.  She WILL accept MINOR changes, but expressed no preferences to guide changes.
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4.  Generys le Boghyere - Name and Device (New)
Device-

Argent, a hummingbird rising vert throated and sustaining in its talons an 

arrow fesswise reversed gules and on a chief potenty azure three roses

argent leaved vert.

Name-

(Generys) is a Welch feminine given name listed in Tangwystyl 

verch Morgant Glasvryn’s A Simple Guide to Constructing 13th 

Century Welch Names under the Women’s Names section, available at 

http://www.s-gabriel.org/names/tangwystyl/welsh13.html

(le Boghyere) is listed on page 124 of Bardsley’s Dictionary of English and Welch surnames under s.n. “Bower,” a maker of bows. The name <William le Boghyere> is dated to Sussex in the year 1273. The reference is an Appendix H document and is therefore not attached.

Submitter WILL NOT accept major changes, but will accept minor changes as well as a holding name, if necessary.  She states that she cares most about the meaning “Generys the Bow-maker.”

5. Kenneth de Kinardesferi - Name  (New)

Name- 

(Kenneth) is the given name of the submitter’s legal name. A copy of submitter’s driver’s license was provided as documentation.

(de) is listed on page xvii of Reaney & Wilson’s 1997 (3rd Ed.) A Dictionary of English Surnames, which states, “the preposition begins to be dropped shortly after 1300, is mostly preserved through the 14th century.” The preposition indicates an “of” or “from” relationship with the location that follows. (Copies of the reference, an Appendix H document, were attached.)

(Kinardesferi) is found on page 278 of E. Eskwall’s The Concise Oxford Dictionary of English Place Names, 4th Edition under the heading “Kinnard’s Ferry,” which refers to the spelling <Kinardesferi> in the Assize Rolls of 1219. (Copies of the Eskwall reference, an Appendix H document, were attached.)

Submitter WILL accept MAJOR and MINOR changes as well as a holding name, if necessary.  He states that he cares most about the language and/or culture, but does not specify further..
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6.  Kilian The Black - Device (New)
Device-

Gyronny argent and vert, a bear rampant maintaining 

an ax Or and on a chief sable two bees Or.

The name Kilian the Black was registered September 2006 via Meridies.
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7. Melbrig{dh}a Leifsd{o/}ttir - Name and Device (New)

Device-

Argent, on a chief wavy azure three daisies proper (argent seeded Or)

Name-

(Melbrig{dh}a) appears on page 132 of Barbara E. Crawford’s, 

“Scandanavian Scotland” (University Press, 1987) in the discussion of

the Celtic Hunterston brooch, on whose hoop the name <Melbrig{dh}a>

was scratched in Norse runes in the 10th century. A copy of the text is 

attached and is shown in the support documentation file for this ILOI.

(Leifsd{o/}ttir) is a typical patronymic construction as described in The Formation of Patronymics and Matronymics section on page 17 of Geirr Bassi Haraldsson’s “The Old Norse Name” and in The 

Proceedings of the Known World Heraldic Symposium, 1999” (specific article/page not cited). <Leif> is mentioned in “Heimskringla: History of the Kings of Norway” by Snorri Sturluson (translated by Lee M. Hollander, University of Texas Press, 1977). An excerpt is attached and appears in the support documentation file for this ILOI. 

Submitter WILL NOT accept major changes, but WILL accept minor changes and a holding name, if necessary.  She included this statement, “I have a particular fondness for the eth {dh} but will accept (a) change to “d” if and only if it cannot be registered with the documented eth {dh}.”

8. Meridies, Kingdom of - Heraldic Title (New)- “White Antelope Herald” 

Heraldic Title- 

The heraldic title (White Antelope Herald) was formed in accordance with RfS III.2.b.iii.  It follows one of the “names of heraldic charges” patterns of period heraldic titles.  One of the names cited in the RfS is <Noir Lyon Pursuivant>, an example of the pattern <color > + <animal>, the form used in this submission.

(White) is shown with this spelling in the Oxford English Dictionary, 2Ed, 1989, under sn. “white.” Paragraph 11, special collocations, lists “white snails” (1523-34), “white Beares” (1613), and “white heron” (1624) as examples.

(Antelope) is also shown in the OED (sn. “antelope.”), which cites the spelling “antelope” in 1596 and “antalope” in 1606. The name dates from 1417, from Old French antelop, from M.L. ant(h)alopus, from Greek antholops (attested in Eusebius of Antioch, c.336 C.E.), a fabulous animal haunting the banks of the Euphrates, very savage, hard to catch and having long saw-like horns capable of cutting down trees. A heraldic animal, also known in M.L. as talopus and calopus, the name was applied in 1607 to a living type of deer-like mammal. (Online Etymology Dictionary, 2006, available at: http://www.etymonline.com/index.php?search=antelope&searchmode=term)
This title is requested by their Majesties, Meridies, with the intention of bestowing the title as a permanent honorific title for an extraordinary herald, Bronwen o Gydweli.  
This heraldic title does not follow the general construction pattern of all other Meridies Kingdom heraldic titles, in that it is not related to light (Beacon, Torch, Pennon, Lantern) because this title will eventually be bestowed by the crown on an extraordinary herald as a permanent heraldic title.
9.  Meridies, Kingdom of -  Order of Legatus Meridius
Name--

(Legatus) Latin meaning “A commander of a legion. An envoy. A general. A governor of an imperial province. A deputy to the governor of a senatorial province” as defined at www.romans-in-britain.org.uk/glo_glossary_l.htm. 
(Meridius) Latin form of the kingdom name of Meridies.

This order is created by the crown of Meridies is to honor those who have served the kingdom well and faithfully, by acting in the capacity of a Meridan General. 10.   Meridies, Kingdom of -  Order of The Vexillum Baiulus Meridies
Name--

(Vexillum)  Latin tern for a standard , flag; a company, troop defined at http://www.nd.edu/~archives/latin.htm
(Baiulus)  Latin term for a porter defined at http://www.nd.edu/~archives/latin.htm
(Meridies)  Name of the Kingdom

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11. Niamh inghean Chonchrada - Device (New)

Device-

Argent, on a cross vert a unicorn salient argent 

and a bordure sable.

The name Niamh inghean Conchradha was registered September 2006 via Meridies.

12.  Rhys Faber - Name and Device (New)

Device-
Argent, on a roundel sable between flaunches gules 
a decrescent argent

Name- 

(Rhys) is shown as occurring more than five times in the Given Names/

Men’s Names section of Tangwystyl verch Morgant Glasvryn’s A Simple

Guide to Constructing 13th-Century Welch Names available at: 

http://www.s-gabriel.org/names/tangwystyl/welsh13.html. This article is 

taken from a tax roll called The Merioneth Lay Subsidy Roll of 1292-3, by 

Keith Williams-Jones (Cardiff: University of Wales Press, 1976).

(Faber)  is shown in the same article on constructing 13th century Welch names.  In the Name Structures section under the heading “Bynames based on an occupation,” smith is shown as the third most popular occupation name and <Faber> as the Latin form used in 13th century Wales.

Submitter WILL accept MAJOR and MINOR changes as well as a holding name, if necessary.  He states that he would like his name to be authentic for 13th century Wales and that he cares most about the “Reece” sound in the given name.
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13. Rhys Faber - Badge (New)

Badge-
Sable, six lozenges in annulo, points to center and conjoined argent within a bordure per saltire  argent and gules

The name, Rhys Faber, is not yet registered and accompanies this

badge submission.
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14.  Vittoria Apollonia da Palumba - Device (New)
Device

Azure, a bow bendwise sinister drawn (or armed) 

with a needle argent threaded to a spool in base and 

in chief two mullets of six points Or.

The name, Vittoria Apollonian da Palumba, was registered 

In April 2006 Via Meridies

This letter contains 19 actions, 18 of which are new and chargeable. There are 5 personal names, 8 personal devices, 1 device resubmission, 2 personal badges, 1 Heraldic title, and 2 Order names.
