1.   Áine ingen Coluimb – Name & Device (New) 

Device – 

“Per fess wavy vert and sable, a martlet argent and a tree eradicated Or.”

Submitter accepts ALL changes.  Submitter request a female.  The submitter requests that if any changes are to be made to her name, they be authentic for 11th -12th c. Irish Gaelic.

2.  Alexandre de la Torre de Rioja—Name & Device (New)

Device—

“Argent, a bend sable between two castles doubled towered gules.”
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Name—

“Alexandre”

Spanish Names from the late 15th Century, Juliana de Luna on the  Academy of St. Gabriel website

lists the name <Alexandre del Nero> one time in the records of expenditures of Queen Isabelle.

3. Alienor of Iron Mountain – Name (Change of Holding Name to Alienor la Cuisiniere)

Dictionnaire Etymologie de Noms de Famille.  Pg 261, under <Cuisine>.;”a du designer, comme le der Cuisinier, Cusisenier, Cusenier (Ouest), celui qui fait la cuisine, forme contr. Cusnier (Anjou), matron. Cusisiniere. Dimin. Cuisinaud (Ouest).”
Submitters name was registered via Meridies November 2003 and asks that the holding name be released.  Submitter will accept MINOR changes.  Submitter requests a female name.
4. Alienor of Iron Mountain  - Device (New)

“Azure, a cock Or and a bordure argent semy of roundels azure.”

5. Anna Armstrong –Name (New)

Name—

“Anna”

Withycombe s.n. Ann (pp. 25-26) cites Anna, daughter of the Byzantine Emperor Romanus, also Anna, who married Henri I of France in the mid-11th c.

“Armstrong”

Black, s.s.n. (pp. 30-31) cites Adam Armstrong 1235 and Gilbert Armstrong 1363 as evidence of name usage in that period.

Submitter will accept ALL changes.   

6.   Aoibheann an Einigh inghean Tigehearnáin – Name (New)

“Aoibheann”

Academy of St. Gabriel Reports 840, 669, & 941 cites <Aoibheann> as being used in 9th-13th c. Ireland.

7  Conrad vom Schwarzwald–Device (New)

Device—

“Sable, on a bend Or three pine trees palewise sable and a bordure Or semy of pine trees sable.”

Submitter’s name was registered via Meridies in November 2005.
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8.  Eithne ingen Colla—Name (New)

Name—

 “Eithne”

Academy of St. Gabriel Reports 2623, 2881, & 2616 cites <Eithne> as a name in common usage in period and appears in records dating from 916 thru 1016.

“Colla”

Academy of St. Gabriel Reports 1164 which lists the name as a given masculine name.
Submitter ask for a female name.  Submitter will accept MINOR changes.

9.  Eleanor Spencer—Name & Device (New)

Device—

“Vert, a hedgehog statant contourny Or its quills impaling eight torteau between three cinquefoils Or.”
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Name—

“Eleanor”

Letter from Academy of St. Gabriel dated 10 Sept. 2004 states “Elianora was recorded in 1483 as a Latin form of Eleanor, Latin was still commonly used in important documents in this period, though not as a spoken language (except in some unusual circumstances).  In English, the name was Elianor, Eleanor, or Elinor.”

“Spencer”

Letter from Academy of St. Gabriel dated 10 Sept. 2004 states that Spencer was a common last name for 16th c. England, and recommends its usage as a 15th or 16th c. English name.

The Academy of St. Gabriel quotes several sources for both names:

1)  Feminine Given Names in A Dictionary of English Surnames

2)  English Names from Pre-1600 Brass Inscriptions

3)  Faire Names for English Folk:  Late Sixteen Century English Names

4)  Surnames in Durham and Northumberland, 1521-1615

The Submitter will accept MINOR changes, but if changes must be made, they be made authentic for 15th c. England.

10.  Fearghus Amhreaidh—Name (New)

“Fearghus”

Academy of St. Gabriel Reports 958 & 1800  Report 958 shows that this spelling appears at least one time before and after 1200.  Report 1800 states that this spelling <Fearghus> was common through out the middle ages.

The Academy states that <Ambreaidh> means “quarrelsome/contentious” (14th c.)  Some bynames are complimentary, others less so, but they do suggest that personality traits were occasionally used as a reference to an individual, possibly when someone is well known for a particular trait.

11.  Gabriello d’Angelo—Name (New)

“Gabriello”

Dizionario dei Nomi Italiani; de Felice, pg. 178 under Gabrielo

Submitter will accept MINOR changes to his name, but if any changes are to be made, the name should be made to mean “Gabriel of the Angel.”  The submitter requests a male name.
12.  Katherine of the Wode—Name (New)

Name—

“Katherine”

Academy of St. Gabriel Report 2629 states: We find <Katherine> recorded twice in Paris in 1423 and 1438”
“of the Wode”

Academy of St. Gabriel Report 2695 – While this report makes no specific mention of this particular variation of ‘in the wode’ which means “in the wood’ it does make reference to ‘by the wode’ which may support evidence that a variation could be supported to include ‘of the wode.’  These references occur between 1280 and 1333.
Submitter will accept MINOR changes. 
13.  Killian the Black—Name (New)

Name—

“Killian”

Academy of St. Gabriel Report 1537 says “<Killian> (more often <Kilian>) is anglicized form of the Irish masculine

names <Cille/ne>, <Cilli/ne>, and possibly also <Cella/n>.  These were the names of several early saints. (The slash represents an sharp accent on the preceding vowel.)  The first two of these names are correctly pronounced

\KILL-yeen\, the last <KELL-ahn> [1].  We found these names in Ireland, but not in Scotland.  Since Gaelic was the common language of both countries at this time, it's not impossible that they were also used in Scotland, but we

can't be sure.  In Ireland, the anglicized form might have been used in English records late in our period.”

15.  Marsle Lokart—Name & Device (New)

“azure, a fetterlock argent and in chief  three hearts Or.”
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Name—

“Marsle”

Black; s.n.  “Fuktor” where “Katherine Fuktor” and “Marsle hyr dottir” 

are referenced in 1527.

“Lokart”

Black; s.n.  “Lockhart” lists spelling of “Lokart” in 1452.

Submitter will accept MINOR changes.  Submitter request a female name.

16.  Marthe Elspeth of Oak Hill—Device (New)

Device—

“Per bend sable and argent two oak leaves counterchanged.”
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The Submitter’s name was registered via Meridies January 1987.
17.  Miċeál mac Concrada—Name (New)

Name—

“Miċeál”

OCM pg 136 header name, Woulff pg 49

“mac Concrada”

Woulff pg 338 “son of Concraid”

Submitter requests a male name.  Submitter will accept ALL Changes.

18.  Niamh inghean Conchradha—Name (New)

Name—

“Niamh”

OCM pg 146 header name

“inghean Conchradha”

Woulff pg 338 “daughter of Concraid”

Submitter ask for a female name.  Submitter will accept ALL changes.

19.  Russ mac an Toisich—Device (New)

Device—

“Per bend sinister embattled sable and azure a quatrefoil Or charged with a cross fleury sable and a wolf ululant argent.”
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Client name was registered via Meridies September 2005.
20.  Seamus MacEanruig—Name & Device (New)

Device—

“Per bend sinister sable and azure, a bend sinister

 bretessed Or, between a wolf salient and an ivy leaf argent.”
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Name—

“Seamus”
