1. Antonio Alexandre Dias de Navarra — Badge (new)

Badge —

“(Fieldless) A peacock feather argent.”
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Name registered March 2005 (via Meridies)
2. Asta Jourundardottir — Device (new)

Device —

“Per bend sinister argent and azure, a tailless cat sejant guardant right forepaw raised and a fleece countercharged.”
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Name registered August 1999 (via Meridies)
3. Conall mac Rúadáin — Name (new)

Name —

“Conall”

Submitter will accept minor changes to name. If it must be changed, he cares most about language and/or culture — Irish / Gaelic. Gender of desired name is male.
4. Cynan of Tarsus — Name and Device (new)

Device —

“Azure, in fess a sword proper between two lions combatant, on a chief Or three maltese crosses azure.”
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Name —

“Cynan”

Academy of Saint Gabriel report #567 indicates <Cynan> to be fairly common from around 1000 to 1150, based

on uncited research by Tangwystl. Academy report #615 suggests the name element is an excellent choice, found

throughout the medieval period (cites Jones, Thomas, Brut Y Tywysogyon, Cardiff: University of Wales Press, 1941). Submitter has provided additional support for <Cynan> from The First Thousand Years of British Names:

“Tarsus”

City is referenced during the Aquitanian Expedition, as described in online textbook about the Crusade of 1101

[http://www.the-orb.net/textbooks/crusade/1101.html]. Submitter also included a map showing Armenia 1080-

1199, and a short history of Levon II the magnificent, 1187-1219 which describes Tarsus as having been a capital of Armenia during period.
Desired gender of name is male. Submitter will not accept major changes but requests that his name be changed to be authentic for the Crusades time period.  Please note name is not from the Country of Armenia (or the Kingdom of Armenia).  Rather it is from a crusader state, the Cilician Barony of Armenia which encompasses part of modern day Turkey.

5. Fionnghuala inghean Domhnaill — Name (new)
Name—

“Fionnghuala”

Academy of Saint Gabriel reports #1222 states “<Fionnghuala> was an extremely popular name in Ireland in the later middle ages.”  The reports also cites Ó Corráin, Donnchadh and Fidelma Maguire, Irish Names (Dublin, Ireland: Lilliput Press, 1990) s.n. “Fionnghuala.” Page 103
“Domhnaill”

Academy of Saint Gabriel report #1977 which states “The name spelled <Domnall> in the early Middle Ages, for example, was spelled <Domhnall> later“. The report also cites Ó Corráin, Donnchadh and Fidelma Maguire, Irish Names (Dublin, Ireland: Lilliput Press, 1990) s.n. “Domnall”. Page 75
Desired gender of name is female. Submitter will accept changes and cares most about language/culture: Irish.

6. Francesca de Foggia —Device (new)

Device—

“Per saltire azure and argent, in pale two fleurs-de-lys argent and in fess two fleurs-de-lys gules.”
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Name registered in May 1999 (via Meridies)
7. Katerina von Brandenberg — Name and Device (new)
Device—

“Per pale purpure and argent, two pantheons combatant counterchanged.”
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Name—

“Katerina”

This name is listed 14 times with this spelling in the Medieval Names Archive, Academy of Saint Gabriel. http://www.ellipsis.cx/~liana/names/german/nurnberg1497.html, German Names from Nürnberg, 1497, by Sara L. Uckelman (Aryanhwy merch Catmael) last updated March 3, 2006. 
“von Brandenberg”

Place name in Germany, Johann Siebmachers Wappenbuch, pp. 23, 25, 31.

Submitter will not accept major changes but does want name to be authentic for German culture. If name

must be changed, cares most about sound.

8. Malachy Thorrson—Name & Device (New)

Device—

“Per pale gules and sable on a fess argent three maltese crosses sable.”
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Name—

“Malachy”

Anglicized form of Mael(ch)eachlainn.  Withycombe s.n. Malachi (pg. 204) points to it’s use in Ireland as a saint’s name.  Woulfe s.n.  Maeleachlainn (pg. 191) notes “that it was common in the 10th and succeeding centuries…..it is still in use but commonly disguised as Malachy.”

“Thorrson”

Reamy & Wilson, pg 444, s.n.  anglicized form of Norse Thórsson.  Cites Thomas Thorr 1352-3.  Earlier variants listed as given names.  If the unmarked patronymic exists, the marked one should as well.  Based on the Thorr spelling, Thorrson should be reasonable.

9.  Maya Kâl.i — Device (new)

Device—

“Argent, on a bend counter-embowed sable, between an owl and a crescent purpure, five tassels palewise argent.”
