28 August 2006

“I, Russ Smith, known in the Society as Reis ap Tuder but formerly Named and registered as Chandranath Mitra, give Christopher Willis,Known in the SCA as Christoph of Willaston, permission for his armory “Per pale gules and sable, an escutcheon fracted bendwise sinister Or” to look similar to, but not identical to, my armory, “(Fieldless) An

Submitter references “Three Hundred Viking names from the Sagas” by David Swain, written as Henry MacQueen, October 1995, although no page references are provided.  The document may be found on the Internet at: http://thescholarsgarret.com/opusculi/viking_names/  
A search of this document finds <Randver> listed under both “Bird names” and “Male names period for pre-800 (taken from PROSE EDDA).”  The “Prose Edda” (also known as the “Younger Edda,”) written by Snorri Sturluson around 1220 CE, is the second of two manuals of Icelandic poetics.  Several translations exist and are available on the Internet.  The “Prose Edda” is discussed on the California Institute of Technology website at: http://www.ugcs.caltech.edu/~cherryne/edda.html/  It is available online at the Northvegr Foundation website: http://www.northvegr.org/lore/prose2/  Submitter but did not include any documentation other than the narrative reference.

“Three Hundred Viking Names from the Sagas” also displays <Thorvatd> listed under “Male names period for 1010 (taken from GUNNLAUG'S SAGA ORMSTUNGU).”  The “Gunnlaugs saga ormstungu” is a book of Skaldic poetry of the Scandinavian Middle Ages according to the Skaldic Project at the University of Sydney in Australia.  “Gunnlaugs saga” is referenced online at the Skaldic Project web site: http://skaldic.arts.usyd.edu.au/db.php?table=verses&id=3237 and at the University of Notre Dames web site at: http://www.library.nd.edu/advancement/documents/mcdevittmedieval2001.pdf+Saga+Ormstungu&hl=en&gl=us&ct=clnk&cd=18
