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Meridies Letter of Intent

30 October 2006
Unto Elisabeth de Rossignol - Laurel Queen of Arms, Margaret MacDuibhshithe - Pelican Queen of Arms, Jeanne Marie - Wreath Queen of Arms, and the members of the Society College of Arms come greetings from Lady Cibella Monmouth, Pennon Herald.  It is the intent of the Meridies to submit the following names and armory.

1.  Besetta Wallace -- Name, and Device (New)
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Device – 

“Sable, a tree blasted and eradicated and a   point pointed argent .”

Name – 

“Besetta” is listed 10 times as having been in use between 1548 and 1595 in Aryanhwy merch Catmael’s “Names of women Mentioned in the Perth Guildry Book 1464-1598.” (www.ellipsis.cx/ ~liana/names/scots/perth.html). <Besetta> is a variant of Elisabeth. (A copy of the pertinent page is attached.)

“Wallace” is listed in this spelling 3-13 times as having been in use between 1511 and 1540 in Sharon L. Krossa’s “Early 16th Century Scottish Lowland Names.”  (www.medievalscotland.org/scotsnames/lowland16/ surnamesinstances.shtml)  10 of the listings for the year 1521 were expanded from a non-diplomatic transcription which may have contained errors. (A copy of the pertinent page is attached.)

The use of <given name><surname> was common for “nearly all 16th century Lowlanders” according to the Krossa reference above. (A copy of the pertinent page is attached.)

Submitter will accept MAJOR changes, MINOR changes, and a HOLDING NAME.  If changes are necessary, submitter cares most about language and culture, expressed as 16th century Scots Lowland. This is a female name.

2.  Besetta Wallace Badge (New) 
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Badge – 
“(Fieldless) A tree blasted and eradicated per chevron argent and sable.”

3. Cibella Monmouth -- Device (Resubmission)
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Device – 

“Vert, in pale two feathers tips crossed in saltire and an open book Or   charged with a capital C and a capital M sable.”

Cibella Monmouth’s name was registered via Meridies in December 2002.
This replaces “Per pale vert and sable, three roses Or” returned from Laurel on 20 May 2006 for conflict.  

4. Eckhart von Eschenbach -- Badge (Laurel Resubmission)

Badge – 

“(Fieldless) On an elf-bolt (arrowhead) Or, a sea wolf purpure.”

Eckhart von Eschenbach’s name was registered via Meridies in November 1988
Returned from Laurel on 15 November 2004 .Badge has been redrawn. 
5. .  Eoan Johnston -- Name and Device (New)
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Device – 

“Sable, a cypress tree eradicated argent.”

Name – 

“Eoan” is listed on page 88 of “Irish Names” by O Corrain and Maguire  (OCM) under <Eoin> (a form of John) as a proper Irish given name from the  13th century.  (Appendix H reference)

“Johnston” is listed in Black’s “The Surnames of Scotland: Their Origin, Meaning and History” under <Johnston>, which states that a <Stephen de Johnston> was shown as “the younger brother of the laird of Annandale…who 

died in 1377.”  (Appendix H references)
Submitter will accept MINOR CHANGES and a HOLDING NAME, but will NOT accept major changes. If the name must be changed, submitter cares most about the sound of the given name (expressed as “ō-n”).
6. Faelan Haraldsson - Name (New)
Name –
“Faelan” is listed on page 92 of “Irish Names” by O Corrain and Maguire (OCM)  under <Fáelán> (accent not shown on submission) as a common early name.  It is the subject of the Academy of St. Gabriel’s report #2669 which advises, “The name <Fa/ela/n> was in use through your period, but after 1200 or so it was typically spelled <Faola/n>.” (www.s-gabriel.org/2669) The OCM is an Appendix H reference.

“Haraldsson” is a patronymic derived from <Haraldr> listed on page 11 of “The Old Norse Name” by Geirr Bassi Haraldsson.  (Appendix H reference)
Submitter will accept MAJOR and MINOR CHANGES. If changes are required, submitter cares most about sound (unspecified).
7.  Francesca Tessa d’Angelo - Name and Device (New)
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Device –
“Gules, a semy of bees bendwise, and on a chief Or three pomegranates gules slipped and leaved vert seeded Or.”

Name –
“Francesca” is found in “Feminine Given Names from 13th century Perugia” by Arval Benicoeur (www.s-gabriel.org/names/arval/Perugia/perugiafemalpha.html) under <Francisca>. Also found in “Fourteenth Century Venetian Personal Names” by Arval Benicoeur and Talan Gwynek (copy attached). Submitter also cites but does

not include, “Italian Renaissance Women’s Names” by Rhian Lyth of Blackmore Vale as showing <Francesca> in the 14th - 17th century.

“Tessa” is dated to 1355 in “Italian Personal Names” by Rhian Lyth of Blackmoor Vale, according to the Pennsic herald who prepared the paperwork.  A copy of the supporting document was not provided. However, <Tessa> is noted in Academy Of Saint Gabriel Report #3104 (www.S-Gabriel.Org/3104) states “<Tessa> is a fine choice for your name; we found 5 examples of it in Florence in 1427.”
“d’Angelo” is based on the name <Angelo> found in “Italian Given Names from the Online Tratte of Office Holders 1282-1532” by Aranhwy verch Catmael (www.ellipsis.cx/~liana/names/Italian/florence1282-1532.html) (no copy attached). <Angelo> is also found in Fourteenth Century Venetian Personal Names” by Arval Benicoeur and talan Gwynek (copy attached).
Submitter will allow MAJOR and MINOR CHANGES as well as a HOLDING NAME. If changes are necessary, submitter cares most about sound and language/culture, expressed as “14th century Florence/Tuscany.” Submitter is female and asks that we change her name to be authentic for both language/culture and time period, expressed as “14th century Florence/Tuscany.”

8.  Jocosa d’Auxerre -- Badge (New)
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Badge – 

“Per pale purpure and azure, three oak leaves within a bordure embattled Or”

Jocosa d’Auxerre’s name was registered via Meridies in August 2005
9.  Jutta de Warwick -- Name and Device (New)
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Device – 

“Azure semy of crescents argent, a phoenix Or rising from flames proper.”

Name – 

“Jutta” is found on page 254 of Bahlow’s “German Names” under the name <Jutta> 

as used during the period 1200-1400.

“de” is shown in conjunction with the name <Warwick> in Reaney and Wilson’s “A Dictionary of English Surnames” in a listing of <Richard de Warewic> in 1192.
“Warwick” is listed on page 347 of Mills’ “A Dictionary of English Place-Names” under the heading of <Warwick> as being an authentic place in the year 1131.

Submitter will accept MINOR CHANGES and a HOLDING NAME, but will NOT accept major changes.  If the name must be changed, submitter states that sound, expressed as “you-ta,” is most important.  The following footnote was added: “N.B. Jutta is the most important element! All changes to Warwick are OK.”

10.  Kynwric Gwent -- Name (New)
Name – 

“Kynwric” is found in Academy of St. Gabriel Report #1186, which lists <Kynwric> as a probable 12th century spelling of <Cynwric> and in Report #2216, which lists “the most typical spelling in Medieval Welch documents is <Kynwric>. Aslo in Report #2260, confirms the spelling of <Kynwric> as appropriate to the 14th century. (Copies provided)

“Gwent” was a county in Wales in the 13th century as shown on the map entitled “Wales and the Marches in the XIII Century” (source unknown) included by submitter. In addition, submitter refers to “A Simple Guide to Constructing 13th century Welch Names” by Tangwystyl verch Morgant Glasvryn (www.s-gabriel.org/names/tangwystyl/welch13.html) as a guide for constructing the byname based on location: “The typical byname based on location simply uses the proper name of a place after the given name.”

Submitter will accept MINOR CHANGES and a HOLDING NAME but will NOT accept MAJOR changes.  If the name must be changed, submitter cares most about language/culture, expressed as “12th-14th century Wales.”  In addition, the male submitter requests that his name be changed to be authentic for language/culture of “12th-14th century Wales.”

11.  Ma’ani al-‘Attarah -- Name (New)
Name – 

“Ma’ani” is found in “Jewish Women’s Names in an Arab Context: Names from the Geniza of Cairo” by Juliana de Luna (www.sca.org/heraldry/laurel/names/geniza.html). (Appendix H reference)

“al” is Arabic for “the” and is used in cognomens with a hyphen to the word following according to “Period Arabic Naming Practices” by Da’ud ibn Auda (www.sca.org/heraldry/laurel/names/Arabic-naming.html). (Appendix H reference)

“al-’Attarah” is a feminine derivative of <al-‘Attar> [the perfumer, the druggist].  <al-‘Attar> is listed in Da’ud’s article on Period naming (above). Appending of the “ah” allows use as a feminine name.
Submitter will accept MINOR CHANGES but will NOT accept major changes.  No preferences are stated in case of change of the female name.

12.  Marie de Kerimuire -- Name and Device (New)
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Device – 

“Per bend purpure and argent, a dragonfly argent  and three pheons vert.”

Name – 

“Marie” is documented as an authentic given name on page 314 of Black’s

“Surnames of Scotland,” which shows as an example <Marie Glengavel> who

rendered homage in 1296. (Appendix H reference)

“de” is used in period construction, according to Academy of St. Gabriel Report #1759 “with a place name to show that a person was from that location” (www.s-gabriel.org/1759). (copy attached)

“Kerimuire” is found on page 190 of Johnstone’s “Place-Names of Scotland.”

Submitter will accept MINOR CHANGES and a HOLDING NAME, but will NOT accept major changes.  If the name must be changed, submitter cares most about language/culture, expressed as “13th-14th century Scots.”

13. Maudeleyn Godeliva Taillour-- Badge (New)
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Badge – 

“(Fieldless) A pair of open scissors points to chief Or.”

Maudeleyn Godeliva Taillour’s name was registered via Meridies in November 2002.

14. Meridies, Kingdom of – Populace Badge (new)
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Badge – 

“Sable, a horse rampant reguardant contourny between in chief two mullets argent.”

The Kingdom of Meridies was registered in August 1979.

15.  Meridies, Kingdom of – Populace Badge (new)
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Badge – 

“Argent, on a pale between in base two mullets sable, in chief a mullet argent.”

The Kingdom of Meridies was registered in August 1979.  

16.  Michel von Grüningen -- Name and Device (New)
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Device – 

“Per pale azure and argent a heraldic thunderbolt counterchanged and a chief embattled gules.”
Name – 

“Michel” is documented as an authentic given name for a 14th century Swiss man in the Academy of St. Gabriel Report 2694 (www.s-gabriel.org/2694). (Copy attached)
“von” follows standard naming convention for a locative name as described in the Academy of St. Gabriel report cited above.
“Gruningen” is <Gr{u:}ningen} in Da’ud notation and is derived from the town of <Gr{u:}ninger>. Brechenmacher’s “Entymologisches Woerterbuch der deutschen Familienamen” shows an example of <Joh. Gr{u:}ninger> living from 1483-1581. (Appendix H reference)
Submitter will accept MINOR CHANGES and a HOLDING NAME, but will not accept major changes.  If changes are necessary, submitter cares the most about language/culture, expressed as “German language Swiss Culture.”
17.  Oswin de Wulferton -- Name and Device (New)
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Device – 

“Per fess embattled sable and vert, three mullets of eight points and a wolf’s head cabossed, a bordure argent.”

Name – 

“Oswin” is found in Reaney and Wilson’s “A Dictionary of English Surnames,” 

which shows <Oswin> in use in 1221. Also found in Withycombe’s “Oxford 

Dictionary of English Names” showing usage until the 14th century. (Appendix H 

references.)
“de Wulferton” is seen in Reaney and Wilson under <Wooverton, Wolverton> provides the example of <Nicholas de Wulferton> in the year 1166.
Submitter will not accept MAJOR changes
18.  Rhiannon verch Edenevet  -- Device (New)
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Device – 

“Or, an oak tree eradicated vert and on a chief engrailed azure, a dove volant Or.”
Name Rhiannon verch Edenevet’s was registered via the Outlands in October 2004.

19.  Tiberius Trebatius Secundus -- Name and Device (New)
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Device – 

“Per bend gules and Or in chief a scorpion inverted and a sword counterchanged.”
Name – 

“Tiberius” is the praenomen or given name of the Roman “Tria Nomina” system. <Tiberius> means “of the Tiber River,” and was one of the less than 20 original praenomens used in classical Rome according to page xviii of 

Withycombe’s “The Oxford Dictionary of English Christian Names.” The tria nomina was common in the first few centuries AD, when it was a prerogative of Roman citizens, but became increasingly rare over the course of the 

4th century, according to Academy of St. Gabriel Report #2661 (www.s-gabriel.org/2661).
“Trebatus” is a nomen or family name in the “Tria Nomina.” It was taken from <Gaius Trebatius Testa>, a 1st century BC jurist and legal advisor to Julius Cesear. (http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/trebatius_testa).
“Secundus” is the praenomen or personal name.  <Secondus> means “the second” in Latin and is seen in such historical personalities as <Pliny the Elder> whose formal name was < Gaius Plinius Secundus> and who lived from 23 to 79 C.E. according to Wikipedia:(http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Pliny_The_Elder).
Submitter will accept MAJOR and MINOR CHANGES and a HOLDING NAME.  He expressed no preferences if changes are necessary.  

20.  .  Þangbrandr sekr Sigfússon – Name and Device (New)
Device – “Sable, a comet within an orle Or.”
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Name –
“Þangbrandr” -  Written as “{TH} angbrandr” in Du’ad notation is listed as an authentic given name occurring one time in the period covered  by Aryanhwy merch Catmael’s “Viking Names Found in the Landnámabók” 
(http://www.ellipsis.cx/~liana/names/norse/landnamabok.html).  It is also listed on page 16 of Geirr Bassi Haraldsonn’s “The Old Norse Name” as occurring ten times in the “Landnámabók.” (The later is an Appendix H document.)
“sekr” - Meaning “outlaw or exile” is found on page 27 of Geirr Bassi and is documented as a descriptive epithet in Aryanhwy merch Catmael’s second “Viking Names Found in the Landnámabók.” (http://www.ellipsis.cx/~liana/names/norse/vikbynames.html)

“Sigfússon” - Written as “Sigf{u’}sson” in Da’ud notation means “son of Sigfúss”  and follows standard patronymic naming practice as used by the Viking culture. “Sigfúss” is listed as an authentic Viking given name occurring four or five times in the period covered in “Viking Names Found in the Landnámabók” (http://www.ellipsis.cx/~liana/names/norse/landnamabok.html).  It is also shown on page 14 of Geirr Bassi.
This letter contains 29 actions, 27 of which are new and chargeable. There are 12 personal names, 10 personal devices, 5 personal badges, 1 device resubmission and 1 badge resubmission. Laurel fees are $108.00. (27x$4 =$108.00)  A check shall be submitted as directed to the Society Chancellor of the Exchequer, acting Laurel Exchequer,  4N400 Church Road, Bensenville, IL 60106-2928.
