Unto Elisabeth de Rossignol - Laurel Queen of Arms, Margaret MacDuibhshithe - Pelican Queen of Arms, Jeanne Marie - Wreath Queen of Arms, and the members of the Society College of Arms come greetings from Lady Cibella Monmouth, Pennon Herald.  It is the intent of the Meridies to submit the following names and armory.

1.  Alessandro da Parma – Name (New)

Name –
“Alessandro” is listed as a 14th century masculine given name in the Table of Given Names of Arval Benicoeur and Talan Gwynek’s, “Fourteenth Century Venetian Personal Names,” available at:

“da Parma” is listed as a 14th century surname in the Table of Surnames of Arval Benicoeur and Talan Gwynek’s, “Fourteenth Century Venetian Personal Names,” available at: 

http://www.s-gabriel.org/names/arval/venice14/venice14sur.html.  The listing includes a comment that Parma was “locative. Parma is 110 WSW of Venice.”
Submitter WILL NOT accept MAJOR changes, but WILL accept MINOR changes and a HOLDING name, if necessary.  No preferences are listed if changes are necessary.

2.  Katherine of the Wode – Device (Resubmission) 
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Device – 

“Per pale wavy sable and vert, four bees two and two Or.”
The new, primary name submission of Katherine of the Wode was in the May 2006 ILOI along with a proposed device.  The name was forwarded to  Laurel as item # 12 in the May 25, 2006 LOI, but the device, “Per pale and 

per chevron, Or, vert,  checky sable and argent, sable,” was returned as  unregisterable.  The device has been completely redrawn and has no relation to the previous submission.  

3. Mæva Arnórsdóttir  – Name (New)

Name –
“Mæva” is listed in on page 8 of Aryanhwy merch Catmael’s, “Viking Names found in the Landnámabók” as a feminine name recorded two or fewer times.  This listing is available at: http://www.ellipsis.cx/~liana/names/norse/landnamabok.html. a copy of page 8 is attached.  This Academy of St. Gabriel article is based on Eisnar Arnorsson’s “Landnamamabok Islands” as well as Geirr Bassi Haraldsson’s, “The Old Norse Name.”
“Arnórsdóttir” is formed following the directions in Aryanhwy merch Catmael’s, “A Simple Guide to Creating Old Norse Names.” In the Name Structures paragraph, the given name <Arnórr> (Geirr Bassi Haraldsson’s, “The Old Norse Name,” page 7, shown as recorded 14 times), which ends in “rr” is made a patronymic by changing the “rr” to “rs” and adding “dóttir” to make <Arnórsdóttir>. a copy of page 4 of the guide is attached.

Submitter WILL NOT accept MAJOR or MINOR changes, but will accept a holding name, if necessary. 
4.  Magdalena da Parma – Name (New) 

Name – 

“Magdalena” is listed as a 14th century feminine given name in the Table of Given Names of Arval Benicoeur and Talan Gwynek’s, “Fourteenth Century Venetian Personal Names,” available at:

“da Palma” is listed as a 14th century surname in the Table of Surnames of Arval Benicoeur and Talan Gwynek’s, “Fourteenth Century Venetian Personal Names,” available at: 

http://www.s-gabriel.org/names/arval/venice14/venice14sur.html.  The listing includes a comment that Parma was “locative. Parma is 110 WSW of Venice.”

Submitter WILL NOT accept MAJOR changes, but WILL accept MINOR changes and a HOLDING name, if necessary.  Submitter did not provide guidance in case of changes.

5. Meridies, Kingdom of – Name (New) 

Name – 

“Candle Herald” shall be the Meridies herald responsible for coordinating herald activities at events. Meridies has a heraldic tradition of heraldic titles based upon light sources: Beacon Herald, Lantern Herald, Torch Herald, Lambent Herald, etc.  There are 91 registrations of candles as heraldic charges in the SCA
6. Vyvian Westlake – Name (New)

Name –
“Vyvian” Reaney & Wilson; P.468; s.n. Vivian includes cites for Henry Vivien 1235, John Vivyan 1275, and John Vyvyan 1296, so the <Vyvian> spelling ought to be unremarkable as a surname, and probably is acceptable as a feminine given name based upon the existence of the feminine French <Vivienne> given name, though Withycomb s.n. Vivien states “Viviana, which is found in medieval records, is a f. form of the man’s name Vivian (q.v.).”
“Westlake” The name is shown in of Julian Goodwyn’s, “English Names from Pre-1600 Brass Inscriptions.” The surname section is found at http://www.sca.org/heraldry/laurel/names/brasses/ lastnameTZ.html#W. (Appendix H document) The name is recorded one time in the year 1490.  
The submitter WILL accept MAJOR and MINOR changes. Submitter cares most about the sound if the name must be changed, but does not specify first or last name.
This letter contains 29 actions, 27 of which are new and chargeable. There are 12 personal names, 10 personal devices, 5 personal badges, 1 device resubmission and 1 badge resubmission. Laurel fees are $108.00. (27x$4 =$108.00)  A check shall be submitted as directed to the Society Chancellor of the Exchequer, acting Laurel Exchequer,  4N400 Church Road, Bensenville, IL 60106-2928.
