Scouts Canada has 3 major fundraisers throughout the Scouting year. 

They are Popcorn, Hot Chocolate and Scout Trees. Some positive 

changes have already happened in the Popcorn Campaign, with the 

biggest change being that prize delivery is from Canada and that all 

prizes have been worked out with a Canadian Marketing Company. So, 

what does that mean? It means that there will be no more delivery 

charges or Wal-Mart gift Certificates good only in the USA or Puerto 

Rico! Three cheers for changes!

As everyone is aware, Scouts Canada is in the midst of changes and 

some of these changes are coming quite quickly and without a lot of 

lead-time. So take off your Popcorn hats and get out a mug, Hot 

Chocolate is next on the agenda!

At the AGM in late October, we became aware that HC was coming and 

that once all the details were finalized. An order would be placed. 

National has given us the information and between Sherry and your 

Management team, we have worked out a shipping schedule and prices.

Nation is expecting each youth to sell 2 units of Hot Chocolate. Each 

case now has 10 units per case (that is changed from last year). 

Charge per case is $40.00. Each unit sells for $6.00; therefore the 

profit to the group is $20.00 per case. This will give more people a 

chance to taste our product and we, as Scouters who are already 

working hard, an easier break that a full-fledged campaign. Hot 

Chocolate will still be available to order in January.

In the attachment, there is an order form for your basic order of x 

number of cases @ $40.00 per case based on 2 units per youth. Don't 

forget to round out your cases! As we understand it, this is a "must 

do". We know that there will be some that will balk at this or 

outright refuse to sell. Let it be said here and now that an 

assessment of $8.00 per youth will occur if you do not participate in 

Hot Chocolate. So there is a second option offered.

Remember when I said about a short lead-time? Well the orders need to 

be in to Sherry by this Wednesday morning (December 3rd). (Note that 

we got HC info last Thursday!) National is looking at delivery dates 

of HC before Christmas. This will help for the early start of selling 

of HC on January 5, 2004. I have also included a list of registered 

youth as of the November stats.
