The notes of the previous meeting were accepted as a correct record.

2
As long service and retirement awards are now funded from exchequer, the fund is back in credit (£3699.92).   It was agreed to continue to use the fund to support the subsidy to Xmas dinners and the study grant scheme.  It was expect that funds would then expire during early  2003.  Support for the study grants could then be expected from the Training budget.  Future options for the Xmas lunches would need to be considered.

The £25,000 to improve the working environment was discussed.  Further bids had been approved.  A small amount remained available in case it was needed to  support internet facilities. This would be discussed at the next JCNC meeting.

It was noted that the Medical Records and Admin staff trust fund had been static for a number of years.  This could be used to support benefits for a range of staff. Discussion continued on the list of departments for which trust funds are not usually available.  Options to address this would be raised with the Director of Finance.  The Director of Finance had already agreed if another substantial donation to general staff trusts was received a portion of that should be ring fenced for such areas.

An oral report was made on the last meeting of the Charitable Funds Sub Committee.  It was noted that the Trust had changed its investment managers.
