Another reason for the negative impact produced by tourism to the biodiversity is the generation of waste residues. The waste residues are always produced under the tourism development stages, such as the urbanization and transportation development. One main example is the air pollution produced by dense transportation. Since there is a massive need of transportation to deliver the tourists around the city, especially if the number of tourists is very large. Massive transportation increases the emission of the polluting or toxic gases, which will affect the health of most of the biological organisms, including mans.

Some tourist activities are also harmful to the biodiversity. Especially for the nature tourism or even the eco-tourism. Some tourists, or hikers without civism, always pick up some leaves or flowers for self-collection during hiking or walking along the countryside. It is not sustained as if every tourist does this and eventually will decrease the numbers of the biodiversity, especially the valuable ones. Also the trampling of the vegetation or grasses under hiking are also the problems of destruction of the biodiversity. The skiing activities cease the growth of plants on the snow hill-slope. The hunting tourism, provided by some tropical or under-developed countries, such as the deer hunting, always destroys a lot of biodiversity at that area. Fishing activities for recreation may lead to the number of fishes in some certain area decreased. If the tourism is on a large scale, it may be a risk for some kinds of biodiversity to be extinction.

The visual pollution is also a negative impact of environment produced by the tourism. Mass tourism reinforces the urbanization. Urbanization changes the nature or farming land use into urban. The dramatic loss of nature beauty under urban expansion is one kind of visual pollution.

The land use conflict between tourism development and nature beauty or cultural heritage, produce the visual pollution always. One example is the HK government decides to build a cable car system passing by the Buddhist Temple across the Lantau Island. It will serious destroy the aesthetic of the cultural heritage on the Lantau Island.. Also, the massive construction of railway in New Territories also degrades the aesthetic value of the countryside. 

The noise pollution is also a problem of tourism. Transportation development and urbanization for tourism produce much noise. The most obvious one is the airplane, always irritates and the residents nearby. The traffic congestion, maybe causing by the mass tourism, often produces so much noise which harassing the residents in the inner city and deteriorates its tranquility.
