     Procedures (beginning, middle, end):
      This lesson will be taught in the computer lab.  I will begin by directing the students to the webquest that will be stored in the share drive of their computers.  I will go over what the students will need to do with the webquest as a walkthrough on the smart board. 

     The students will be in pairs and they will then complete the webquest.  They will only turn in 1 finished sheet for each set of partners.  They will be able to use prior knowledge from class assignments as well as the information they find on their webquest.

 Differentiation:

     • Boy with Cerebral Palsy:  I will make sure that he is with a partner who can help him with all of the problems he might encounter.

     • Girl in wheelchair:  I will make sure she is with someone whom she will work well with because she sometimes has problems doing her share.

     • All Students:  A visual representation of what we are doing will be provided on the smart board.  I will also be able to walk around the computer lab and help to troubleshoot any other problems I see.  I will also pre assign partners so that students will work well together and get the work completed quickly.

     Assessment (How will I know students learned?):

     I will use the graphic organizer and the webquest activities as assessment for this lesson.
