     Procedures (beginning, middle, end):


This lesson will mainly be a discussion lesson.  We will start by using works such as books or papers that the students have been working on.  I will start by taking one of their works and putting my name on it.  I will ask the student how it feels for someone else to claim the work they have done.  Most likely students will not like this idea.  We will then relate this to using things on the computer in our work without giving credit to the person who created it.  We will talk about how this is like stealing the other person’s work.  


We will then go to the computer lab and talk about safe internet behaviors.  We will talk about how you should not go anywhere that the teacher does not tell you about.  You should also be careful and read the description of the internet sites that search engines offer. We will also talk about how to leave a site that is bad if you happen to get on one.

I will use informal assessment during the discussions to know if students are understanding the concept.
