Have you ever read such a letter, Mr Knightley? Do you know?

EMMA


Hannah: Actually, Mrs. Elton wasn’t speaking to her, but to Mr. Knightley.

Yes, dear, but I thought you said you felt nothing for him. Addition. Personally I wouldn't, as you know I'm just quoting other people, 

Hannah: LOL! "I wouldn’t feel anything for him, as I’m just quoting other people, and obviously THEY feel nothing for him…"

Hannah: I can’t take credit for the Clarks' beauty or sweetness either.

Sarah: LOL!! 
she does not care to be without him. Knightley sent his carriage! 

Sarah: *gasps* He did? I’m so glad we end this with a display of the good screen writing so natural to this script. Why Knightley sent the carriage and why it is of any import are certainly like the whole point of the script. Which is why they cut off at the end.







� Rent – A Broadway musical where half the main characters are homosexuals and one is a drag queen. There was a randomized chat where Sarah typed "*kisses her*" when referring to me and we joked that she had been listening to too much Rent and trying to act out "Take Me Or Leave Me", a song sung by two lesbians.


� Idina – Idina Menzel, a musical theater person Sarah and I both are fans of.


� Adam – Adam Pascal, another musical theater person Sarah and I are fans of. I’m more of a fan however, seeing as how he’s my celebrity boyfriend.


� Erik – The Phantom of the Opera, often referred to by me as someone who is the essence of perfection.


� C'est Moi – A horribly egotistic song from the Broadway musical Camelot. Lyrics include, "C'est moi, c'est moi, I’m forced to admit, I’m far too noble to lie, the man in whom such qualities bloom, c'est moi, c'est moi, tis I!"


� Norman Bates – He is, of course, the psycho from Psycho.


� Neo – The hero from The Matrix. There was a big deal made about the fact that he was "The One" destined to save them all or something.


� Bunburying – In The Importance of Being Earnest, a character invented an invalid friend called Bunbury so that whenever he wanted to go out of town, he would simply say Bunbury was very ill and he had to go visit him. This spawned a few other words in the play such as "Bunburying" and "Bunburyist".


� Clayhorn joke – In a play I did with the drama team in July 2004, the butler's name was Clayhorn, and there was a running joke throughout the play where the detective was trying to figure out where she'd met him before. She'd snap her fingers, exclaim, "LONDON!" and he'd respond, "Clayhorn!" This gag was pulled quite a few times. 


� Think of Me – A song from Phantom of the Opera. Lyrics include, "Think of me, think of me fondly when we've said goodbye, remember me once in awhile, please promise me you'll try."


� Sondheim – Stephen Sondheim, lyricist and composer. Best known for his utterly brilliant lyrics.


� Webber – Andrew Lloyd Webber, composer of such shows as Phantom of the Opera, Cats, and Jesus Christ Superstar. I love his music, Sarah scoffs at it.


� "Matchmaker, matchmaker" – That beginning was the opening line of the song "Matchmaker" from Fiddler on the Roof.
