Salinger had early, inner conflict concerning his father, Sol, who was cold toward his son, placed pressure on him to make money and wanted him to have a secure job with high social status. He also wanted him to some day take over the family business of importing and processing meat and cheese from Eastern Europe. When his father died, he didn't go to the funeral and barely made mention of the fact to his live-in girlfriend at the time, Joyce Maynard, and to his daughter, Peggy.
-Salinger also felt very conflicted about being half Jewish. His mother was Irish Catholic. This was a conflict of social status, not religion. Salinger wasn't sure how to define himself but he knew he was supposed to achieve social status. Being half Jewish drove him nuts.

-The greatest source of mental trauma for Salinger was his experiences in World War II. He entered the war with a special affection for the military but soon was right in the middle of some of the most intense, savage warfare of the century. He would see with his own eyes 50 of his fellow soldiers die in a day. Sometimes as many as 200.

-After four months of this and the liberation of Paris, Salinger checked himself into to the military hospital for going "Section 8."  After a few weeks he was released and he eventually was discharged from the army

-Salinger published 35 short stories
