-Psychology- The emotional and behavioral characteristics of an individual, group, or activity

-Subconscious- Not wholly conscious; partially or imperfectly conscious

-Perception- The process, act, or faculty of perceiving

-Symbol- something that represents something else by association, resemblance, or convention, especially a material object used to represent something invisible. A printed or written sign used to represent an operation, element, quantity, quality, or relation, as in mathematics or music.

-Dreams- A series of images, ideas, emotions, and sensations occurring involuntarily in the mind during certain stages of sleep.
