RIDE ALL DAY FEES DO NOT INCLUDE PHBA FEES OR OFFICE FEES 

 
YOUTH: Youth 18 and under show FREE in PHBA youth classes – IF showing 

at least two days of the weekend AND have a stall for the weekend.  The 
FREE entries do not include PHBA fees, electric, stall fees, or open 
classes. 

 
 
PHBA FEES: $5.00 COMPUTER FEE & DRUG TEST (PER HORSE/DAY/SHOW) 
GROUNDS FEE: $10.00 PER HORSE/PER DAY, if you do not have a stall

STALL FEES: $25.00 PER DAY OR $50.00  FOR MAY  3 DAY WEEKEND/40.00 FOR AUG WEEKEND
