Dr.  YOONG  SUAN specializes in science and mathematics education, having obtained his B.Sc., Dip.Ed. and M.Ed. in Science Education from University of Malaya. and Ph.D. degree in Educational Psychology (Psychometric) from Indiana University, Bloomington, U.S.A. He has published numerous scholarly works in the areas of thrust, specifically on science and mathematics education (focusing on cultural learning in science & mathematics & related cross-cultural studies), psychometric, statistics & computer applications in educational research and IRT (focusing on cross-cultural validation of science, mathematics, and psychological constructs in Malaysian settings). 





Prior to joining the university in 1980, Dr. Yoong Suan was a key peronnel at the National Curriculum Development Centre of Malaysia, where he coordinated, implemented and evaluated the Nuffield-based Malaysian General Science Project in Malayian secondary schools. During that period (1976), he was awarded the British Council fellowship to visit schools, universities and research centres in England and Scotland to experience at first hand Nuffield Science and Scottish Integrated Science in action. Over the past 20 years, he has served as consultants in STE at the Malaysian Curriculum Development Centre and the SEAMEO Regional Centre for Science and Mathematics (RECSAM) in Penang





Dr. Yoong Suan had received many academic honours.. When pursuing Ph.D. in Indiana University, he also was awarded the Outstanding Graduate Student Award for Educational Studies in 1988, and inducted into PHI DELTA KAPPAN, the National Honor Society in Education in USA. He also received the Meryl E. Englander Award [for the most outstanding graduate student paper presented] at the 18th annual meeting of the Midwest Association of Teachers of Educational Psychology (MATEP) in 1988.
