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It is a pleasure to greet you once again from Davao.  God has blessed the work this month with several new visitors and by bringing several members of our congregation back after several weeks absence.  I was especially blessed to have Kathy here for a couple of weeks this month.  She was not able to stay at this time but looks forward to returning with me next year after a brief trip home for deputation.  While she was here we made a trip up to a nature park in the mountains where the temperatures are cooler and we even found real pine trees like the one in the picture to the right.  I want to give a special thank you to each of you who prayed for Kathy as she traveled.  The biggest problem she had during the entire trip was the knee support she wore because of recent knee surgery kept setting off the metal detectors at the airports.  

Statistics for the month are as follow: 

Sunday morning services average attendance was 56, evening service was 19 and mid-week was 21.  We had one addition by baptism and five professions of faith.  Ministry expenses totaled $867.00 and field collections totaled $65.00.

As I mentioned above, I will be in the US the 1st part of next year for deputation.  We need to raise about $1000 per month for ministry expenses and health insurance.  We also hope to raise enough funds to upgrade our vehicle to something Kathy can drive.  Our current vehicle is a Korean surplus Rocsta  jeep which is similar to an old style CJ5 Jeep in the US.  The main problem with this jeep is that the transmission is not fully synchronized and is thus a bit tricky to shift at times.  Additionally, it simply is not a vehicle you would want your wife to be out alone in.

Please continue to pray for the our members in Ma-a.  I say continue to pray because I have seen  the results of those prayers in the lives of this congregation.  There has been a noticeable increase in faithfulness not only to attend church, but also to bring their family members, neighbors and friends.  Those prayers are also answered in that there are more adults visiting and making professions of faith.  Thank you for praying and thank you for your continued financial support in preaching the Gospel in Ma-a.
