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Those who survived the disasters which befell the Ancients brought other
and far-reaching consequences to the inhabitants of areas such as Egypt.

Although the Ancients must have been largely illiterate, they needed improved

communications in the form of writing. Some of those who survived may have com-

pletely mastered a form of writing, while others would only have been able to

remember some of the symbols used by the Ancients, but both would have contrib-

uted toward the formation of a pictorial type of writing. It has been known

for a long time that all the ancient scripts are related to one another in some

way or another: for instance, Cretan Linear A and B, Old Semitic, Cyprian, the

Phoenician alphabet, Hettitic and Goeblitic cuneiform all have many signs in

common, and this is to take only a small selection. It seems likely that

although these scripts have certain features in common they differed originally

as a result of the varying degrees of skill possessed by those few surviving

Ancients who had taught them to the local inhabitants. Later on more contact

was made between the various civilizations, as a result of which the signs were

exchanged and adopted, as a result of which their similarities to each other

cannot fail to strike us.


Regrettably there is no space left for us to go deeper into our theories

about the Ancients in the present work; there is extensive material to support

them, but to elaborate our case in full would need a separate book. Perhaps

this is something for the future! But we would like to emphasize yet again that

without these theories it is difficult to explain satisfactorily why after liv-

ing so long in the Stone Ages mankind should have suddenly manifested such a

remarkable desire for a higher level of culture; and this is something that

cannot e explained as a matter of chance if we bear in mind the time at which
it took place, its various locations and the large number of similarities

between its different manifestations.


Although our theory about human evolution differs from those of

Von Daniken, Charroux and others, we agree with them that something must have

been responsible for the simultaneous development of all the ancient civiliza-

tions, but beyond this our interpretations differ; while these writers have

truned away from the world to find the answer in a ‘cosmic solution’, we have

looked for some factor common to all these ancient cultures and originating here

on our own planet.
