Group B-Tutee Project Lesson Plan

Grade Level:  Junior Level American History

Objective:  Students, in groups of 4, will develop a web site that details different aspects of the Great Depression.

Classroom set-up:  50 minute classes

Materials: computers and Internet; check the library for any software

Group dynamics:  The students will be organized in groups of 4.  This way the students can cover a broader area and also provide incentive for doing quality work.  The group will delegate responsibilities to each group member.  The Homepage, Works cited page, and Related-sites page are the responsibility of the entire group.  Each of the following pages, People, education, timeline, New Deal, employment, relief, and the Dustbowl, will be delegated to an individual group member.

Day 1 (50): Teacher will present information on the 1920s and the various factors that contributed to the Great Depression.  The factors will include: farms, construction, consumerism, and the stock market.  A foundation for the Depression will be developed and the students will use this information as a tool to discover more.  Students will be broken into groups of 4 and they will spend the remaining time delegating responsibilities of the project and creating a storyboard for their web pages.  Homework-research Great Depression relative to each person’s responsibility. 

Day 2 (50):  Teacher will present information on Netscape Composer and some of the fundamentals of web-page development.  The presentation will be based on the learning levels of the students.  In many cases, students have all ready been exposed to web-page development and this class period will be for a limited amount of people or will be used a supplemental instruction.  For those who do not need additional instructional time, they will be allowed to work with their group members and finalizing the web-page idea.  Remaining time will be spent using computers and identifying key web sites that could be used for necessary information.  Homework-research Great Depression relative to each person’s responsibility. 

Day 3-5 (50) Students will work on the following pages and work to incorporate the necessary information onto each page.  Each student should bring research materials and related web sites.

Subject Matter:  

Homepage-The site will include some general information about the Great Depression.  It will be on this page that the students can give some background about the role of the 1920s on the Great Depression.  This will also be the page where all of our links will be found.


Important People-students must write biographies on key people of the Depression and the role they played


Education-students must write about the role of public and/or private education during the 30s.  Include an example of a student schedule, day, assignment, etc.


Timeline-students must include some of the key events that led to and are a part of the Great Depression


New Deal-students will outline the general goal and purposes of the New Deal.  This will include a general idea of legislation and its role with the American people.


Employment-students will highlight the trends in employment and unemployment in America.


Relief-students will specifically highlight legislation that gave relief to the people, i.e. Alphabet agencies


Dustbowl-students must make local geographical connection with the Dustbowl and its impact on the region during the Great Depression


Works Cited-students must make a formal cite page


Related Cites-students make a listing of related sites for further educational opportunities
