Songkran Festival (Thai New Year) 

Songkran is a Thai traditional New Year which starts on April 13 every year and lasts for 3 days. Songkran festival on April 13 is Maha Songkran Day or the day to mark the end of the old year, April 14 is Wan Nao which is the day after and April 15 is Wan Thaloeng Sok which the New Year begins. At this time, people from the rural areas who are working in the city usually return home to celebrate the festival. Thus, when the time comes, Bangkok temporarily turns into a deserted city.

Songkran is a Thai word which means "move" or "change place" as it is the day when the sun changes its position in the zodiac. It is also known as the "Water Festival" as people believe that water will wash away bad luck.
Sky Rocket (Bun Bang Fai)

Swiiiishhhh ---- BOOM!! It may sound like a strange sort of thing to do, but every year in the six lunar months (which generally falls in May), the rural people of northeastern Thailand hold a festival that is an unusual blend of the sacred and the profane called Bun Bang Fai, or the “Sky Rocket Festival”.
The celebration involves placing huge homemade rockets on a 12-meter-tall bamboo launch pad, where some incredibly brave fellow lights the fuse, then scampers away before the rocket ignites and swooshes skyward at incredible speeds, hurtling across an empty farm field as spectators clap and cheer and order another round, discussing among themselves the merits of that particular launch for its distance, or the size and color of the explosion.
Thai Demon (Phi Ta Khon)

Thailand's closest brush with the western concept of Halloween takes place in the Dan Sai District of Loei Province. They sort of mix Halloween and April fool’s Day and call it Phi Ta Khon, or "ghost festival". And it takes place in June rather than April and October. But lest you believe the Phi Ta Kon Festival is a midnight display of flesh chilling terror, the festival is held during the light of day since it is much easier to see the fun. And possibly all the creative mask designs can be properly appreciated. 
Then it is time for the revelers to put away their ghostly masks and costumes for another year. From now on, they must again return to the paddy fields to eke out their living through as their forefathers did.
Long-Boat Racing
Boat racing festival marks the end of Buddhist Lent (aka Okpansa) and this is also an opportunity for farmers to celebrate after their crops have been harvested. Buddhist Lent lasts three months from July to October which is in rainy season.
Boat racing festival is celebrated in the middle of October. The exact date is dependent upon the lunar calendar. This festival starts early in the morning. In Vientiane, boat races take place in the Mekong River whereas in provinces boat races take place in their main rivers. Boat racing is organized into two categories: female rowers and male rowers. Throughout the day, there are lots of people walking along the street along the bank of the river.

You will see long boats with a team of more than fifty rowers. There are also supporters, drummers and chanters. This is a very enjoyable event. At the end of the day, prizes are given to winners.
Lotus Flower Receiving
Bang Phli is a district in Samut Prakan which has an abundance of lotuses. The morning of the 14th full-moon night of October is the day before the end of the Buddhist Lent. Buddhists come here to pick the flowers for offerings to monks according to tradition. The people of Bang Phli regard this as great merit so they volunteer to keep the flowers for distribution to visitors who row to the district to receive them every year. This tradition has become the “Rap Bua” (lotus receiving) festival.
This festival has been handed down from one generation to another. Traditionally, local people line up both sides of the canal and throw lotus flowers onto the boat carrying the replica of “Luang Poh to “Buddha image. These lotus flowers are meant as homage to the Triple Gem - the Lord Buddha, Dhamma and the Sangka. Also, the Bang Phli local people will also throw lotus flower onto visitors' boats as a gesture to invite them join in their merit-making.

BuffaloRace 
The Buffalo Race is the ancient festival handed down by local folks for several hundred years ago. The legend is that the race was set up for King Rama VI for his pleasure during his visit to Chonburi. The festival annually takes place on a day before the full moon of the 11th lunar month (October or November), concurrently with the end of the 3-month Buddhist Lent.
In the festival, water buffaloes and the jockeys will be decorated with colorful cloth bands, flower garlands and other ornaments before vying to win the race. Along side with the buffalo race are the buffalo fancy dressing contest, the healthy buffalo contest and Miss Farmer Pageant. The festival really makes the visitors sense of the indigenous culture of the region.

Loy Kratong
On the full moon night of the twelfth lunar month, the tide in the rivers is highest and the moon at its brightest, creating a romantic setting ideal for lovers. The Thai people choose this day to hold the 'Loy Kratong' festival, or the 'festival of light.' Loy Kratong is one of the two most recognized festivals in the country (second from Songkran Festival).
Different legends surround the origins of Loy Kratong. The most popular version is it was an expression of gratitude to the goddess of water 'Phra Mae Kongka' for having extensively used, and sometimes polluted, the water from the rivers and canals. It is also in part a thanksgiving for her bounty in providing water for the livelihood of the people.
