Over in the corner I spotted Marty and Mattricks and motioned I’d be over in a sec. I went up to the counter and got my latte and headed over. I shook hands with each man before taking my seat and pulling out my pen and paper and after the usual chitchat. We began.

Q: How did the idea for the show come around?

Mattricks: I was at work one day and thought that would be the perfect environment for a television sitcom...after watching Arrested Development: Season One, I decided to give it a try.

Marty: From the mind of the Mattricks. He had a similar idea he was going to do for me when (for 5 seconds) I was the head of a TV network. He tweaked it a bit and brought it to me. Basically we've just been ironing it out since then. Maybe a few weeks ago...?

Q: So give us a basic premise of the series.

Mattricks: Two brothers are forced to work together when they inherit their father's record store. Duncan (played by Scott Wolf) the older brother is a straight laced responsible business man...Nash (Played by Rider Strong) the younger brother is more of a slacker hippy learning about life as he goes along. They both learn from each other actually.

Q: How did you guys go about casting the series?

Mattricks: We just threw out lots of names first, then we narrowed it down to what we picked. Will Arnett and Dane Cook were givens though, for their awesome character acting.

Marty: Matt had ideas right away. But there was this game we would play called "casty" where we'd throw darts at random names while blindfolded. Matt got all pissy after I hit him with a dart in the shoulder, so that ended that.

Q: What do you think will make this stand out from most of the sitcoms around today?

Mattricks: It actually has a deep enough story to keep an audience wanting to tune in every week.

Marty: I think the sense of humour on our show will be a little different. We'll mix in drama and all that jazz too, but I'm more interested in the comedy. I've already got 15 scenes written which involve "funny hats." That's gold.

Q: What can we expect from the upcoming season?

Mattricks: You can expect great writing from Marty and I, a great story, and lots of laughs with good music to go along

Marty: I don't know... we've got a little romance angle going on that should be fun. Dane Cook, always good. Good music. And CHUCK NORRIS! Maybe not that last part, we're still in negotiations with his agent.
